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‘Mysterious White Mist’ Pollutes Indian Pond

Pollution forms spotted on 1n-
dian Pond, including discarded
roofing material, sludge Moating on
the water and a **mysterious’! white
mist seen hovering over the pond is
under serutiny by Professor of
Aquatic Biology Raymond Stross,

Stross said the pond has been
polluted for over six years, but
could not pinpoint a cause. He in-
tends 1o extract a sediment sample
within the next two weeks lor [ur-
ther investigation,

“The possibility of some sort af
toxic substances such as
phosphorous or sulfur coming into
the pond from the plaving fields or
the storm sewers is a good one, "
Stross said, A layer of algae is also
i prime suspeel in' the pollution of
the pond.*!

When Stross and his Fall 1981
Aquatic Biology class went to take
samples of the sediments in the
pond, they were greeted by a cloudy
white material hovering over the
whole upper end of the pond,

atross suspected the most to be
another form of pollution, bul is
unsure ol its origin and composi-
tion.

The roofing material came [rom
a project that was undertaken last
year (o repair the rools on the
Social Seience and Humanities
buildings and in between several
buildings,

According to rooler John
Maynes, the material was used in an
unsuccessful landfill attempt and
wis never cleaned up. A New
England company was responsible
for the carting away of the re-
mainder of the roofing, Maynes

Political Science AﬂaIySIS
department nol
wishing to be named accused the
Council of granting tenure (o
education professors more easily by
allowing them to publish less ar-
ticles, Another source claimed the
Council is more lenient toward pro-
fessors who bring money via
research grants into the university.
Vice President of Academic Af-
fairs, Stephen Delong points out
that favorable cvaluations oulside

academics are important considera-
Lions. Therefore, a professor receiv-
ing a grant is better favored [or
lenure because of the outside
recognition and not for the grant
itsell,

Bul  Council Chairman  Fred
Ohnmacht emphasized that each
tenure decision is carefully con-
sidered according to University re-
quirements.

SASU  delegate Jim  Tierney
believed Baer and Miroff were not
granted tenure because they are
left wingers.'

A professor is considered for
tenure at the the end of lis sixth
year, though he may request prior
consideration. He i5 evalugted on
his teaching quality, tommunity
service and scholarship, Once
denied after the sixth year, the pro-
fessor is allowed a grace period of
one year before leaving the laculty,
While tenure is is not necessarily
equated with promotion, it does

said,

Stross does nor believe that the
roofing is o major part of the pros
blem, however, *“While on the roal,
the toxins that are in the asphalt
and tar are baked and washed out,
By the time it’s taken off and
replaced, all the harmlul chemicals
should be inert.

BUKFALO, N.Y. (AP) Simon Wiensenthal, the former
Nazi concentration camp prisoner who gained fame hun-
ting down war eriminals, said in a lecture Sunday that
the Holocaust was a human tragedy, nol just a Jewish
one.

Wiesnethal, 73, told an audience of nearly 1,000 that
six factors combined to make Jewish genocide possible
during World War [1; hatred, dictatorship, bureaucracy,
technology, a crisis and a minority group capable of ex-
ploitation,

The death of six million Jews in coneentration camps
was little different, he said, than the altempt by Turks to
annihilate Armenians at the turn of this century, and the
exiling and deaths of millions of Soviets under Joseph
Stalin,

RCO Phase Out

Cheryl M. Kaplan

As a declared Rhetoric and Communica-
tion, (RCO) major, I have been distressed
and concerned: with the recent series of
events which have occurred pertaining to
the RCO department. In the ASP (publish-
ed on March 26) an article appeared which
began 1o detail some of the cutbacks that
the RCO department will undergo next
year. Essentially, as of the next fall
semester, the RCO department will be sole-
ly geared towards seeing that the 400 or
more declared majors can graduate with the
RCO major that they have already started.
The lower level RCO courses, including the
introductory course, have been deleted, so
that no more students can enter the RCO
department, Though the declared RCO ma-
jors will be able to complete their major in
RCO, it is evident that the RCO department
is being phased oul at SUNYA.

