The major d e p a r t m e n t s repre­
sented this year a r c : Lat in , ma the­
mat ics and l ibrary science, 2 each; 
His to ry , chemistry, Engl ish , and 
commerce , 1 each. Five of the 
member s have a minor in H i s t o r y ; 
the o ther minors arc distr ibuted 
singly among ma themat i c s , phys­
ics, biology, Engl ish, and com­
merce . Adding majors and minors , 
we find that his tory leads with six, 
mathemat ics follows wi th 3, and 
there are 2 each in Latin, English, 
l ibrary science, and commerce . 

Dr. Thompson compared these 
figures with those of the eleven 
members chosen last Oc tobe r from 
the class of 1931 : History led with 5 
majors, with 3 majors in mathematics, 
following, and one major each in 
French, Spanish, and Chemis t ry . 
Combin ing all the majors and mi­
nors in the two groups ,—the first 
d rawing in 1931 and the first d raw­
ing from 1932,—the following to ta ls 
were obtained: History, 11 ; mathe­
matics, 8; French, 5; English, Latin, 
and comcrcc, 3 ; chemistry, library-
science, and biology, 2 ; Spanish, one. 

It appears , then, that the highest 
grades arc obtained in history and 
mathematics; and that the largest 
depar tment in college, English, 
gives relatively few high grades . 
Dr. T h o m p s o n pointed out tiiat the 
reason why success was so marked 
in history and mathematics might 
be because those subjects were so 
well taught and were elected by the 
intelligent in large numbers , but he 
thought it curious that those sub­
jects were the very ones feared by 
freshmen. 

He reported that 6 of the 11 in 
last year 's group actual ly improved 
their s tanding after election to Sig-
nin Laudis; that the rest all finished 
well above 2.00, though the order of 
places was pret ty well . h a n g e d ex­
cept that Miss Steele remained al 
the head of the class in June . All 
of the group obtained posi t ions , two 
of which were mari ta l . The re were 
no men in the first g roup chosen 
ibis year, and none in the first group 
of last year; but there were four in I 
the second drawing, in March, las t : 
year, and there was hope for the 
sturdier sex this year. Last year,

One remarkable feature of this 
year 's selection is the fact that Al­
bany High School is represen ted by 
3 members , and Newark by 3 m e m ­
bers, while the Rensselaer High

o ther ; three high schools thus claim 
all but three members . 

The high school records usually 
parallel those in college. Miss Hen­
ry's high school average was 95.4; 
Miss Steele's, of the class of 1931, 
was 95; and the lowest high school
