Dr. Norman Greenfeld, associate 
professor- of psychology, has an­
nounced that the State University of 
New York at Albany has been desig­
nated as a test center for adminis­
tering the National Teacher Exam­
inations on Mar. 18. The exams are 
prepared and administered by Edu­
cational Testing Service, Princeton, 
New Jersey. 

College seniors preparing to teach 
and teachers applying for positions 
In school systems which encourage 
or require applicants to submit their 
scores on the NTE along with their 
other credentials are eligible to take 
the tests. 

At the one-day session, a candi­
date may take the common examina­
tions, which include tests in profes­
sional education and general educa­
tion, end one of the thirteen teach­
ing area exams, which are designed 
to evaluate his understanding of the 
subject matter and methods appli­
cable to the area he may be assigned 
to teach. 

The designation of SUNYA as a 
test center for these exams will 
give prospective teachers in this 
area an opportunity to compare their 
performance on the exams with 
candidates throughout the country 
who take the tests.

Pickets At JCA, Sage 
Protest Bunch Ouster 
The demonstrations called for 

last Friday by the Tri-Clty Student 
Alliance took place as scheduled. 

Approximately twenty-five students 
picketed for some time at the Junior 
College of Albany and the same 
number marched in front of the 
home of Russell Sage President 
Lewis Froman in Troy. 

Plcketers carried sijiis read­
ing "Bring Back Bunch," "I Be­
lieve in Academic Freedom," and 
"Keep Albany Politics Off the Col­
lege Campus." The picketing in 
Troy lasted from noon to three p.m. 
with a coffee break at about two 
o'clock. 

Panel Discusses Bunch, 
*Fear Factor In Issue 

A panel of four discussed the 
possibilities of political implica­
tions in the recent dismissal of 
George Bunch, former instructor of 
sociology, from the Albany Junior 
College, at Friday night's Golden 
Eye. 

Discussion also centered around 
the possibilities of a "cllmatlve 
fear" existing in the Tri-Cltles Area 
In regard to freedom of expression, 
especially by administrations fear­
ing student Involvement in politics. 

A general consensus of the panel 
f) opinion made up of Bunch, two area 

professors, and a JCA co-ed, lndl 
cated that they felt such a fear ex­
isted, although not totally. 

Bunch felt this fear was preva­
lent in all levels, but that It is "all 
pervasive" among administrations. 
He felt It was this fear which led 
to his dismissal, which he argues 
is then direct antithesis of the 
principle of academic freedom. 

The panel also felt that this fear 
was a factor in the dismissal. Panel 
member Peter Larrlck, an instruc­
tor of English at the University, felt 
that it was "evident" that this was 
a factor, because Bunch had involved 
students in controversy and urged 
them repeatedly to action; this cre­
ated a wave of discomfort among 
the administration, and led to the 
decision that JCA would be better 
without Bunch.

A large group of Russell Sage 
girls witnessed the demonstration 
from across the street but did not 
participate. At one point, however, 
the teacher of freshman history 
class invited Richard Evans, one 
of the plcketers, to speak about the 
Issues in front of her class. 

Evans told the ASP that he felt 
this opportunity was valuable "even 
though the teacher and some of the 
class plainly disagreed with me. 
After all the purpose of our action 
was the promotion of academic free­
dom on the campus and the direct 
confrontation of opposing ideas is 
a essential Ingredient of such free­
dom," 

Evans also said that there seemed 
to be widespread misunderstanding 
of the what the pickets were saying 
and that many Sage students re­
sented the ASP editorial of last 
week. "They kept repeating that 
the dismissal was legal," he said, 
and seemed to think that settled 
the Issue. 

Moral Issue 
"From our point of view," he 

went on, "it was a moral rather 
than a legal issue, and we were 
concerned with the effect that 
Bunch's dismissal would have on 
other non-conformists at Sage." 

Evans also said that some of the 
girls seemed sympathetic but that 
none of them joined the picket-
line at Sage. Meanwhile, the dem­
onstration at the Junior College was 
attracting considerably less atten­
tion. 

