teens she even gave up her Sinday
evenings to work with the boys in
the lodging houses.  During  her
summmer vacalions, she spent her
time with “her chilidren” as she
liked to eall all her pupils at the
Fresh Air Dranches, Thirly years
or more ago Miss Strathem started
what was probably the first Work-
ing Girls' Vaeation Home, through
furnishing and equipping o farm-
