Nick Apgar was for many years
a conspicuous Albany artist. He
worked for the Health Department
here in Albany and for a time held
the office of president of the Al-
bany Artists Group. He has since
settled in Syracuse where he is an
{NMustrator for the State University
Medical School.

All of the oils on display at the
Gallery are recent efforts on the

artist’s part, and show to good ad-
vantage the unique style of Apgar.

school of painting, and yet we find
exhibited in many of his oils a
type of emotional vigor that is not
too characteristic of this school, as
a4 group.

A wonderful example of this Cub-
ist expressionist technique of paint-
ing is found in Apgar's painting
culled, Women, Despite the artist's
obvious desire to soften and dull his
oils, the linear qualities of this
painting, coupled with its echoes of
circles and ovals carry a definite
sensual  impression to the viewer,
Further analysis of the figure itself
will reveal a careful introduction of
emphasis and rhythm that binds
forcefully what might at first seem
vague or uninteresting.

Women's counterpart, Man, s
very anatomical in execution and is
less supggestive of the Cubist me-

, dlum, This painting brings to mind

that Apgar is at present a med-

i ieal illustrator. On the other hand,

the range of colurs and the inten-
sity with which Apgar uses these
is much more apparent in Man,

Still another painting of merit is
Man With Chicken. This painting
has massive areas of red and or-
unpe for its negative space, which
carries to a large degree, the dyna-
mile feeling that the viewer gels in
Inoking at this oil. The artist has
wlso aecentuated the forearms of
the human figure to carry still fur-
ther hus theme,

In elosing, let me say that it will
b well worth your effort to take in
the show. Don't remp through the
Giallery when yvou are on your way
Lo class; better 50l choose a time
when vorr have an hour to spare.
Then come up and study the oils,
keepitg inomind that these paint-
Wips represent o degree ol poignancy
