he caps, gowns, and hoods worn at college and university functions date back to 

the Middle Ages. Monks and students of those days wore them to keep warm 

in the damp and drafty 12th-century castles and halls of learning. The gowns for the 

bachelor’s degree, earned after undergraduate study, have long, pointed sleeves and are 

designed to be worn closed. 

The holder of the master’s degree wears a gown with an oblong sleeve open at the 

wrist. ‘The sleeve base hangs down, and the rear part of its oblong shape is worn square 

cut. The gown may be worn open or closed. An alternate and older master’s gown is 

also permissible. The gown is always worn open, has a long sleeve, which is square and 

closed at the end, and has a slit near the forearm. 

Gowns for the doctoral degree may also be worn open or closed, but they carry broad 

velvet panels down the front and three velvet bars on the full, round, open sleeves. ‘The 

velvet trimming may be either in black or the color distinctive to the field of learning 

to which the degree pertains. 

Academic gowns for each level are black, although a few institutions permit doctoral 

recipients to wear gowns of the characteristic institutional color. 

Academic protocol allows trustees, presidents, and marshals of higher education institu- 

tions to wear gowns which are especially designed and colored. The president of the 

University at Albany wears a black and royal purple gown bearing four horizontal royal 

purple and gold bars on the sleeves. The marshals’ gowns at UAlbany are gold and blue. 

Caps may be of serge, broadcloth, or, for the doctoral outfit only, of velvet. The tassel 

is black or the color appropriate to subject, except the doctoral cap may have a tassel of 

gold or bullion. 

It is the hood that gives color and real meaning to the academic costume. The bache- 

lor’s hood is sometimes worn upon completion of the course, even though the degree 

has not yet actually been conferred. A black shell of varying size for the three degrees, 

and of material to match the gowns, is lined with silk in the colors of the institution 

conferring the degree. UAlbany’s institutional colors are royal purple and gold. 

The hoods of the master’s degree recipients are a black shell made of material to match 

the gown and use the institutional colors. The doctoral hood, which uses the same 

institutional colors, is larger and of a different style, having a flat panel at the back. 

The hood is bordered with velvet of the proper width to indicate the degree and of the 

color signifying the field of learning to which the degree pertains.

If more than one degree is held, the gown and hood of the highest degree are worn. 

Holders of several doctoral degrees may make a choice of hood for any particular 

occasion. The colors indicative of the various fields of learning are as follows: 

Arts, Letters, Humanities: w/ite 

Accountancy, Business, Commerce: dusk 

Economics: copper 

Education: powder blue 

Fine Arts: brown 

Journalism: crimson 

Library Science: /evmon yellow 

Music: pink 

Philosophy: 7oya/ blue 

Public Administration, including Foreign Service: tea/ blue 

Science: golden yellow 

Social Science and Social Work: citron 

Graduating students at UAlbany wear tassels of the color representing their field of 

study. Honors graduates of the baccalaureate program also wear honor medallions. 

Candidates for degrees are listed as of November 15, 2006. No changes in status 

could be made after this date. Honors for December degree candidates were 

computed using the cumulative grade point average as of November 15, 2006, and 

a projection that the student will have earned 56 or more credits at UAlbany, of 

which a minimum of 40 credits are A-E graded. Official honor status will be 

recalculated when fall 2006 grades are recorded and will appear on the diploma.

NOMINATION OF RICHARD C. WESLEY, B.A. ’71 

HONORARY DEGREE OF DOCTOR OF LAWS 

Richard C. Wesley, B.A. ’71 is Circuit Judge of the United States Court of Appeals for 

the Second Circuit. Judge Wesley has a 30-year judicial record that exhibits a broad 

grasp of legal principles and case law, an appreciation for the limited role assigned to 

the judiciary in a constitutional democracy, unquestioned administrative skills, and an 

impeccable work ethic. 

Judge Wesley’s career has been notable for exceptional achievement and leadership. In 

1979, four years after being admitted to the New York State Bar, he was appointed assistant 

counsel and chief legislative aide to Assembly Minority Leader James L. Emery of Geneseo 

and for the next four years managed Assemblyman Emery’ legislative programs, constituent 
services and district office. In 1982, Mr. Wesley himself was elected to the New York State 

Assembly for the 136th Assembly District, and then re-elected in 1984 without opposition. 

In 1986, he was elected to a 14-year term as a justice of the New York State Supreme 

Court in the Seventh Judicial District and in January of 199] was also appointed 

Supervising Judge of the Criminal Courts for that district, overseeing the operation of 

280 criminal courts in an eight-county area. 
In 1994, Governor Cuomo appointed Judge Wesley to the Appellate Division, Fourth 

Department. On December 3, 1996, Governor Pataki made Judge Wesley his adminis- 

tration’s first nomination to the State Court of Appeals and, on January 14, 1997, Judge 
Wesley was confirmed for that post by a unanimous vote in the New York State Senate. 

Throughout this time, Judge Wesley earned a reputation not only for fairness and a 
comprehensive understanding of legal principles, but for initiating important administra- 

tive change. In 1988, he set up a trial part system for the Supreme Court in Monroe 
County that substantially reduced its case backlog. In 1993, he instituted a Felony 
Screening Program in the Seventh Judicial District that reduced delays in processing felony 
cases; it later served as a model for other criminal case processing programs statewide. 

Judge Wesley’s extraordinary talents were recognized on a bipartisan level after his 
nomination by President Bush to the 2nd Circuit Court of Appeals in March of 2003. 
His nomination was enthusiastically supported by Republicans and Democrats at both 
the state and federal levels. 

Judge Wesley received the Distinguished Service Alumnus Award from the State 
University in 1997 and the Distinguished Alumni Award from the University at Albany 
Alumni Association in 1979. His involvement with New York’ legal community has been 
multifarious and profound, including a past presidency of the Seventh Judicial District 
Supreme Court Judges’ Association and a membership in the State Association of Supreme 
Court Justices. He has also been enormously active in community and charitable affairs. 

Given Judge Wesley’s exemplary accomplishments as a leading jurist for the state 
and nation, the University at Albany is honored to present him the honorary degree 

Doctor of Laws, State University of New York.
