Article IV.—Time of Induction. 

1. The 4 % (four per cent) mentioned 
in Article I I I , section I, shall be inducted 
by fratres in facilitate at the first regular 
meeting of the student association in Sep­
tember. 

2. The second group, mentioned in 
Article H I , section 2, shall be Inducted 
by the undergraduate members at the first 
regular meeting of the student association 
in .March. 

Article V.—Officers. 
1. The officers of this organization shall 

be a president and a secretary-treasurer. 
2. The president shall be the student 

of the first group who has obtained the 
highest scholastic average. 

.1. The secretary-treasurer shall be 
chosen by a majority vote of the under­
graduate members of the organization in 
September. 

Article VI.—Functions. 
1. ThIS organization shall hold a ban-

qut on Alumni night. 
Article VII .—Frat res in Facultate. 

1. President A. K, Itrubacber and Dean 
VV. H. Mctzler shall be members of this 
organization. 

2. There shall be additional fratres in 
facilitate chosen in the manner provided 
in the by-laws. 

Article VIII .—Finances . 
1. The finances of this society shall be 

assessed and paid by the members of this 
society. 

Article IX. — Insigne. 
1. The insignia of this organization shall 

be a shield. 
Article X.—Amendments. 

1. This constitution may be amended 
by a two-thirds vote of this organization 
after the March induction. 

2. A majority of the fratres in facul­
tate must ratify the amendment before it 
goes into effect. 

Article XI.—First Induction. 
I. In 1930, for the first induction, the 

entire undergraduate membership shall be 
inducted on Senior Class Day. Scholarship 
shall be based upon the sophomore, junior, 
and first semester of senior years ; fresh­
men year if it is to the candidate 's ad­
vantage.
