Weak Teams Improve

Sayles Hall and Thomas
More, too, have shown progress, and
it will not be surprising if vhey win
more games this semester.

It appears, on the whole, that in
the second round, the strength of
the league will be more evenly di-
vided. Potter, however, still looms as
the team to beat. The EEP-College
House contest next week will have

Council, about the advisability of
eliminating public demonstration by
the fraternities Iin carrying out their
customary “Hell Week"”, Following
agreement to this by fraternity
presidents, Miss Sara Tod DeLaney,
Dean of Women, requested Jean
Sears, President of Intersorority
Council, to ask sorority presidents to
adopt similar measures regarding
their informal initiations.

Rumors Circulated

Rumors to the effect that the ad-
ministration had definitely banned
“Hell Week” were circulated around
the college. A strong feeling of dis-
sension on the part of pledges and
sorority and {raternity members
alike immediately resulted. The dis-
senters believed that the elimination
of the customary procedure would
remove an important part of college
life at a time when any extra-cur-
ricular diversion is more than wel-
come,

Nelson feels that it is the duty of
State students to be especially care-
ful of criticism such as has come
from past fraternity and sorority ini-
tiations since the college is contin-
ually recommending men to the ser-
vice. It is a time when the nation
and community are serious-minded.
In view of this fact, sorority and fra-
ternity presidents have agreed to
comply with the request of the ad-
ministration.

Students On Honor

Therefore students have been
thrown upon their honor in regard
to this matter. The administration
has stated that no official edict has
been issued abrogating “Hell Week",
It is entirely up to fraternity and so-
rority members. Presidents of the
various Greek groups have how-
ever largely consented to eliminate
the public phase of their informal
initiations in view of the present
national situation and the import-
ant position State College plays in
the eyes of the community,

A Teleological Approach

Is it not a dilemma that nationalism must be created and
destroyed in almost the same breath? Is it not a dilemma
that the one hundred and thirty million Americans who now
are so ardently and righteously “Remembering Pearl Har-
bor” must forget Pearl Harbor when that remembrance
has served its purpose? It is a dilemma — the dilemma
that we must recognize as the dilemma of democracy.

As the history of civilization unfolded, it did so with an
omni-present drive toward political and economic unification.
Many things have slowed this unification by pushing the
world off the natural path. A brief survey would reveal
families merging into clans, tribes, and city states. The
Romans eventually monopolized and pushed unification, in
the form of world empire, so hard that they drove man up
a blind canyon which ended in the dark cave of medievalism.
In that cave, man did as best he could; but the best was
none too good; for all that he could concoct was the political
mess that we know as feudalism. A few slivers of light from
the camp of renaissance gleamed at the mouth of the cave.
Finally, attracted to it and pushed on by it, man groped his
way back to the natural path where he could see again.
Alexander the Great and Napoleon also found blind canyons
to experiment with, but fortunately these canyons had been
blocked before the place where they drew a roof over their
heads; civilization got back on its natural path more quickly
than before.

This natural path led to the degree of political unity called
the modern state. Thus we are brought into the picture,
for we exist in a modern state. The development of the
world into modern states is a relatively young movement,
since Italy and Germany completed the job within the mem-
ory of those who still live. Each state, as it developed, was
swept by a wave of national selfishness and each was af-
flicted with a superiority complex; such was the only
possible means of fostering national unity.

Meanwhile, new forces crept into the world scene. Science
was developing means of transportation and communication
that can have only a negative effect upon nationalism. Edu-
cation was making the individual more and more conscious
of the world in which he lived. Medicine, law, education,
and labor made tremendous strides in international coop-
eration—the world was climbing the natural path. Two
widespread wars, the second of which now engulfs us, fos-
tered by nationalism, are now again blocking the path,
A blind canyon is again at hand and we are fighting the
forces of premature unification with our backs to that
canyon. We must win to regain the natural path and we
must use the nationalistic tools at hand. Nationalism breeds
war, but it also wins war., We can breed no war with our
nationalism; so, let us develop it. When the war is gone we
‘must destroy our nationalism and that of all nations forever.

