RESOLYVED, That the Senate adopt the following:

1. Each departmental program must be approved by the School or
College that is to award the degree. The Department will send
its program to the appropriate body in the School or College for
approval. ,

2. All proposed departmental programs must describe the program
in detail, describe the procedures used and consultations made
in its formulation, and present a philosophical justification of
the program.

3. Programs leading to the Bachelor of Arts degree require a
minimm of 120 semester hours of which 75% must be in the liberal
arts and sciences. Programs leading to the Bachelor of Science
degree require a minimum of 120 semester hours of which 50% must
be in the liberal arts and sciences. The distribution shall be
determined by the Department proposing the program.

4. The Second Field sequence need not be required.

5. Sufficient flexibility must be prowided to permit a student
to change from the departmental program to the regular program
or vice versa with minimal loss of time, at least during the
student's first year. '

6. The proposed program must include the Department's plans
for student advisement.

7. A departmental program may be implemented only after the
Undergraduate Academic Council has certified that the program
conforms to the above requirements and procedures.
