It Takes T w o — 
Where human beings are concerned, it is 

not always possible to rise to a situation. The 
present situation at State, a college in war­
time, is certainly a condition not too unlike 
that of every other existing phase of life 
today. 

However, there are at least two dominant 
sides to life here—curricular and social. The 
social angle can easily be dismissed by citing 
War Activities Council and the "Big Ten," 
both created to meet the war-time and social 
needs of the day, and both successful. 

But there still remains that other vastly 
Important phase of college which cannot be 
dismissed so readily. The phase that mon­
opolizes most of one's time—the curriculum. 
The subjects which the various profs head. 
Classes in which these professors cannot help 
but observe the absences of students and 
lack of interest prevailing. 

This apathy is no longer a story of the age-
old maxim of mind-over-matter business. The 
solution delves much further—it goes into 
the archives of cooperation and understand­
ing. In everyday slang—it takes two to 
make a bargain; the students and the in­
structors. 

Ed 10 teaches that motivation is an essen­
tial of teaching, that the teacher must be an 
inspiration to the student. There are profs 
at State who, it would seem, forget this in 
taking attendance. 

Sometimes a teacher has to go a little be­
yond the usual bounds to stimulate a group of 
students, according to psychology. Shouldn't 
this theory hold true in college as well as in 
high school? 

Or is it only students who should rise to a 
situation?

F r o m all appearances , it would 
seem so. Las t Fall , Campus Com­
mission published a list of rules, 
a m o n g which was one concerning 
the s tuden t m a i l b o x e s . I t was 
someth ing to the effect t ha t all 
notes placed in the s tudent mail 
should be 3 x 5 and dated. 

A member of Campus Commis­
sion was appointed to see tha t the 
rules were heeded, keeping the mail­
boxes clear of the little wads of 
paper th rus t In and called notes, and 
those with a date of two weeks 
s tanding.
