Dear Mrs. Seqner, 

In response to your letter of March 10, to which I only now find 
time to reply, I am glad to tell you the following answers to your 
questions which might be still of some value for your dissertation: 

It is true that with the help of a number of friends and colleagues 
I have instituted educational counseling service in Serlin when I was a 
member of the Senate and of the District 4 immediately after the flight 
of the Emperor and the establishment.of the German Republic, 1918. You 
have been correctly informed by my friend, Senator Kay, that this type 
of educational counseling has been established lone before the Hiticr 
period and as much as I know had been neglected or even completely 
abolished during the following Nazi period. Senator Kay is very well 
informed about these questions and can give you easier information than 
I, so far away in California. 

It is true that I have been personally acquainted with Sigmund Freud 
and had met him in Austria several times. He had, however, no time to 
come at that time to Germany when I invited him to give the seminar for 
our social workers, which I regretted. However, one of his close friends 
and collaboraters came in his stead, and has later come to the U.S. 
However, he died a few years ago in Los Angeles. 

I regret that I no longer am in possession of protocols of the de- 
velopment of psychoanalysis which unfortunately were destroyed in an 
tnundation in Chicago years ago before I accepted an invitation to teach 
in California. I agree with you that it would be nice to have these 
protocols, but that is no longer possible. 

As to my personal data you request: I was born September 20, 1891, 
in Berlin. I have studied both in Berlin and Munich, was invited for 
lectures in Heidelberg and in England several times. You want to know 
ny studies--they have been in law, economics, and sociology, mostly in 
Perlin, part in Munich, and the special seminars in England. I left 
Berlin early in 1933 after I learned that the Nazi criminals tried to 
esrest me, which by some accident did not succeed. I lived several years 
in Paris where I established a refugee aid association until I was invited 
~O come to the University of Chicago where I taught a number of years 
vefore coming to California. After the war I have been several times in 
Otn, Berlin, Munich, and Liverpool, but it is true that Senator Kay is 
well-acquainted with these facts.



I am surprised that you still remember that I have given lectures 
many years ago. to the work group New Education, and I send you with 
good wishes this required information.
