I have a case with the Presidentts sd— 
visory Committee regarding a distant relative of mine, 

Kiss Charlotte PEIEEL, 
who was a psychoanalvst in Paris end during the war kas 
interned in a concentraticn camp in the Pyrenees. che now 
is in Toulouse, France, and begging me to precure her the 
emergency visttor visa for U.S.A. She writes that she ex- 
pects renewed internnent Very soon, because she is Jewish 
and a refugee from Germany and she expects the werst for her 
health, because she had a very poor heaithn for many years an 
having recovered a few years ago she things that internment 
would bring bac¥ her Ola disease which may be fatal to her, 

Miss Feibel is not an outstanding politician or writer, but only a very good psychoanalyst. anyhow I feel that also ppolitically she is in great danger because she Was one of the very first persons amiong the social workers of the Clty of Berlin to be fired early in 1933, not only because she is Jewish, but also because sie, though not bei & communist, is a socinlist and as far as I remember, she. was enrolled as a member of the German Soclaldemocratic Party. Y therefore feel that if she would be interned, tns Germans — mignt try to get hold of her and JT think for these reasons the visitor visa should and could be Ersnted to her. 

This declsion should be still easier, as f have given ay affidavit for Ler ard in addition to it have put up an irrevocable letter of credit in her favor for the amount of $ 4000.- with the Irving frust Cotipany, New york Clty, under a treasury!s license.

1 take the opportunity to inform you that this 

fall I have takenahome {in Mew Rochelle, uncer the address given 

above, and if I did not advise you earlier it was because I know 

how busy you are in those humanitarian matters in whieh T had the 

honor to meet you some years ago in Paris and London, but it would 

be a great plcasure for Hrs. Stern and nie to see you and Hrs. 

Keponald again.
