Are Americans Fire Prone?
THE UNITED STATES is an international disaster
area as far as our normal fire record is concerned. While
ours is the most advanced industrial, technological and
scientific nation in the world, our fire record is the worst.
TO WIT:

® Annually, some 12,000 American die in fires.

® Annually, Americans suffer some $2 billion in prop-.

erty damage from fires.

® The rate of death from fires in the United States
is—twice .that of Canada, four times that of the
United Kingdom and 62 times that of Japan!

IF THE CHINESE philosophers were correct in their
contention that one picture is worth 10,000 words, then
I am more convinced than ever that one personal, on-the-
spot observation and experience is worth 10,000 pictures
and all of the bound volumes of statistics and fire re-
ports layed end-to-end.

BASED on the record, our people appear to be nat-
urally fire-prone, are the most careless in the world, and
totally untutored in fire-prevention or are saddled with
more than their share of fire-bugs—or perhaps a com-
bination of all the above.

I HAVE READ all of the reports and studied the sta-
tistics—but I also have seen the scenes of multiple fires
where our brothers are sustaining serious injuries in an
alarming escalation of fire scenes in the Bronx, Manhat-
tan and Brooklyn. I intend to repeat a good portion of
this tour in the next week or so and am inviting the
Borough Presidents of the Bronx, Manhattan and Brook-
lyn, as well as . presentatives of the Mayor’s office and
the press to come along for some edification and educa-
tion—because, ‘with all due respect to the busy lives of
these men, I know there is quite a difference between
reading reports behind a desk in an air-conditioned of-
fice and getting out in the field to see for yourself.

THIS IS ALL directly connected with a new phenom-
enon which has arisen in recent years to make the job
of the New York City firefighter tougher and more dan-
gerous—and imperil the public safety that much more
gravely.

THE FIREFIGHTER has been harassed, insulted, vo-
cally abused and physically assaulted and had his equip-
ment stolen increasingly in recent years while trying to
to do his job—save lives and property and put out fires,
particularly in ghetto areas.

APART FROM ALL of the other social, economic and
psychological reasons, the firefighter has been abused in-
creasingly by ghetto residents because he has been doing
his job in an abandoned building.

WHY?

WELL, THESE buildings have been abandoned by land-
lords in an era of acute housing shortage. Some ‘“squat-
ters” have recently sought to take over and rehabilitate
these buildings because they have no decent place in
which to live. In the main, however, most of these build-
ings—and our research shows there are more than 6,000
of them in the City, with more being added each year
because they are being abandoned quicker than the City
can raze them-—quickly become havens for narcotics ad-
dicts, derelicts, runaway Kkids, alcoholics and revolution-
ists and other extremists who turn them into bomb factories.

AND ALMOST as quickly as they are abandoned, they
are set on fire—repeatedly. When firefighters turn out
to put out the blaze, they are beset by angry questions
from nearby residents such as:

® If you won't tear it down, why don’'t you let it burn

down? ‘W

® Why didn’'t you fix it up in the first place, people

have nowhere to live?

THERE ARE abandoned buildings in New York where
more than a dozen fires have occurred In a two-month
period. With each fire, the walls crumble and even fire
escapes are unsafe. It has gotten to the point where the
most important tool at such fires is the firefighter's per-

Contract Talks
Hit Impasse In
Oneida County

Increased
hospital benefits are also being
sought.

The two parties labored for
nine months over a contract
last year. The pact was rati-
fled by the County Legislature
in March of 1970. Martello says
he expects another long and
hard bargalning session this
time around.

Meanwhile, in Islip, CSEA is being challenged by
AFSCME, which is looking for a foot-hold in Suffolk Coun-
ty. At the present time, they do not represent any public
employees in the County. “And they never will,” Robert
Villa, president of CSEA’s County chapter has vowed. “Even
where - they have won elections elsewhere, they do not
represent the employees. Employees are just another dues
deduction card in most cases.”

Agrees On A.A, Test

Editor, The Leader:

RE: Letter from Freida Bor-'

ofsky on A.A. test.

I agree with much that was
contained in this leter (from

Frieda Borofsky in Aug. 11

Leader). However, I do not agree
that candidates for A.A. posi-
tions should not be expected to
have a thorough knowledge of
Urban Affairs. By the time a
City employee reaches the stage
of being eligible to take an
Administrative Assistant test,
it should no longer be neces-
sary to test for competence in
spelling, grammar, civics, etc.
and the candidate should be
expected to have a broader base
of knowledge.

