ROGZR VWILLIMMS TTLLS ABOUT
HIS R-CTNM IEST: INDITIS TRIP

A voyage to the Windward and
Lecward Islands, the principle is-
lands of tho Yest Indies, 1is ons
of the nost educational and intex-
esting obtainable.

It is off the beaten path of
the usu:l West Indies cruisc. aud
meny of the ports visited have
played important rolecs in the
history of the new world.

I sailed from New York Maren
2 on the R.M.5. "Nerissa#, a siin

of about 6009 tons, carrying 13C
passengers. The second day out

of New York the sea was very rough
and the ship rolled heavily as we
anproached the Gulf Stroame. The
third doy the watcr calimed and a
day later we hit the blue watcers
of the tropics and got »ur first
glinpse of the flying fish. Fly-
ing fish range from thrce to about
elght inchos long and 10k Wery
much like sm2ll monoplanes skin-
ning across the sca, from two tc
threc foct from the surface, ncaor
the bow of the ship.

On the fifth doy we rcached
St. Thomas, the primnciplc port of
the Virgin Islands, a »possession
of the United Statcs, purchascd
from Denniark anout 13 yeabs agd.
The Virgin Islands had been owned
by Denmark since about 1625 and
nany of the Danish customs still
prevail. It is vory intercsting
to study the monnerisms and the
customs of the natives. St. Thoma
is of volcanic origin, but is
extremely fertilc. On the grecn
slopes arc scon endless banona pol
groves, Up to = year ago it was
an important U. S. naval coaling
station,

Virgin Island group, 3t. Crois
has a number of good bathing
beeches. The towns have Do ish
names such as Frecderiksted and
Christiansted.

From S5te Croix we visited 35%t.
Ktss, a Dritish posséssion, pass-
ing the islands of Baba and St.
Kustatus, still in the possession
of Holland, about eight miles
from St. Kitts. Sugar cane is
the principle crop. One of the
interesting sights is Brimstone
Hill, an ol1d historic fortifica®
tion. The population of Ste Kitts
is about 30,000 scatterecd over
the island.

Leaving St. Kitts we tra-
velled eastvard to Antigqua, also
2 British possessioh. It has a
population of avout 35,000, mosw
of whom cultivate sugar cane,
which is sent to St. Johns,
vhere sugar is made. Antigqua ir
the seat of government of the
Leewar Islands, under Grecat Bri-
taine.

one of the intcresting sighte
on the islxnd of Montserrat is
the Botanioal Gardnes, ‘where all
sorts of tronical trees, pdants,
and flowers may be seen., .Jhile
walking to the Gardens I saw
nmany lizards, some of them about
twro fect long. The natives eat
these lizards. They say 1t
tastecs likec chicken.

T rcalized the neoessity of
knowing Frcnch when I visited
Guadeloupe, & French posscssion,
one of the largest and most Hros-
nerous of the West Indies. The
principlc port is Poinde-aPitre.
Herc I s.w the ruing of a great
hurricane that swept the Carribodl
in 1928. Ome rust undecrstand
French currency to makc pur-
chascse
