Either 
the new art is modifying its radical­
ism, or I am being unconsciously won 
over to it. Most of the pictures are 
commendable in their expression of 
mood."

The point system as published in 
the News was presented for approval 
and accepted, It purposes to insure 
better management of all offices, to 
prevent social activities from inter­
fering with scholastic work, and to 
allow more to hold oftice. 

The "On Time to Chapel" commit­
tee presented the following plan to 
insure its purpose: distribution of the 
News after chapel, entrance of the 
freshmen by the outside door, of 
sophomores from downstairs and 
through the front door, of juniors 
and seniors and men over the colon­
nade, In stormy weather the juniors 
and sophomores will enter from down­
stairs, others via the colonnade.

Thorough outdoor practice will be 
started in a few clays and the subse­
quent scrub games will reveal the 
brighter lights of the squad—those 
who will eventualy land varsity posi­
tions, providing they can keep up the 
pace. The last few weeks or so have 
been spent in the rudiments of the 
game and in getting the kinks out of 
the stiff arms. The next ten days 
will be devoted to the practical side 
of the training.

LIBRARY THOUGHTS 
The large registration at State this 

year makes the conditions of the li­
brary very congested. It also makes 
the use of reference books, which are 
in great demand, very difficult. We 
as students could do much to remedy 
this latter condition. When we take 
books which are on reserve, wo should 
keep them only as long as we intend 
to use them. Don't take a book out 
thinking that in half an hour or so 
you may want it. Let the other fel­
low have an equal chance and bo good 
enough sport to take a chance your­
self. If we would all adopt this phi­
losophy it would be much easier to 
find the books on the reference shelf. 
Don't forget that others are waiting 
to use the same books. 

PROFESSOR RISLEY 

According to letters received, Pro­
fessor Risley is at present enjoying 
the delights of Nice on the Meditei-
ranean. He speaks of the foreigners 
going about in white costumes, flow­
ers everywhere, oranges and lemons 
growing, tennis players, and a few 
hardy souls in bathing. Prof. Risley 
says he found Germany both rich and 
poor, a few unusually well off but 
much grinding poverty and depres­
sion. In regard to France he speaks 
of preparation for war. The fron­
tiers of France facing Italy are well 
fortified. The value of the franc has 
risen from 14.24 to 24.50 to the dol­
lar since he came there. 

Prof. Risley and his family will be 
in Italy until after Easter, with Easter 
at Rome, and then Censa, Pisa, Flor­
ence, Pompeii, Bologna, and perhaps 
Padua and Verona, and either thu 
Austrian or Italian lakes on the way 
to Switzerland will be visited. 

Communication will find Prof. Ris­
ley in care of American Express Co., 
Rome, Italy. 

Student at Bryn Mawr, Dartmouth, 
Yale, Swarthmore, and Northwestern 
will co-operate next summer in main­
taining an Intercollegiate Camp at 
Woodstock, New York, July 1st to 
September 17th. These students have 
assumed joint management of the 
camp with a committee of The Na­
tional Student Forum which organized 
the enterprise last summer. One hun­
dred fifty students from colleges, uni­
versities and Labor Schools are ex­
pected to visit the camp during the 
summer. Twenty-five scholarships 
are available to pay the expenses of 
labor delegates. 

The camp will give students tnu 
opportunity to meet some of the lead­
ers of American thought not only in 
lectures, and, discussion but in the 
frank and free comradeship of the 
open air. A number of educator's, 
churchmen, business men, labor lead­
ers, and social workers will visit the 
camp during the summer. Among 
those who are already expected are 
Dr. Stephen P. Duggan, Director, 
Institute of International Education, 
Rev. John Haynes Holmes, Commu­
nity Church, New: York, Professor 
William Heard Kilpatriek, Dept. of 
Philosophy of Education, Teachers 
College, Professor William Fielding 
Ogburn, Dept. of Economics and So­
ciology, Barnard College and Rabbi 
Stephen) S. Wise, Free Synagogue, 
New York. 

There will be five conference per­
iods of two weeks each beginning 
July 1st, during each of which the 
camp committee will bo limited to 
forty students. Each conference will 
consider, with individual differences, 
international, industrial, racial, and 
educational questions. The camp will 
be equipped with a small theatre and 
workshop in which students may on 
occasion present one-act plays. 

Woodstock, N. Y., is in the Catskill i 
Mountains, fourteen miles from King­
ston. In addition to offering hiking, 
swimming, and possibly tennis, it is 
a community which affords unusual 
artistic and musical advantages. Ow­
ing to the limited accommodations of 
the camp, delegates from any one col­
lege will number from four to eight, 
Colleges desiring to send delegates 
should apply immediately for quota 
to The National Student Forum, 2929 
Broadway, New York City, recom­
mending at the time of application a 
local student agency which will elect 
or appoint delegates. Students may 
register from April 1st to May 1st 
but only the first 150 registrations 
can be accepted. 

Any registered student-delegate 
may justifiably feel that ho or she has 
real prerogatives in determining the 
activities, interests, and opportunities 
of the particular conference con­
cerned. Criticisms and suggestions 
regarding program, preferences as to 
speakers and plays forwarded to the 
organizing student committee will re­
ceive careful consideration and will 
be followed so far as possible with 
reference to the confei-ence desired. 

One of the most interesting fea­
tures of the camp is that it will grad­
ually come into the control of the 
students who visit it. The most ex­
pert advisors are helping to draft the 
plans for making Woodstock a co­
operative enterprise with shares in 
the hands of the organizations rep­
resented there this summer. This 
will bo the first enterprise of the kind 
in America.

