Look, Don: Time and again T hvve been approached by the go-bebweens of
other publishing houses, meny of whom would have garantpeed me a very high
sales figure from the outszet.Being as loyal as the seven years ltch, I never
even tought aboubt such offers.Morecver, I am not sure, that T'll ever feel
like writing a decent book again., But T wonder 1if perchance Doubglday's are ag
sick and tired of me as I'm beginning to get of them? And of so, whether they
wouldn't let me have wht sbtraight?

This is, T hope you understand that, a completely impersonal letbter, Don.




You do with it what you think right. I'm only sorry I didn't take my book

and walked off with it the moment Ken made me slash it to pleces 3 I didn't
know then that Doubleday's were trying to make my stofy it in with the god-
damned conception of it which made them create that jacket and line of pro-

motion.

I was highly amused by your fine diplomatic way of
expressing things, especially when you spoke about the
superior judgment of the sales department. T can pretty
well imagine whatts going on in the meetings of the various
departments, Now, darling, itts all nice and good to look
down your nose on what you call the local papers; but after
all, Los Angeles 1s the third largest city of the U.S. and
while the Times and the Examiner stink to high heaven, they
still are not exactly as unimportant as they RED GURCH
MORNING BUGLE (pop. 604),snd an occasional ad out here wouldn't
do any harm, As it is, only Brentanot!'s have taken notice of
my new book and arranged for an autographing party, and they
did this only on account of the enormous bills I, one of their
best customers, run up there. Shame on Doubledayl Also,
wouldntt it be nice if one or the other of your telephone
operators would have read the book so as to be able to inform
the publicity department - or whoever handles the ads m-
that the heroine is not a duchess Dreisen , but a countess
Driesen? I really think it d66s not make a good impression if
your own ads show that nobody took the trouble of reading
the darned stuff, You may notice when you look at my quivering
lower 1ip that I am still sore as hell and broke as never be-
fore, I hope to god that hundred thousand of the analphabets
at whom your superior sales department aimed those pretty
little pictures in the ads will buy the book , and thereby
vindicate thw taste of your salesmen,




Listen, Don, there is one more thing on which I'd like
to have your opinion and thatts the new ruling of the
Authorst (Quild, as tlr as member dues go MRTs it obligatory
to be a member? 2) How will other authors handle that question
of deducting expenses from the gross earnings? I think they
have gquite a nerve in demanding one per cent of all royalties,
without putting any limit on it. In the Screen Writerst Gulld,
the yearly limit in membership dues is § 300.00, and mind you,
these are people earning two and three thousand dollars s week,
year after year, While writing a book may take anywheres
from one to fifteen years, the moment the royalties start
piddling in you have to pay one per cent to the Guild who,
in{ turn, does not a thing for the writer, Please let me
know what you think of this and if there is a possibility of
slipping out of that Ghmild with good graces, as long as I am
a member of the Screen Writers' Gulild in any case.

I don 't need telling you that my complaint had hothing to do with you

I wag very touched by your disarming letter, and

personally:T always think of you as one of my dearest friends and one of the
sweetest guys I ever met. I also can very well plcture the batbles you

are waging— and somebimes losing- against old debil commercialism in the
Doubleday etsablishment. I am not the dreamy kind and I like myvbooks to
sell, naturally. However, I feel that Doubledays have chosen the wrong
promotion line ever since I came to them; and the proof is that my¥ books
sell considerably better in all the other countries, where they are handled
with a bit more respect for me as a writer and with a Dbebter understanding
and some discrimination of my literary qualities- if ypu want to concede

me such, But I don't want ﬁo talk about myself, T only have to get a few
prinecipal things off my chest.

Look here; Ken: The average salesman is by nature and inclination a jerk;
g0 1s the average buyer.The writer, usually, is not a jerk and neither is the
editor. There #xists even a not too gmall community of readers who are no Jerks,
and to whom books really mean something. That's why T always thoughp/ that writer,
editor and good reader belong on the same side of the fence, In &y editorial
times I never dreamed a writer and hils writing could be pushed around the way
they are generally pushed argund now and here. And the result was that my books
and the books for which I was responpible as an editor sold in the hundred
thousandg. The Amaricaﬁ Sél@sman hag an awfully low opinion of the buyer's
inteligigence and is always trying to cater to the broadest and lowest level
of taste and discrimination. But there comes a point when this salesmanship
defeats itself. Tt's happening ilo the movies Just now, and if I can read the

gigns, it's bound to happen on the book market, too,




The whole fabric of American life is corroded by this infernal overrating of
salesmanship. We are a nation of recklegs sellersg and pampered buyers, and we
have come to think of other people and nationg in the same terms; what dove they
trying to sell us? And what could we peseibly sell them? The result ig that
we have not a gsingle friend in the world, a fact of which you beconag sorely
aware the moment you cross the border and prick your ears. The high pressuse
gelling starts the moment a baby is born- whom am T telling this?- and goesi

on all through life. It makes mince-meat of your mother on mothersday, it turns
Xmas and Easber into minor hells, it keeps women dissatisfied and alﬁays

asking for more, and men gallopping around,with their tongues hanging out and
Niheir stomachs wallpapered wi ulcera#iﬁ?ﬁgiiggg all the demands the super =
salesman has visciously created in the minds of their families. In the schools
and univergsities the teachers are trying to sell themselves to the students,
not by the profundity of thelr knowledge, but by sugaring up whatever 1t is
they teach ; everywhere people who should lead and gulde others are instead
running after them in thal congtant effort of selling theméelves and their
goods. The result is a progressive lowering of the spiritual standards of the
country which gomebimes reslly scares hell out of me. And when it comes to a

grealb crisis, all we have are little politicians, who forever were chasing votes,

{
fnstead of men with integrity snd ideas. I think the real tragedy of these days
lies in the facté that a country of 140 millions is unable to prgduce the hand-
ful of great men whe might sbeer and govern it,

Well, Xen, I'm afraid fw%%iting you an embittered editorial, but
these things are very much on my mind, and go far beyond anything concerning
my own tiny and insignificant ego. ALl T want to say is that I dont't believe
in creating cheap appetﬁites in the public and gell it a lot of sweebened pre-
digested hagh. You can stuff a lot of candy down a child's throat, but in the

end such a child that never had time to get hungry, will not ask for more but

throw up and be a very sick child. During this year I read a great deal of
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early American writings, letters, autoblographies, political writing, speeches.
And all the time I could only think: My God, how we have come down in the world;
how long can we go on owering our menbtal and ethical standards Bfore we'!ll
be hitting ‘the bottom?

What has all this to do with a bch promotion aimed at people who
can't read without moving their lipslanagéﬁ%@w misguided and tasteless ads?
Oh yes, Ken, believe me, it's all of one plece, and it makes for a world in
which neither you nor I are at home. That'!s why I think we do more good by
speaking up and holding ocur own than by giving in.

Sorry iT I bored and bothered you; I promise to be more amusing when
T'1L see you again, either by the end of April or in Sepbember. It all depends
on Wolfgang's health, as the poor boy seems to be heading for another very
gerious operation. Bub don't mentian anything either to him or anybody else,
