There have been some changes, efcut in living allowance f'or one, 
even though prices are rising. 1:-Je still have enough and can live 
like the bette:i:; off' Af1"icans, ·:_being also provided with housing and 
medical care. 

There are changes in the P.C.V. groups. Almost all cf' Tanz. III 
group have terminated and are on their way home. Among them I had 

many friends, because ma.."'1.y were stationed in this area. Hew groups 
have arrived, the latest one being Tanz. IX, an,-.other teacher,' s 
group. That makes us Tanz. VI the 11 older11 ones, more knowlea..fsable 
in the ways of the country and our mission. The matter of f'act is 

that the new group looks very .fOLlYlJ: and green to us. But IA guess -we 
gave th~. same impression upon our arrival a ye~r ago.. ~ -

Now to my job. Although throughout the year I have been teaching 
rr.athematics and arithmetic in standards 8 and 6, art and some English 
in standards 6,7, ands, there were of'ten changes, either very tem­
porarily or:e-£or longe:i. ..... · Teachers left, were transfered or were sick. 

So I have o.Ji:~time or &ngother been teaching in sta.ndar.das1, 2,3,5 be­
S:i...aes my standards,~~... I am really gettin.g an 
e:-:_i?erie:nce in teaching even though teaching 1:;tere is g_ui te dif'f'erent .• 
:from the U.S •. A. It is more formal, moriB' dogmatic and and more ~ 
limited because of less materials a..~d books available and the Y\1 

limitation or' background of the children. The U.."'lderstanding of' ~ff? 
tb.e subject ~by' the children is of'ten very shallovr and to stimulate ...._. 'I'~ 
and motivate the children to learn is the most difficult task. 

At the beginning of the second term ou~ headmaster went f'or an u~­
gradinc course ai.1d made. me headmistress pro temp.. Upon his return I 
cladly gave back this privilege to him, especially because of shortage_ 
of' so;:ne other teachers I often had to teach 40 ho-c:.rs a week. While he 
W8.S gone, one af'ter:noon -I had to march with the ~ntire upper school to 
the airport. fo1.:r mile.s away, to greet the vice-president of Tanza..1ia t~r 
7::avmwa. Ee; vras to arrive at one p. m. but f'inally cam?at six.. School 
children ~rom all surrounding schools were there to welcome him. Yl'aen 
h~ finally came he hardly stopped to greet the children.

week in the evening on the secondary school level to adults. This 
is .9a;:-t of' Adult Education Extension, a branch that just recently has , 
opened in !tbeya.

pecially in com_prehension. Many of · the .students are teachers, two
