"October 4, 1927, will be the News' 
tenth birthday," Miss Barkley said. 
"The paper started as a project of the 
class of 1918, under the editorship of 
Alfred Dedricke. At first it was financed 
by advertisements and subscriptions. 
Editorials and jokes were featured. hi 
the spring of 1917, the News was taken 
over by the college and it has remained 
a college project since, supported by a 
part of the student budget. 

"President A. R. lirubachcr has never 
ceased to encourage college students iti-
erested in this work," Miss Barkley 

continued, "and its success is to a great 
extent due to this encouragement." Dr. 
Harry VV. Hastings, now chairman of the 
English department, organized a Press 
club also. 

Miss Barkley said the number of can­
didates for positions on the News staff 
is rapidly increasing. This year there 
arc about thirty cub reporters, more 
(ban ever before. 

"Promotion of staff members only 
through merit is one of the News' mol-
tos and one of the main reasons why 
the News is becoming a bigger success 
each year," she concluded.
