AS a resull of recent findings that
a4 CC Food Service employee has
tuberculosis, SUNYA Health Ser-
vice will review the health policy for
examining food service employees,
sald Health Service Director Dr.
Janet Hood, The employee, who
had been working since August 26,
was  dingnosed as having uber-
culasis on October 8 after & routine
examination required every other
year, according (o a wrilten stale-
ment by CC Food Service Director
Lester Hynes.

The man, who was employed at
SUNYA for only a month, worked
as u dishwasher and “*was not in-
valved in the processing or handling
and  serving of  any  food  or
beverages,"" wrote Hynes.

Actording to Hood, “our policy

WASHINGTON (AP) The Justice Department's inter-
nal investigations unit has criticized President Carter as
“Yremarkably uncooperative® with its inguiry into his
brother Billy's relationship with  Libya, informed
sources sald ' today. The department announced that
Michael E. Shaheen Jr., head of the department's Of-
fice n_l' Professional Responsibility sent an ihterim report
on his Billy Carter probe to two congressional commit-
tees late Wednesday. The sources, who are familiar with
the report but asked that their names not be used, said
the president had declined to meet with Shaheen's in-
vestigators on at least three occasions, Carter had pledg-
ed at a news conference on Aug. 4 tb cooperate fully in
all investigations of his brother's activities.

Tehran Radio conceded that Iraqgi artillery
pnundcd Abadan through the night and into this morn-
ing, killing several people in Iran's besieged city on the
disputed Shatt al-Arab estuary, Irag's only water route
1o the Persian Gulf, But Iran said its forces were holding
out, that its jets bombed Iragi positions in the western

According to the Election Law, you may be required
to take a preliminary oath, This states that “‘yeu do
solemnly swear (or affirm) that you will, make true
answers to such questions as may be put 1o you concern-
ing your qualification as a voter,' If asked to, you
should take this oath, 1 you refuse, you will not be per-
mitted to vote. You may then be asked to respond to
questions pertaining to your right to vote in Albany.
Upon request, you should answer these questions, If
you refuse to do so, you will not be allowed to vote,
Finally, if the board finds your answers inadequate,
you may persist in your claim to vote, In this case, the
inspector shall administer the “'Qualification Qath."
‘This is a repetition of the information which you provid-

Two workers,
both women in their late 50's, have
heen refered to the county Health
Department after their tests proved
positive, However, Hood said that
this does not mean thal they have
tuberculosis. It means that
tsomewhere along the line they
have encountered the disease."!

; Carter

Jimmy Carter, the Democratic nominee,
cites as his highest domestic priority *‘the
need to guarantee a job for every American
who is able to work."" He endorses an im-
mediate $12 billion anti-recession program
to create at least 800,000 jobs.

Carter’s energy policy is designed to

achieve a goal of 20 percent solar energy by
the year 2000. The Democratic platform
stresses conservation, and pledges to *'retire
nuclear power plants in an orderly man-
ner,'" Carter supports the Equal Rights
Amendment and opposes any constitu-
tional amendment banning abortion.
The Carter Doctrine states the inteni to
repel aggression in the Persian Gulf by
“‘any means necessary, including military
force." Carter supports draft registration
of 19- and 20-year-olds, including women.
The Democratic platform supports the MX,
cruise, and Trident submarine missiles to
**help guarantee the invulnerability of our
nuclear deterrent.'!

Reagan

Ronald Reagdn, nominee of the
Republican and Conservative Parties, sup-
ports the Kemp-Roth bill, which would
enact a three-year, 30 percent cul in per-
sonal income taxes. Reagan's energy policy
promotes production over conservation; he
also is in favor of the repeal of the windfall
profits tax.

The Republican platform proposes (o
revise '‘cumbersome and overly stringént
Clean Air Act regulations,”’ and also ad-
vocates the increased use of nuclear power
and the development of breeder reactors.
Reagan opposes the ERA and abortion
rights, supporting a constitutional amend-
ment to protect *‘the right to life for uAborn

Republican platform states they will
‘‘accepts no arms control agree-
.ment,..which locks the U.S. into a position
of military inferiority."