SUNYA has a reputation of offering fine
academics in a wide range of fields, Even if
the RCO department is being phased out,
the school has an obligation to see that the
declared RCO majors not only are able to

graduate with a major in RCO, but are able
to leave SUNYA with a strong degree: a
quality education in their major ficld ol
study; RCO. Though the RCO deparinent
will remain so thal ils in-progress majors
can graduate, | am not convinced that the
quality of the degree will be what i1 should
be. | make this statement for three reisons,
The first is that the morale of botl the RCO
instructors and of the RCO stidents s ox-
tremely low, When 1 went 1o the ROO ad
visement, foeulty and students alihe seened
not only discouraged, but also somewhi
scared, Students seemed 10 frequently ash:
“What will my RCO madon (rom SUNY A
be worth? Will Lreally be receiving a strong
education in RCOY I 1 continue in this mi-
jor at SUNYA?

majors can graduate, even at the RCO
preregistration | as well as many other RCO
majars, was unable 1o get the classes | need-
cd to complete the major. It was suggestied

deleating, Though perhaps these substitu-
tians from other departments may address

Although we belleve Weprin has the potential 1o be a strong
leader, his aftitude concerning certain major issués appears lo us
somewhat nalve In comparison to some other candidates, This was
combined with whal we ean only describe as a lack of gut determina:
flon that would have made his (he stand-aut cholee' Carsa is. All
things considered. the Commiltee finds It Is unable to endorse this
candidate for the office which he seeks,

Weprin's nalvely comes across When examining one atlitude and
one platiorm essential to his campalgn.

The aflifude concerns the focus of his interview with the endorse-
ment committee where he dealt almost salely with [ssues that only
affec| the SUNYA campus direct:

* |y, By not branching oul beyond
this, we feel Weprin missed many
Importan! outside elements which
affect SUNYA students as well - [t
Is our opinion that this atfitude s
not only nalve when considering
the effects of all forces on
students, bul Is also an indication
of Weprin's lack of confidence in
the camplete patential of students
lo effect change beyond SUNYA.
To summarize, Weprin glves the
Impression that he looks at the
small plciure. while missing the
greater and equally Important pic-
fure beyond it

The platform Involves an essential proposal of Weprin — the in-
crease of student Involvement in SA. Like many candidates in pasi
years, he volced concerns about the eliques which many feel
develop In SA and the lack of new blood entering the arganization
Weprin's major proposal 1o Increase involvement is a plan 1o draw
the interest of Incoming (reshpersans during summer planning con:
ferences, While this is a viable means of conquering apathy toward
SA, I Is alse his anly fruly concrete proposal on this matter. Beyand
1his, Weprin believes his own person abilily to motivate s the most
impartant factor that could stimulate stident Involvement: Based on
past experlence, the committee feels that the maotivating ability of
one ls not nearly successiul in this Issue as is a series of well thought
oul proposals. We believe that Weprin is placing too much welght »
on his own motivational abilify

Although his views are malnly limited to campus, Weprin does
have some interesting [deas about the political role of SA "We (SA)
have fo be political 1o teach the student,” he sald Furiher he insisis
that SA has been “réactive rather than proactive® on (ssues. Weprin
Is quite outspoken in his opposition 1o the ROTEC extension center
an the SUNYA campus which he has been actively fighting 1o
remove. "l have always been appalled at the ROTC. he said “"No
one actually believes thal no discrimination goes on.”