Since It was farther from the 
center of, campus life than its 
counterpart in Troy, fewer students 
came to watch it. Late in the after­
noon some of the pickets In Albany 
left for Troy to reinforce what was 
left of tile demonstration there, 

In evaluations the demonstrations 
later, Evans said that lie consid­
ered It a real achievement to unite 
students throughout the area in a 
cooperative effort. He also felt that 
progress had been made in stimu­
lating debate on the Russell Sage 
and J.c.A. campuses, 

Impact Blunted 
"Unfortunately," lie stated, "our 

Impact was blunted by a number of 
more or less peripheral Issues, sucli 
as the firing of Robert Arey, which 
kept creeping into the public dis­
cussions of our position," 

The Knickerbocker News told Its 
readers on Friday that die pickets 
were protesting the dismissal of 
Bunch and "three other professors" 
Including Peter Larrlck who left 
J.C.A. a year ago and Is currently 
leaching at Albany state,

First Meeting Of Judicial Board 
Considers Original Juristiction 

The Colonial Quad Judicial Board 
in Its first meeting, Saturday, Feb. 
18, considered questions of Juris­
dictional rulings in the cases which 
will come before it for action. 

Cases originating in the Quad 
Judicial Board, rather than in Hall 
Court (original Jurisdiction) were 
generally described. Reports in­
volving damage done to Colonial 
Quad property are to be handled 
directly by the Judicial Board, 

Anything that occurs involving 
two people from different dorms on 
the Colonial Quad, occurring on the 
Quad will go directly to the Judicial 
Board. 

Cases concerning residents of the 
Colonial Quad and another Quad, or 
Infractions on property other than 
the Colonial Quad will be handled by 
Living Area Affairs, unless referred 
to the Quad Judicial Board, 

Appeals may be made by any resi­
dent of any hall. They are to be 
written within two weeks after the 
original decision is given, They are 
to Include the reason for appeal. 

The Colonial Quad Judicial Board 
may refuse to accept any case if 
it feels the decision of the lower 
court (hall court) Is valid. If this 
happens the appeal may not go to 
a higher court, 

The Judiciary al so holds the power 
of Judicial review and may declare 
a decision unconstitutional, It can* 

not, however, exercise Its powers 
of Judicial review until a concrete 
case Is brought before it. 

Madej Clarifies 
Cornell Walk-Out 

Henry Madej, one of the Univer­
sity's representatives to the Cor­
nell Conference held last weekend 
at Cornell University, commented 
Sunday that at no time did the Uni­
versity delegates walk out of the 
conference, although news reports 
Indicated the opposite, 

The mix up occurred after Uni­
versity representatives Madej and 
Mlshkln decided to leave the meet­
ing for a brief time because the 
meeting, which was Just recon­
vening after a thirty minutes caucas 
recess, had degenerated into chaos. 

At MIR same time that they chose 
to leave another group walked out 
on the conference, and In the subse­
quent confusion newsmen thought 
that our representatives were also 
walking out of the conference, 

Madej also stated that, in a con­
ference with two other University 
delegates who had left the confer­
ence the day before, it was agreed 
upon that he and Mlshkln would stay 
until the end of the conference, 
regardless of whether they were in 
complete accordance with the pro-
nimrtln«r«.

Over The Counter Intelligence 

Criticism Unwarranted 
Last week we printed an editorial 

questioning, whether or. not academic 
freedom was denied to several instruc­
tors, including George Bunch, who were 
fired from the Junior College of Albany, 
a division of Russell Sage College. 

Included in that editorial was an appeal 
to Irene Wood, the Russell Sage chapter 
president of the AmericanAssociationof 
University Professors, asking her to 
"change her mind and decide to bring up 
this matter at her next meeting." 

Thursday we received a phone call 
from Wood, notifying us that she had 
scheduled a meeting for Tuesday. While 
on the phone she took the opportunity to 
question our standards, responsibility, 
intelligence, maturity, and ability to 
mind our own business. 

She also took the opportunity to call 
Bunch an unqualified "liar," and to insist 
that every one of our facts without ex­
ception was "untrue." In addition, she 
stated that she was holding the AAUP 
meeting simply to satisfy Bunch's for­
mal complaint although she considered 
the whole affair as a "joke." Everyone 
on the Sage AAUP considered the affair 
perfectly beyond reprehension: they had 
prejudged the situation. 

We asked Wood a few questions to 
check her knowledge of the issue. She 
was unaware that faculty at the Junior 
College have written agreement as to 
their employment for the academic year. 
She also had no knowledge of President 

!
Roman's statement that he had a writ-
en communicative from the Department 

of Education. Her main complaint with the 

ASP, repeated at least 8 times, was that 
anything that Froman or Sage does is 
none of our "blankety-blank business." 
Not only did she deny that a student 
from any school or a faculty member at 
another Univef sity has the right to be 
concerned over the possible infringe­
ment of the academic freedom of other 
faculty, but she defended Froman's right 
to fire someone if he doesn't like "the 
way he combs his hair." 