Thank God for the American heritage, the intrinsie
adaptability of the American people, and the unlimited
American powers both of destruction and creation. Thank
God: for that American heritage must stir one hundred
and thirty millions to the depths of their souls. American
adaptability must slide America from war to peace and
from the nationalistic horn of the dilemma to the inter-
nationalistic, The American powers of destruction must win
the war and destroy the hate it fosters. The American
powers of creation must then pave the natural path to uni-
fication with the four great freedoms, This is the demo-
cratic dilemma—this is the democratic task,

The Huested Horror

A door has been defined as an entrance or a moveable
barrier, sliding or swinging on hirges, which may be opened
and closed to allow or prevent entrance or exit to a building
or room,

The Huested “Guillotine” door constitutes an effective
barrier in such a period of national emergency. A few

Educational Proposals

The following resolutions were adopted regarding a
tentative educational policy for New York State at a
meeting of the Association of Colleges and Universities
of the State ol New York held in Albany, January
21, 1942:

1. That for the duration of the war the colleges
and universities of New York Stale shall continue
to require for graduation not less than 120 semester
hours.

2. That students who enter the military service
during any semester or term may at the discretion of
the institutional officials be given eredit for not more
than 10 semester hours for such military service,

3. That the State Association of Colleges and Uni-
versities seek through the Commissioner of Education
an amendment to the State Scholarship Law to the
end that a scholarship holder who completes his
college course in three years shall receive the same
scholarship aid that he would have recelved had he
remalned four years,

146 Obtain Employment;
Represent Increase of 23%

Evidence of the increase in the
number of teachers being placed by
the State College Employment Bu-
reau Is shown in a comparison of
statistics, These statisties revealed
by Miss Irene Semanek, Assistant
Director of the Employment Bureau,
show the number of teachers placed
in the last fiseal year and in this

As can be seen from the figures
the greatest increase was made in
the month of January. Last year 57
were placed during the month of
January, while this year in the
same month 71 were placed, an in-
crease of 14.

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Sayles Explains New Plan  Activities Council Regents Offer Plan to “45
To Shorten College Course

To House Frats in Do;m

Draft, Increased Costs
Will Place Societies

In Precarious Positions

Dr. John M, Sayles, President of
the College, met with the members
of Interfraternity Council late last
Friday afternoon and attempted to
clarify for them the effect of the
war on the fraternity housing situa-
tion. He suggested that the fra-
ternities move into Sayles Hall and
offered to store their furniture un-
til they are strong enough to rea-
semble their houses.

Since leases will be presented for
renewal shortly, Dr. Sayles believed
it advisable to inform the fraterni-
ties of what they will be up against
in the next few years. He pointed
out the rise in prices, the uncertainty
of the draft situation, the decrease
in the enrollment of men. The last
two of these conditions make it
practically impossible to predict the
number of men who will return to
college next fall.

Fraternities Hard Hit

All four fraternities will be hard
hit. Kappa Delta Rho owns its house
and has a sizable mortgage which
must be paid. Dr. Sayles suggested
that they rent their house for the
duration of the war. Because of the
shortage of adequate housing in Al-
bany this would not be difficult to
do. Potter Club and Sigma Lambda
sigma must find smaller houses or
disband. Kappa Beta has no alterna-
tive except to break up.

Dr. Sayles stated that the admin-
istration has no desire to abolish
fraternities, since it helieves that
they fill a social need on the cam-
pus. To preserve the integrity of
the organizations, Dr. Sayles pro-
posed that each fraternity rent a
section of the new men's dormitory
and store their furniture in the un-
finished bowling room of the build-
ing.

Club Room For Each

Each f{raternity would have the
exclusive use of one of the club
rooms and cach group would be
given a spare room where commut-
ers and alumni could remain over
night sometimes. Dates for exclusive
dances could be arranged by mutual
agreement. For every five men who
moved into the dormitory a job cov-
ering board could be provided for
one man,

The cost of living in the dormitory
is now $162.00 a semester, Dr, Sayles
stated that he envisaged no change
in this price in spile of rising costs,
since the food is purchased in large
volumes. Payments of room and
board can be made in monthly in-
stallments.

All aspects of Dr. Sayles' proposals
are now under discusslon by all fra-
ternities. Action by each one will
be taken soon.

Governor Urges

Unified Defense

Governor Herbert H, Lehman, in
his speech to last Friday's assembly,
explained the state defense program.

The governor warned that the
enemy was & ‘‘potent striking force"
which offered a real threat to the
American way of life, and advocat-
ed that the State be unified under
a single command over all defense
activities, which should be in oper-
ation twenty-four hours a day, sev-
en days a week, This unified com-
mand would create an orderly,
and efficient machinery to meet the
demands of increasing war produc-
tion for ourselves and our allies.

Declaring that 70% of the war
production of the state was being
done by 60 concerns, the Governor
stressed the importance of sub-con-
tracting production to the smaller
concerns thereby stabllizing and in-
creasing the total output.