I certainly agree, however,
that the use of the Kerner Re-
port as source material was un-
conscionable. This is not a
standard reference work and
the opinions expressed by a
handful of men, untrained in
specific disciplines, should never
have been made the basis for
many of the questions asked
on the exam,

I agree with Miss Borofsky
100 percent re the unfairness
of the test given for the Sab-
bath observers. I never com-
plained, as I have besn most
fortunate in that I have al-
ways passed my Civil Service
tests (including the recent A.A.)
and been appointed. But as long
as she had the courage to bring
the subject up, for what it's
worth, I support her. I have
given this some thought and
believe that the only way to
make the tests fair for every-
one is for the Department of
Perscnnel to schedule them for
weekdays. I realize that this
may pose departmental hard-

ships, especilally when a very
populsr promotional test 1is
scheduled.

I also realize thav it wouid
upset the schooul schedule. But,
heek, lately ous children have
been out more than they have
been in school; Brooklyn Day,
Queens Day, Parent-Teacher
Day, a day for the teacher
to catch up on clerical work, a
day for teacher to atend a con-
ference, a day for teacher to
get her textbook records in ord-
er, etc. I realize that the prob-
lem is more complex than I'm
making it appear, but com-
plexity should not be a reason
for injustice,

Circumventing Civil Servants

THE PUBLIC relations of civil service is being seri-
ously downgraded by the excessive use of private consult-
ants to solve government’s problems.

LAST YEAR, the City of New York spent $75 million
for outside consultants, compared to $8 million in 1965.

CURRENTLY, the State of New York is spending $36.3
million a year for the same purpose. ;

THAT SHOULD tell all civil servants something. From
where we sit in the grandstand, the message is enough
to infuriate anyone—let alone a cool, even-tempered eivil
servant.»

THE EXTRAVAGANCE with the taxpayer's money for
outside consultants is telling us that:

® ELECTED and appointive officials who hire these
private consultants have no confidence in the expertise of
civil servants.

® THESE OFFICIALS have no foolproof method of
finding out whether or where the expertise they are sup-
posedly looking for can be found within civil service ranks.

¢ SOME OF THESE officlals look with disdain on civil
servants, whom they consider a yoke they must bear dur-
ing their term of office—or worse. ’

THE FACT IS that there is no “central bank” of in-
formation from which officials can draw upon the ecivil

service personnel possessing the expertise needed to solve
a specific set of problems.

I

THIS COLUMN believes that the first step toward

drastically reducing the use of consultants is for civil
service leaders to Insist:

¢ THAT ELECTED and appointive officials use the
basics of management and organization. One key basic
is knowing where, within an organization, specific experts
can be found to attack a special problem. This calls for
the - establishment of a computerized system by which
experts within the civil service corps can be found in
minutes.

® THAT THESE officlals change their personal atti-
tudes toward civil servants.

® THAT A HALT be called to hiring outside consult-
ants who make liberal use of retired civil servants, when
the civil servants were on the government payroll in the
first place.

TO THOSE CIVIL servants who feel the business of
retaining outsiders to do your job is no threat, please be
assurred that this lavish use of private consultants is
eroding your public relations at a very dangerous risk.

IF THOSE SLAPS in your professional face are hurt-
ing, now is the time to strike back with some construc-
tive alternates.

sonal flashlight, for he never knows what danger sits in
the smoky darkness.
AT THE UMPTEENTH fire in one such building in the
Bronx recently, 11 firefighters were injured; at another,

five were hurt . . . and so it goes, with young men being

retired from the job as cripples. .

WHAT’S the answer? I hope the public officials we’'ve
asked to visit these buildings with us will find it appro-
priate to put their minds, staffs and energies to the task
of finding answers.

I CAN'T HELP but wonder if the City might not use
some of the $400 million federal Model Cities Program
grant to rehabilitate some of these abandoned buildings
and provide sorely needed apartments—before there are
too many fires.

State Psychologists

Where Do We Stand?

IF SOME of the State’s most vocal public officials have
their way, the day may not be far off when subway turn-
stiles may be appropriate at the City’s courts.

BECAUSE of log-jammed judicial calendars and over-
crowded penal institutions, a ‘“solution” has been put forth
to free persons who already have committed crimes against
society.

THE RECORDS show that an alarming number of
crimes are committed by persons who were out on bail

when the second crime occurred, at a time when the -

crime rate is sky-rocketing nationally. There's no need
to belabor that point. Anyone interested can check with
the police departments or district attorneys’ offices in-
volved.