COLLEGE CONFERENCE FOR 
LAW OBSERVANCE IN 

WASHINGTON 
With representatives from virtually 

every college in the Unitod States and 
with nationally prominent men and 
women as the principal speakers and 
leaders of the discussions, the College 
and University Students' Conference 
for Law Observance and Citizenship 
at Washington tomorrow and Sunday 
will be one of the most important 
conventions of Its kind over held, it 
is indicated in reports from George 
Stewart, executive secretary.

There will be seven 
sessions, adjournment being sche­
duled for Sunday night. 

The speakers include Senator Wil­
liam LI. Borah. Senator Carter Glass, 
the Rev. J. A. Ryan, dean of Catholic 
University; Miss Mabel Walker Wille-
brandt, assistant U. S. attorney-gen­
eral; Senator Morris Shepherd, Rep­
resentative M. Clyde Kelly, Roy A. 
lU.yncs, national prohibition commis­
sioner, and Chancellor W. Flint, pres­
ident of Syracuse university. Presi­
dent Coolidge will hold an informal 
meeting for the delegates at the 
White Mouse. 

The business of the conference will 
consist of: Platform messages bear­
ing upon the general topic under con­
sideration; reports indicating the ac­
tual facts about the degree of viola­
tions of law among students and in 
the adjacent communities; liberal dis­
cussion of all the problems brought 
forward; adoption of appropriate 
policies which can be recommended to 
every college and university in Amer­
ica; and development of a plan of 
promotion by which the spirit, mes­
sage and program of the Conference, 
may be made available to student 
leaders everywhere.

GEOLOGICAL SURVEY AS 

A CAREER 

BRILLIANT PROSPECTS

By tho time of the first game, April 
27 at Middlebury, Coach Wcgner be­
lieves his battery men will be in tho 
pink of condition, especially if the 
weather continues warm. Caton is a 
regular hot weather twirler and he 
will prooably draw down all the as­
signments that como on favorable 
days. Gainor and LcBarron will bo 
able to take care of the contests on 
cool days. Murphy can take the 
mound almost anytime. Pitching is 
tho least of Coach Wegner's troubles. 
This is one year that State can boast 
of a strong battery. And under SUCH 
a condition, the outfield doesn't neces­
sarily have to be as perfect as when 
the battery is weak. So, tho major 
efforts in training will from now on 
be directed at the infield. 

A grand array of experienced in­
field men are at Coach Wegner's bid­
ding and there is considerable com­
petition going on for varsity placca. 
Many of those who wore first re­
garded as bench warmers have come 
forth and have shown their true 
wares. The New York Yankees' gal­
axy of high paid performers won't 
have anything on State, comparatively 
speaking, if the enthusiasm continues 
at its'present rate. 

Among the men who are trying toi 
this year's team are: Captain Stalii-
man, Horn, O'Brien, Hornung, Bont-
ley, Beaver, Juckett, Kershaw, LcBar­
ron, Caton, Gainor, Donnelly, Dyer, 
Sage, Murphy and Cilcrest. Seven 
games are scheduled, including twv 
with Middlebury, two with St. Ste­
phens, and one each witli Union Col­
gate, and St. Michael's. 

Tho United States Geological Sur­
vey, in tho Department of the Inter­
ior, offers a career to tho three types 
of engineers that constitute the tech­
nical stall' of the organization—tho 
topographic engineer, the hydraulic 
ongino-or, and the geologist, who may 
also bo properly termed an engineer, 

Tho engineer's work is many-sided, 
but most of his tasks lead htm out of 
doors and often far afbld, Tho en­
gineer in the public service spends 
his life among men who do tho 
world's work; in no sense is lie a 
shut-in, either physically or mentally; 
all his powers have wide fields iur 
expansion. 

Tho work of the topographic engi­
neer embraces the mapping of the 
surface of the country, and owing to 
the fact that nearly all the topograph­
ic surveying of the United States is 
done by the Geological Survey itself: ' 
the engineers engaged in this work I 
are trained in the technique of their 
work chiefly in the Survey, although 
they should possess as a basic prep­
aration a sound engineering educu-1 
tion. 

The work of the hydraulic ongi-1 
noors in the Geological Survey em­
braces every phase of the study of I 
tho surface waters of the United 
States, including stream flow in its 
relation to drainage, power, irriga­
tion, flood prevention, and the mu­
nicipal use of water. The work leads 
up to, but stops at construction. Basic 
education and training in construc­
tion are, however, desirable. 

Tho work of the geologist is di­
rected in tho main to the determina­
tion of tho mineral wealth of the 
United States. It includes also a 
study of the history of our part of 
the planet as revealed by the rocks, 
each layer of which may be compared 
witli a page in human history. The 
time and the manner in which tho 
records were inscribed on these rock 
pages, the fossils and tho minerals 
that make up their text and illus­
trations, and the ways in which the 
record may bo made useful to man 
are objects of the geologist's study. 

Tho practical requisites for tech­
nical employment in the Geological 
Survey are college courses in engi­
neering or geology, preferably sup­
plemented by postgraduate studies, 
Employment in the Survey then be­
comes for the first two or three years 
a further and more practical post­
graduate course, after which the 
member of the Survey may be as­
signed to individual or coordinated 
research work. 

All the positions described arc 
filled through civil-service examina­
tions, which are held on an aveage 
.•ibout once a year. Requests for in­
formation as to examinations should 
be addressed to the United States 
Civil Service Commission, Washing­
ton, D. C.