McCormack

The nominee of the Right to Life Party is
Ellen McCormack, who has concentrated
primarily on the abortion issue, speaking
out strongly against it. McCormack, a Long
Island housewife, leads the party, which is
an offshoot of ‘the Right to Life lobby
group. Depsite pleas from Reagan, the par-
ty still nominated McCormack for president
rather than endorsing Reagan.

By running anti-abortion candidates, the

party not only guaraniees the issue will not
be forgotten, but has an opporlunity to
“‘educate" the public. In addition, the par-
ty was unhappy with Reagan's record as
California governor (he signed the state's
liberalized abortion law), his cholce of a
running mate, and his lukewarm endorse-
ment of a constitutional amendment
outlawing abartion,
Since the party supports amending the
constitution to outlaw all abortion, it con-
siders congressional and legislative races ex-
iremely important because of the role Con-
gress and state legislatures play in amending
the U.S. Constitution.

Anderson

New York State Liberal Party nominee
John Anderson proposes a 50 cenls per
gallon tax on gasoline in an effort to "cut
consumption and reduce our dependence
omforeign supplies."

Anderson also supports the establish-
ment of a '"‘youth opportunity wage,'
below minimum wage, that he hopes will in-
crease employment among teenagers. He
plans to increase U.S. productivity by
reducing the tax on savings account in-
terest. In addition, he hopes to spur invest-
ment by praviding tax incentives, including

4 10 percent tax credit for tresearch and
l development.”’

Anderson is in favor of nuclear power,
but only with *‘adequate safeguards.'

He supporis the ERA and federally-
funded abortion.

Anderson is opposed to draft registra-
tion, and proposes to increase the volunteer
army by raising military pay. Anderson said
he *'is not opposed to increasing defense
spending to meet real needs,’ but added,
‘e must also examine the contribution (o
our security of...cnergy research and
development, energy conservation,
materials research and development, space
exploration, and information processing."*
Anderson opposes the MX missile, as it is
“highly cost inefficient."’

Clark

Free Libertarian, Ed Clark, Is strongly in
favor of decreased military spending. Much
of his campaign deals with cuts and
decreases: a 50 percent cut in lax rates,
removal of government control on energy,
and abolishment of all restrictions on in-
dividual rights,

The Libertarians maintain that the
government's role in society should be se-
cond to individual rights and freedoms. In
order 1o reach this goal, they advocate the
legalization of marijuana and the abolish-
ment of gun control laws. They sum up the
central theme of their views with the state-
ment that, all individuals have the right to
live in whatever manner they choose, 50
long as they do not forcibly interfere with
the equal rights of others Lo live in whatever
manner they choose,

E Presidential and Legislative Candidates

The majority of thése proposals would
serve Lo creale new jobs, which would lead
to less unemployment and more money in
the people's pockets, This would lessen the
economic strain on the American people.

DeBerry

The candidate of the Socialist Workers
Party, Clifton DeBerry, has geared his cam-
paign toward youth and labor workers, The
party is in favor of workers' control of in-
dustry.

DeBerry opposes a draft or registration
for a draft. In addition, he opposes nuclear
power, and is in favor of decreasing the
defense budget. DeBerry supporis the ERA
and federally-funded abortion. He is also in
favor of a socialized medicine program.

Griswold

Workers World Party candidate, Deirdre
Griswold, is uniquely different from most
of the other candidates. The answer 1o
everyone's problems, she says, is worldwide
revolution, For now, however, other
measures, such as a peoples’ takeover of the
oil companies of this country, will serve asa
start towards revolution,

She takes a stand on a variety of other
{ssues, including opposition to the Pen.
tagon's war policy and to nuclear energy.
She advocales a 1akeover of plants closed
by such corporations as Chrysler, and
reopening them under the direction of
workers' committees, aided by lederal fun-
ding.

Commoner

Hall

Gus Hall, the Communist Party can-
didate is an experienced politician, running
for the third time as a presidential can-
didate. He claims that the party is growing
and that it offers solid proposals to meet
the needs of the people,

His major proposals are the enactment of
a six-hour work day without a pay cut,
federal takeover of closed plants under
democratic and community control and
conversion of these plants to useful produc-
tion. .