Although he sald he considers the restructuring of the Off
Campus Assoclalion an importan! prioriy, Weprin has no serious
plans for how he would go about doing this: He did say. however,
that he wauld like to see a student director for the organization =
curreéntly OCA hires a professional, We see problems with the ldea
of a student director. Since i's concerns are with off-campus living.
OCA deals with the city and therelore professianal peaple and their
relationship with students. [Lis aur feeling that a professional director
wauld be needed 1o make the organization eflective in the city
Chverall, it Is dissappainting that Weprin Is unfamtliar with the affs
campus situation and this seems to be a further reflecirlon of his on-
campus emphasis

Navertheless. Weprin is a strond candidate. After three vears in
the University Senate, he feels that he has bullt up some close con:
tacts with the administratlan — cantacts which he belfeves wauld be
quite helplul if he were to be elected SA president. Weprin believes
in being firm with the administration when it Is neessary: "l don't
give up easlly.” he noled.

In our opinion, Weprin honestly wants what is best for SUNYA
Hawever, ta be able to tell what [s really best lor SUNY AL he necds
a broader range of thinking and experlence which goes beyond the
caMmpus.

Andy Weinstock

Of the three serious candidates for SA President. we found
ourselves most strangly epposed 1o Andy Weinstock for the office

Weinstock's platfarm is loaded with ideas, but we doubt he bos
the ability to use the presidential office 10 bring these ideas to realiy

Like most candidates, Weinstock cites lack of communication as o

Waeinstock strangly apposes the funding of advocacy qraups. M

you fund one side. it's like funding a political party, " he told us. His
alternativie s ta only fund activist groups when there are opposite
sides of an ssue represented by SA groups

His concept of advacacy group funding is convoluted . Advicacy
groups, by definition, have no ties 1o political parties. SA cannol
legally fund polical partivs. His idea for funding these advocacy
groups can only lead 1o apolitical thinking and apathy

He also fleels that SA should not have too great of a political rale
He belleves that SA loses effectiveness by turning off prople appos

— ed to the stands SA may l_alte_. Again, his reasoning Is faully. SA, as

part of ifs dity to represent siudents. must take political stands; We |
are not an isolated (sland. divided from the outside world: We can'l
hide from the world; so we must profect our Inlerests That's whal
SA's political role really s. )
Waelnstock also has over am-
bitlotis” expectations for the job.
He has many Ideas — many good
ideas — but he lacks the abilily
and ,the ambition to! carry them
oul.

In 1974, NYPIRG's Albany chapter staried recelving $2 per
studant per semester from the student tax, Since then, NYPIRG
has proven fo be one of the most active and most successul
groups on the campus and In the slate

The New York Public Interest Research Group Is a student sup-
ported and directed research and advocacy organization thal glves
studenis the opportunily. to'hone citizenship skills while effecting
soclal change,

NYPIRG was a member of (he sult thal gajned students in
Albany County. the right to vote. NYPIRG's [obbyists at the Sfale
Capitol have won many Important victories for studenis as well as
many under-represented people throughout the state. These vie-
torles include decriminalization of marijuana, truth In lesting law.
and the generlc drug law. Legal reforms such as those eould not
have been accomplished without the long hours put n by
NYPIRG's acllve lobbying staff.

However, inflation has hit NYPIRG just as much as everyane
else. The group’s income from students hasn't changed since the
organization Just began and they need more money to keep up
the work, NYPIRG currently receives $2 per semester per siu-
dent; the referendum would raise that to $3 per students per
semester, The student tax would be ralsed $1 per semester in
order to fund the raise.

NYPIRG's record In acting In the public Interest Is admirable. A

volces for safe enargy, clean alr, higher educaston, consumer
riahts and studenis rights In New Yark State to conlinue its work
We stronaly urge you lo do so.

Referendum 2 - Freeze

The past year has probably seen more concern over nuclear
war than anytime since the “Ban the Bomb" days of the 1950's
There have been huge demonstrations against (he nuclear arms
bulld-up In North Amerlca, Western Europe and Eastern Europe.
Public opinion polls show that unprecedented numbers of people
are worried aboul nuclear war. And rightly so, There are more
nuclear arms pointed al targels across the globe than ever before

This fact. coupled with the Reagan administration's increasingly
Inflammatory nuclear rhetorle and plans o nearly double the ex
isting number of U5, nuclear warheads has braught us closer to
nuclear war than we've been since the Cuban Misslle Crisls