Wood stated further that the firing of 
a faculty member for having his hair 
out of place or for trying to assert his 
right to academic freedom was "legally, 
morally, and ethically cprrect."

Simply with an advertisement In 
the current issue promising a,con­
troversial lead article next month, 
Ramparts Magazine has exploded a 
bomb that has had Its effects felt 
from coast to coast. 

I am speaking, of course, of the 
revelation that the Central Intel­
ligence Agency (CIA) gave amounts 
approximating $200,000 a year since 
1952 to the National Student Asso­
ciation (NSA). 

Assuming Ramparts facts are 
correct and that some students have 
been used to gather information 
about student leaders In other coun­
tries, these students have performed 
a patriotic act In allowing our gov­
ernment to keep pace with current 
developments In the "cold war," 
and thus perhaps helping our gov­
ernment to formulate Its policy. 

Based on current Information, 
however, the rationale behind the 
CIA giving money to the NSA was 
to provide representation at inter­
national student conferences. It is 
well-known that these conferences 
are dominated by students from 
Communist countries, who openly 
finance these student trips. 

The CIA felt that by providing 
American representation at these 
conferences would allow our point 
of view to be represented, a situa­
tion that does not always occur. I 
feel that this fight fire with fire 
principle is to be commended. 

It is interesting that it has only 
been ten years or so since the 
McCarthy era of fanatical opposition 
against anything anti-American, I.e. 
Communism. Now we can see 
another instance of the readiness 

of certain groups today to criticize 
anything American. 

There was absolutely nothing 
wrong In the CIA's motives. The only 
complaint might be that the money 
should have been given "over the 
counter." 

I, for one, will be anxiously await­
ing a full view of how Ramparts 
will be overworking this issue. This 
magazine has degenerated from an 
unread repudable Catholic monthly 
to a widely read sensationalist mid­
dle class version of the National 
Enqulrerer. It seems like too ob- , 
vious a case of straw clutching in 
search of sensationalism to take to 
beating a dead horse.

At Forum 'Vietnam Report9 Lecture 

Congressman Jonathan B, Bing­
ham (Dem,-Bronx), who recently 
returned from an inspection tour of 
Vietnam, will deliver a lecture en­
titled "Vietnam Report," at a For­
um of Politics lecture, Monday, at 
8:15 p.m., In the Campus Center 
Ballroom. 

Co-sponsored by the World Af­
fairs Council, a local Albany group, 
this lecture Is the first in Forum's 
spring series on American foreign 
policy, Bingham will lie Introduced 
by Daniel E. Button, Albany's r e ­
cently elected Representative from 
the 29th Congressional District, 

Yale Phi Beta Kappa 
Bingham, fifty-three years old, 

was graduated from Vale College 
(Phi Beta Kappa) and Yale Law 
School. When the United Stales en­
tered World War II, he left private 
law practice and enlisted as a pri­
vate; ho subsequently rose to the 
rank of captain In the military in­
telligence service. 

After the war, Bingham served 
as a special assistant in the De­
partment of State. From 1951-53 
ho was Deputy Administrator of the 
Technical Cooperation Administra­

tion (Point 4). He then served. In 
.several high positions in New York 
State government, Including a four-
year stint as Secretary lo the Gov­
ernor of New York. 

Defeated Boss Buckley 
He was appointed U. S. Represen­

tative on the U. N. Trusteeship 
Council in 19C2. In 1962, Bingham 
was elected president o ' the Trus­
teeship Council. From 1963-4,"he 
served as U. S. Ambassador on the 
U. N. Economic and Social Council. 

He was elected to Congress iij 
1964, after having won (he Demo­
cratic Humiliation In a hotly-coif-
tested' primary battle with Bronx 
parly lioss Charles A. Buckley, Last 
November, he was re-elected to the 
House of Representatives, 

Congressman Bingham Is the 
author of "Shirt-Sleeve Diplomacy: 
Point 4 In Action" and several a r ­
ticles in the "New York Times Mag­
azine." He has traveled extensively 
in Latin America, Europe, Soviet 
Union and Asia. He is the son of 
the late U.S.Senator Hiram Bingham 
of Connecticut, who was the d i s ­
coverer of the famed Inca City In 
Peru, Uaccu Picchu.'