Although the governor advocated
sweeping legislation to facilitate ad-
ministration, he stated that it
should be proved that such changes
are necessary only for the period of
emergency. “Do not use this situa-
tion as an excuse to scrap perman-
ent legislation of a social character,”
the Governor warned.

He advised every able-bodied citi-
zen to take an active part in an all-
out war effort. “Everyone can,” said
the Governor, “if we recognize that
we are a cog in a machine stream-
lined for victory.”

State Hears Dr. Eldred
In Today's Assembly

Dr. Arvie Eldred, Execulive Sec-
retary of the New York State
Teachers' Association, spoke to this
morning’s assembly concerning the
past, present, and future contribu-
tions of this organization.

The association, which enjoys ex-
tensive membership throughout the
state, is dedicated to keeping its
members informed about recent im-
portant developments in educatlon.
Dr, Eldred has been executive secre-
tary for the association for twelve
yvears, He is also editor of the
monthly magazine New York Stale
Education, which contains articles
concerning all educational phases
and issues the Public Educalion
Bulletin  whose purpose it is to
investigate and analize recent re-
search,

The Aprll lssue of
the New York State Kdueation mag-
azine will be dedieated to illustrate
how teachers learn to train a
younger generation of future clii-
zens. Acting as models for the pho-
tographs are a group of Slale Col-
lege students who were chosen by
the art editor as typifying the mod-
ern colleglan, Normal schools and
teachers' colleges throughout the
state have submitted thelr pletures
to Dr, DoBell who will assemble
them to complete the survey of col-
lege activities,

Every aspect of teacher iraining
has been considered—the intellec-

tual, showing clanssroom secenes, con-
ferences with supervisors, and prac-
tice teaching: the healthful, illus-
trating the hygienle facilities and
precautions of the modern teacher
training Institution; the creative
and aesthetie, dealing with musie,
dramaties, and art; and lastly, the
recreational, concerning sports, bull
sessions, and night life,

Although photography has been a
hobhy of Dr. DoBell's for only three
years, his exhibits, which are fre-
quently sponsored by the art de-
partment, llustrate an unusual tal-
ent, ranking him far above the
average amateur, In the game room
of his Delmar home he likes noth-
ing better than to spend his eve-
nings mixing chemieals, and remov-
ing negatives from the "soup.” He
believes that it is necessary for the
amateur photographer who has a

conscientious desire to improve his
work to do his own printing and
enlarging. “He knows the efTect he
wishes,” Dr. DoBell explains, “and
can obtain it better than any cam-
era shop."

Posing the models himself, he
placed floodlights in varlous posi-
tions to obtain specinl highlights
that accentuate the features and
“round the face.” Dr. DoBell strove
for a pleture story in which expres-
slon, position, background, and
lighting were unified before he
snapped the shutter, “I never trust
to luck,” said Dr, DoBell, "It never
works."

Students May Omit
Year by Attendance

At Summer Sessions

In 1917 the Board of Regents de-
cided to institute a summer ses-
sion in the State College curriculum
to shorten the time required to com-
plete scheduled courses. Twenty=
five years later, in 1942, the United
States is again embroiled in war,
but now the decislon has been left
to the class of 1945,

Last Monday during the newly
formed Orientation class, Dr. Milton
G. Nelson, Dean of the College,
presented the plan suggested by the
New York State Board of Regents
—a plan in which the present fresh-
men and succeeding classes will be
able to complete the four year
course required for the Bachelor of
Arts degree in three years, By at-
tending a third semester during
July and August for three consecu-
tive summers, the student will thus
eliminate his junior year,

Graduate Work Required

It must be remembered that al-
though the customary time require-
ment for the Bachelor of Arts de-
gree would be reduced, the five-year
or graduate work plan would still
be in effect, The student must com-
plete his graduate work in addition
to the proposed method, thus in ef-
fect shortening the five-year plan to
four years,

Because the sophomore and pre-
ceding classes have already lost one
or more summer intervals, no plan
can be evolved to graduate them
earlier,

Credit Hours Explained

One hundred and twenty-four
credit hours must he earned to re-
celve the A.B. degree. During the
normal college term, from Septem-
ber to June, thirty-two credit hours
may be compiled by the student. Ac-
cording to the proposed plan, ten
credit hours may be obtained in
each of the three summers following
the freshman, sophomore and sen-
for years. In all, ninety-six credit
hours are earned during the three
regular years, and thirty additional
credit hours in the three summer
sessions, Thus 126 credit hours may