WHAT THE AVERAGE law-abiding citizen better wor-
ry about is the thought that arrest and release (on bail
or otherwise) are just steps toward quickly attained free-
dom, which may become a tempting invitation to still
additional criminal acts by the perpetrators.

AND FOR the Transit policemen, we know what that
will mean—for the City's underground is a haven and
refuge for criminals not only native to the City, but those
escaping detention from all over the country.

WHICH BRINGS me to a subject I hope some public
officials will stand up and talk about.

AS PRESIDENT of the Transit PBA, I've had the
opportunity of staying close to the problems and activi-
ties of other uniformed forces who do similarly hazardous
work in a dedicated attempt to service the citizens of this
City as well as the millions of visitors who come here daily.

OVER THE YEARS, I have seen a growing disrespect
for any person or thing which is branded a symbol of “the
establishment.” This disrespect has ranged from the burn-
ing of the American flag to the senseless gunning down of
policemen and firefighters.

THIS COUNTRY became great because of opportunity
and mutual respect, based on laws which were designed to
justly and equally apply to all. Where these laws were
inequitable, changes were made. The heart of our pro-
gress has been the ability and willingness to change. Along
the way, we have tired to provide for the disadvantaged
. . . and admittedly progress is sometimes slow.-

BUT PLAYING the game by the rules—the laws—is
still the fabric of strength of our society. “Rights” are not
the privilege of any one group—no matter how shrill or
demonstrative at any one moment—but of all Americans.

PLAIN, ORDINARY, law-abiding, hard-working Ameri-
cans have rights . . . as do policemen . . .and everyone else,

AS POLICEMEN upholding the law, therefore, it is
difficult for us to understand the values invoked when
major crimes are reduced by the courts to minor infrac-
tions and *“solutions” to crowded courts and penal in-
stitutions mean freeing those accused of crimes against
society. What quicker way to promote total disrespect for
the judicial system .. . and all of our laws?

PERHAPS IT is time to review and overhaul our whole
system of law, penology, the concept of detention, etc.,

. . but shouldn't even this be done in an orderly, sys-
tematic-way, by the rules?

CAN THERE be a double-standard in the law?

CAN WE TREAT the law-abiding citizen, who pays his
taxes and lives up to all of his other responsibiilties of
citizenship, more harshly than we do that person who
commits crimes or those committed to a life-time of crime
against society?

AFTER ALL, the reason parking tickets are issued
to a citizen who has over-stayed the limit or placed his
car on the wrong side of the street is to make him think
twice in the future and not repeat the offense.

IS THIS rule to apply only in minor infractions . . .
and be relaxed where burglary, assault and other serious
offenses are involved?

Accountant
Trainees

Currently accepting appli-
cations, according to the
State Civil Service Dept., is
a series of seven accounting
traineeships offering the initial
salary of $8,169. That sum, how-
ever, does not include the special
geographical differential of $200
avallable to employees in the
metropolitan New York City and
Rochester areas.

Traineeships are on tap for
the following permanent titles:
assistant accountant, assistant
auditor, labor accounts auditor,
payroll auditor, rent accountant,
Thruway auditor and unemploy-
ment insurance tax auditor.
Each specialty naturally supplies
training tailored to gaining
greater expertise. After a year of

As Bargainer
Employees In

For Highway
Poughkeepsie

(From Leader Correspondent)
POUGHKEEPSIE—EIlis W. Adams, president of the
Dutchess County unit, Civil Service Employees Assn., has
announced that he is applying to the State Public Employ-

ees Relations Board (PERB)
of Poughkeepsle Highway
Dept’s exclusive bargalning
agent without a vote.

“It 1s our feeling this may be
granted by PERB without a
vote, as our signed members are
18 out of 24 employees,” he ex-
plained.

Adams added, “We fall to see
why the Town Board falls to
recognize this and is pushing
for a secret ballot.”

The Board sald it wants an-

other vote since two persons
were refused ballots and the
unit passed by a one-vote plur-
ality in a June vote.

Adams sald the two persons—
employees in the Police Dept.—
were refused a vote in’the June
election because “they had not
indicated interest before the pe-
titlon was prepared by CSEA to
PERB and it was not legal for
them to be included.

‘“However, these two employ-
ees have been Included in the
highway unit at their request

for certlficapion as the Town

and when and if a vote Is con-
ducted by PERB for that group,
they will then, of course, be
allowed to vote,” he explained.