He also supports an emergency program
10 create new jobs, renewal of job-creating
trade with the socialist countries, and the
slashing of the military budget to release
funds for jobs,

Barry Commoner, the Citizens Party
candidate, is an environmentalist and col-
lege professor who is a strong adyocate of
solar energy. He calls for public control of
energy and a swift halt of nuclear power,
while making a strong push for conserva
tion.

On the subject of the economy, Com-
moner promises a job for everyone who
wants to work and stable prices for the
basic necessities of life, such as food, fuel,
housing,, and medical care,

He calls for an immediate reversal in the
rate of military spending, criticizing
Carter's record and Reagan's proposals,

He supports the ERA, abortion rights,
and is against draft registration. He believes
the defense budget is a cause of inflation
and must be slashed.

Another hobo, the Good Witch of the
North, and The Incredible Hulk approach
number twelve Melrose. They ring the bell,
The housewife opens the door.

“Trick or treat!"

“Oh," she exclaims. “You frightened me!"

She is tired of this game. But her feigned
fear of their Woolworth costumes is
preferable to the alternatives, She places the
tribute in their bags, and closes the door in
relief as they leave,

« The people at number fourteen Melrose
still haven't returned. The Hulk laughs as
he hears the tormented wailing of the dog in

side. The Good Witeh of the North produces
a can of limefire green spray paint, The hobo
pulls out eggs. The Hulk reaches into his bag
and finds a sale-priced roll of generic toilet
paper,

Ida Mae Belcher is not well-loved by the
marauding bands of frick or treaters. She
aives apples, and oranges. Once she gave
papayas and breadfruit, She never has can-
dy. She seldom even gives cookies. She
refuses ta look scared. She pinches cheeks
She even has the affrontery to recognize the
trick or treaters.

“Hello, Timmy" doesn't go over well with
these killers. Calling up parents at four in the
morning to complain of the ritual desecra-
tions doesn't either, These masked terrorists
have long memories. So every vear it's
worse,

The apples look serene in the wooden 8

salad bowl by the door. The oranges could be
a Sunkist ad, The effect is that of a prosaic
still-life, more the way one would want it than
the way it would' ever be.

Near the foyer, [da Mae Belcher sits in an
old armchair, with an afghan on her lap,
crocheting booties for a baby who doesn't ex-
ist. She looks at her carefully arranged fruit,
and slowly smiles:

The Port of Albany:

A silver ray of moonlight quietly stabs
thtough the deepening haze of darkness. A
watchman strolls along the docks, thankful
for the chainlink fences that make his job so
much easler. He appreciates this more on
Halloween than on any other night. Kids are
just mischievous, he knows, but they can
make his job harder with their pranks.

The
day man is stiff. And cold, And pale.

The night man sees the face of the day
man clearly in the moonlight. He runs away

“Aw, Christ, Miss Belcher . . .

During a perlod of
intense mourning (the first time she's been
alone In her life), Judy gets conned by a fast
talking recruiter (very well-plaved by Harry
Dean Stanton) into joining the Army. This
sels up !he excep!lona!]y !unny premFse of

just how a Jewish American Princess sur-
vives In boot camp, especlally’ when con-
fronted with a stralght-laced Gung Ho com-
manding officer, What's important about this
first part of the film Is that Judy s never
parodied, The writers (and Hawn) don't play
Judy's grief for laughs, Her pain Is real and
thisTmakes her enlistment plausable. Once
she gets to boot camp, Judy's wit and energy
stop her from looking like a fool; we laugh
with her becatise she stands up to authority
in a way we'd all like to.

This is a service comedy for the post-
Vietnam era, Judy Is not a rebel who gets
broken when she sees the glories of the
military; basic training Is a battle of wits that
Judy Is determined to, and eventually does,
win,

Private Benjamin could have easlly been
retitled an Unmarried Woman Goes to War.
Both fiims chronicle the growth of a woman
from dependence and blind acceptance to
independence and self-confidence. Judy,
like Erica in the previously mentioned film,
learns through a long, painful process that
she Is the only one who can take control of
her life. She is capable of making and stan-
ding by important decisions, and she Is one
of the most positive female role models to
come out of Hollywood, At the beginning of
the film, Judy says that she didn't get:the
point of An Unmarried Wioman — "['d have
been Mrs. Alan Bates jo fast he wouldn't
know what hit him,"" By the end she'd be out
In the street helping Jill Clayburgh carry that
painting.