Ellls added: “In the' matter
of George Cacchlo, former act-
ing president of the Town Hall
unit of CSEA, he was employed
by the Town as a sewer plant
operator. His actlvities in CSEA
on behalf of his fellow em-
ployees were outstanding; he was
eminently qualified in his posi-
tlon with the Town and did
that job to the best of his
abilities. He has since chosen
to leave the employment of
the Town and seek more oppor-
tunities or to further his edu-
catlon. We feel that this 1Is
his cholce and to connect ‘fraud’
with his name is hypocrisy.”

Watertown Police Sgts.
To Be Promoted From
Detective Sgt. List

(From Leader Correspondent)
WATERTOWN-—This City’s troubled Clvil Service Com-
mission has reversed an earlier decision and City Manager
Ronald G. Forbes will now be able to use a detective-serg-
eant eligible list to appoint three new police sergeants.

The commission, headed by
Glen F. Palmer, voted 2-1 to
reclassify the post of detective
sergeant to seorgeant and use
the list for that job for new
patrol sergeants.

Sald Police Chief John L.
Touchette: “I'm very, very hap-
py with the decision.”

Forbes was non-commlittal but
indicated he planned to go
along with the police chief’s
recommendation that Patrolmen
Charles Lyttle, John A. Pat-
terson and John Cascanette be
promoted from the disputed
Uist.

Previously, the commission,
with two members since re-
tired, opposed the reclassifica-
tlon and use of the eligible list
for filling sergeant vacancles in
the Police Dept., despite the
fact that the police chief and
city manager had 1indicated
they favored dropping the post
of detective sergeant.

The sergeant shortage was
created by the promotion of
three of the original seven to
deputy chief. There were seven
sergeants but the City Councll
voted to Increase the total to
nine on the new fiscal year
budget, effective last July .1

Meanwhile, while the fight
over the disputed detective ser-
geant list erupted a new ser-
geants' competitive eclvil test
sponsored by the State was held
May 23 with some assurance
the ratings would be ready by
early August, The grades have

not been announced yet and
the report is that 600 protests
agalnst an “unfalr” examina-
tlon i1s holding them up.

It was estimated that around
1,600 police patrolmen through-
out the State took the May
examination.

The eligible list from which
three of five new sergeants will
come was also born amid strife
and police dispute but Sgt. Clar-
ence R. Klillorin, now one of
the new deputy chlefs, was ap-
pointed over the objections of
Chlef Touchette.

. Now the City Counecll, which
"by creates and abolishes jobs, 1is
expected to “go along with” the
dispute-ending actlon of the
Civil Service Commission de-
splte the fact that some of
them reportedly have been
angered by 1it.

The reversal of the original
declslon is regarded as an im-
portant victory for the eclty
manager and chief of police,
and for the three patrolmen on
the first eligible list. One of
the three, Lyttle, was passed
over when the City's first and
only detective sergeant

The campus police unit
claims it called upon Council
82 — which holds bargaining
rights for the 7,000 employees
in the State's security services
negotiating unit—sometime ago,
asking that the union prevall
upon the college to allow them
to be armed while on duty.

Political Factor
Woman power has become a
factor with which every aspir-
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ant for public office must con-
tend. In Washington, the pres-
sure of woman power became
manifest when the House of
Representatives adopted by a
vote of 350-15 the proposed sex
equality amendment to the
United States Constitution. In
Albany, the Legislature adopted
a law that becomes effective
today (Tuesday, September 1,
1970), which makes it an un-
lawful practice to discriminate
because of sex in the rental
of apartments, except where all
rooms are rented to persons of
a single sex. In the City of
New York “a local law was
adopted making unlawful dis-
crimination because of sex in
places of public accommodation.
Similar action had previously
been taken by Pennsylvania
and the City of Pittsburgh.
Women may Iindeed be the
weaker sex but their militance

-knows no bounds. Studies show

that 39 percent of the rioters
in Detroit were women and in
Los Angeles 50 percent were
women. The propertion of wo-
men arrested in these riots
amounted to 10 percent in De-
troit and 13 percent in Los
Angeles.

Within the next 10 days the
drive for sex equality will move
from the streets to the United
States Senate, which has sched-
uled public hearings on the pro-
posed sex equality amendment.
It is not necessary to swallow
all the theories of the wo-
men’s liberation movement to
recognize that substantial so-
cial changes are in the wind.
One of the earliest manifes-
tations of these changes will