Another important thing about Private
Benjamin 1s that It seems to be bringing a lot
of pedple back to the movies. | saw this film
on a Sunday afternoon and the theatre was
more than half full, unusual since on Sunday
alternoons theatres are lucky to have a
quarter house; Even more slgnificant |s the
balance of the audlence. It may be a cliche,
but the people there were literally between
seven and seventy, and almost all of them
seemed to like it. This film has been getting
Incredibly good word-of-mouth, as well as
basically favorable reviews. It seems to be ex-

actly what people are looking for — light
entertalnment, backed by a plot with depth

and substance. It entertains audlences
without insulting them.

Credit for this intelligence must also go (o
the crafisman working behind the scenes,
Howard Zieff has been directing Hollywood
comedies (Hearts of the West, House Calls,
and The Main Event) for a number of years
and his experience shows, His pacing Is im-
peccable, dnd nowhere Is his command of
the medium better illustrated than in his giv-
Ing visual answers to verbal questions. When
Judy's husband collapses, she keeps calling
his name. We don’t know he's dead until
Zieff cuts immediately to the funeral. Editing
the sequence this way not only tells us what
happened, It also gives us a gaood, albell
dark-tinged, laugh. The script has a Lear
and mind as well as a sense of humor; and
the clnematography, editing, and scoring,
while not spectacular, all contribute to the
success of the project,

The cast is also surprisingly effective, Nor-
mally, there are ane or two people In the cast
of a comedy who try too hard to be funny

awn loins The Army

and overplay vlnual]y every scene, but here

the entire cast Is perfect. Eileen Brennan Is a-

standout as Judy's fough, by-the-bock com-
manding officer. She and Hawn are most ef-
fective during thelr: first meeting, arguably
the film's funniest scene. One of Brennan's
last scenes, however, is disturbing. It's not
even a scene, just a moment when her les-
blan tendencles are exposed, This
“revelation” Is totally Unnecessary to the plot
and |t smacks of sexism aboul military
women., It'ls so obviously out of place, I'm
surprised and disappointed that it didn't end

up on the cutting room floar.

Hawn has come a long way from Laugh-
In and even the giddy klutziness of Foul
Play. She Is a flne dramatic actress as well as
one of the best comediennes In the business,
Here she gets lo use bath skills and she Is ab-
solutely wonderful.

Frivate Benjamin 15, qulte simply, a terrific
movle. It has good direction, good acting,
good writing, and good laughs. It's unusual
when even one of these fraits creeps into a
movie, so to find them all together is as sur-

Beefheart (born Don Van Viet, he
presently lives with his wife In a traller out
west in the Mojave Desert) has never en-,
joyed what you might call “commercial” suc-
cess. His largest’selling album has netted
40,000 buyers worldwide. Yet that album,
1969's Trout Mask Replica, remains one of

classical or "'serious" music into a style. that
can only be labeled "Beefheart”. *
To appreciate the music on Doc, It will be

helpful to' understand Beefheart's approach
In creating it. He is, literally, an artist: he
sculpts and palnts and formulates the music
with that frame of mind. He recently describ-
ed his music “writing" process in The Village
Voice as such; first he plays the compositions
alone on plano into a tape machine. Then
hg draws shapes and diagrams that sym-
bolize the bars that each Instrument will play,
based on the original tune. Finally, to
transform the diagrams Into sound, he must
literally teach his band, The Magic Band,
how to play the music (this Isn't hard for him
lo demonstrate to them, because he has
taught himself to play ., six different in-

rock's most innovative and ad ed con-
cepts, New wave arfists like Talking Heads'

al .
Many of the resulting "songs” do not work

David Byrne, The Clash's Joe Str
and even The B-52's have cited Beefheart
and Trout as a major Influence on their
careers,

After several failed attempts at making
stylishly accesible music consciously almed at
rock's commercial market, Beefheart's new
Doc at the Radar Station represents a return
to artistic integrity and innovation. Doc Is so
successful because It works In the veln that
the Caplaln knows best, He fuses Delta
blues, free-form jazz, and — a new Ingre-
dient — fragments of what sounds like

when applied to common (normal?) musical
laws. This music has a law unto Itself,
Guitars, clarinet, and trombone play
simultangously In different time signatures,
weaving In and out of each other, Yet they
are held together by the original melody line,
which continually changes In tempo. The In-
struments work in unison, but also contradict
each other at the same time. Somehow that
flows coherently.

Well, it works something like that, You
have to hear musical paintings like "Sheriff of
Hong Kong" and “Making Love lo a Vam-

pire with a Monkey on my Knee" (o belleve
the unbelievable.

Beelheart sings in at least two different oc-
taves on the album, sometimes In a snide
nasal whine, and other times in a deep
hoarse grumble. He is exorcising his

dr.mons but disauises his personul anguish
In storles (a free form of poetry perhaps) that
give detalls of plots, characters, and even
themes. To understand what the stories ac-
tually say, you have to realize that this s
more “Beefheant" language than English,
The verses reveal metaphors that can be
understood as a whole, but some of the In-
dividual words within the metaphar are not

“necessarlly belng used as the dictionary sug-

gests.  “Ashtray Heart," for example,
features the line, “Let's open up anather
case of the punks,” which could be a shot at
the new wavers he has Influenced yet rather
dislikes, while a line like “white flesh waves
to black" could Imply racism,

The song as a whole might deal with
betrayal — but then agaln it might not, There

may be more fun — ves fun — In playing
along with the language rather than
challenging Its meaning. You can do either,
but It is important to know that much of what
Is belng sald Is, albeit In abstract form, deal-
ing with real human beings and emotions

that come stralght from the (Beef) heart.
He's no Space Captain,

Like all great works of art, Doec at the
Radar Station gives as much as it takes. Just
think’ of each song as an abstract painting:
one quick glance and vou see a mess. But
look deep, below the abstraction. Thoughts
and |deas are revealed that may surprise
vou. Take another look and you may see
something else, The brilliance In Beefheart's
music s — aslde from It being absurdly

loglcal — that It allows constant re-
Interpretalion; It never stops growing on
you,

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No Simple Answers

There has certainly been a lot of talk taking place regarding the American
political system and and American politicians. Many intellectuals and inform-
ed citizens' — as well as the man-in-the-street — seem to want rather drastic
changes in both the system and the style of politics.

Conservatives frequently contend that politicians with ideas like their own
must be elected if America is to be saved from the forces of anarchy, violence,
and liberalism, They-argue that many politicians are undercutting traditional

values. “We've had loo much change,’ they say. **What we need is a return to_*

the sound conservative priciples that made this country great, We need more
politicians who will'not meddle with the system and who will stop trying to do
for individuals what individuals should be doing for themselves."'

On the other end of the political spectrum, some folks maintain that there is
little of value to preserve in the United States. They feel that the system must
change rapidly if the country is to avoid the consequences of increasing
dissatisfaction and unrest that could conceivably lead to a revolution, “*There
is still much to be done,'" they counter, **so much, that we must have a new
politics and new politicians,”’

The concerns of those persons who appear (o have lost hope in our govern-
mental processes cannot be ignored. Certainly there is much to worry about,
Crises in international and domestic affairs are testing our political institutions
and politicians. Great pressures are being exerted toward making radical
changes (forward or backward) in our political system, These pressures are not

likely to diminish in the forseeable future,

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But radical transformations could cripple the United States. Attempts to
return to the politics of some earlier ‘‘golden’ age’ could have equally
disasterous consequences. What we need {san increased supply of democratic
noliticians who know how fo deal with changing circumstances and a public
which is more highly aware of issues and of politicians’ importance in the
political process. We need thorough education. We also need a change in ex-
isting attitudes about politicians and their roles in promoting democracy. Peo-
ple today (including students) fail to see both the essential humanity and
decency of many politicians and'the inescapable and essential functions they
perform. :

None of these ideas can be achieved overnight — or in a single election. But
despite the laments of critics, we must remain optimistic regarding the future
of American politics. ;

The system will survive because politicians dre being forced into helping to
maintain our political processes. And there will certainly be changes, because
the democratic politicians will' recognize that severe alterations are necessary
for the system’s suryvival. For democratic office holders, change is the only
constant factor, History has always shown that when elected officials choose

not to accomodate to changing circumstances, American democracy must
plunge into difficult days,

Pull Those Levers Hard

Even before the Watergate scandal heightened the nation’s drive to reform,
electoral change was in the air. Moved by a new activism, Congress had sought
to enlarge the enfranchisement of minorities, to facilitate voting by transients,
and to extent the right to persons between the ages of 18 and 21, Meanwhile,
the states had instituted an unprecedented number of presidential primaries
and had eased voter registration requirements, i

Yet, despite all these reforms, each new election year brings a dramatic drop
in voter turnout in the presidential election.

America’s electoral participation rate is easily the /owest among free
democratic countries, 56% of those eligible to vote actually pulled levers in the
last election, as compared to 80-90% in Australia, West Germany, Sweden,
and Finland, and 75% in Great Britain and Canada.

We are Lhe portrait of a democracy in which people do not vote.

While registration requirements do not appear to be the drag on voter tur-
noul that many had once maintained, public alienation, boredom, or inertia
seems much more important,

No, the choices are not very clear ar desirable in this, the 1980 election. Yet
it is essential that we exercise this valuable right on Tuesday and'that we focus
our attention and our optimism on the future,

And if there is a
national emergency we will be
mobilized together.""

She added, "*And whether or not
we'll go into combat is irrelevant
because the next war will be a highly
technological one, This question is
being used as a red herring.""

Abzug likened the women's
movement to & humanist movement
for change, She told the story of
Representative Millicent  Fenwick
(N.J.) out on the floor arguing in
favor of the ERA, being told by a
male representative that women
should be “*huggable, kissable, and
sweel smelling.'” Fenwick agreed,
saying she expecied the same of
men and that she hoped he wasn't
disappointed as often as she was.

As the audience cheered, she
said, “All my stories have a point,
And the point here is that women's
liberation means men's liberation.
It means that both sexes will share
cqually in creating a better society.

“Women want a chance 1o be in
the power structure Lo have some of
that power that has been (radi-
tionally alotted (o men, We have to
struggle and say to men 'You
haven't done that well with the
power you have'," said Abzug,

The Saxons held Cortland o a
low 54 plays last week, as opposed
to their own 78, *“‘which is a tribute
to their{Alfred’s) defense, but their
defense isn't on the field that
much,” Angelo continued, ‘‘so
they always have fresh people oul
there,"

.In order to try and stop Albany's
triple option, Alfred might bring
one of their deep safeties up on the
line outside for support on a pit-
chout. “One thing we're concerned
about is the inverted safety,"
Reynolds said, *‘That would oul-
number us on the corner." Bul
Reynolds commented that such a
switch would challenge Albany to
throw into a undermanned secon-
dary. "From what we've scen,
they've got poor pass drops,’"' he
said of the Saxon linebackers who
would be responsible for the short
zones where the Albany passing
game is concentrated. 'By looking
at them,"" Reynolds continued, “*we
can run our normal package.'

Washinglon (AP) Ronald Reagan
won the White House from Presi-
dent Carter Tuesday night in a
startling landslide that changed the
face of American government,
Carler promised Reagan his ** fullest
support and cooperation'' in the
transition (o Republican rule.

“I am not frightened by what lies
ahead,'" said the president-elect,
"and 1 don't believe the American
people are frightencd by what lies
ahead."

“Together, we're going o do
what has to be done,'" Reagan told
a victory rally in Los Angeles,
“We're going 1o put American back
to work again,'’

The polls were still open In the
west when Carter acknowledged
that his presidency was lnished —
an hour after telephoning Reagan in
Los Angeles to congratulate him on
victory.
