Rules Amendments

The Comptroller indicates that|

the new rules would elarify such
uncertalnty ns may exist with
respect to the legality of certain |
actions, particularly the situation |
in which a State employes on a
per diem allowance recelved re-
imbursement for lodging taken at
the home of a member of his
family. A new rule prohibits reim-
bursement for such lodging or for

Another new rule also makes
clear that granting of per diem
status will be made only In situa-
tions in which the per diem allow-
anece is less than the normal travel
The only ex-
ception to this rule will be for
members of Boards of Visitors,

nonsalaried persons engaged m
State service, In all Instances per
diem sohedules shall only be ap-
proved after written application

Two separnte Amalgamated lo-
eals have exclusive bargaining
rights In Queens and Staten Isl-
and, Between them they claim
around 1,500 members,

The United Transit Employees
Council, an independent organ-
fzntion made up of various
smuller groups, claims 12,000
members.

The other unions listed on the

A re-
port on the series of exhaustive
tests conducted by the Depart-
ment is expected shortly.

In addition to the tests on
VX-6 being conducted by the
Department of Sanitation, it was

Assessing the accomplishments
of the Assoclation mnd the public
smployee at the 18569 session of
the legislature Involves a variety
of factors and circumstances. If
we ignore all of the oclrcum-
stances which ond a direct bear-
ing on this particular session,
the results of 1859 legislation
pould probably only be deemed
passibly fair, Cn the other hand,
if all of the complicated factors
which were Inescapable ave con-
sidered, the results must be
deemed most successful,

This was not only the first
year, but
of a new administration, which
always malkes for greater diifl-
eulty In attnining executive sup-
port for a variety of measures
The new administration,
pourse, was not available to con-
fer with In detall until after
January 1st. Moreover, thers is n
natural and proper tendency
among these executives and their
assistants to feel thelr way along
rather carcfully before initinting
broad liberalizations and reforms,

But what of the legislature? !

Essentiglly, the legislature was
composed of the same personnsl
and leaders as for the past few
years (with the ‘eprettable ex-
geption of the Minority Leader

Summary of Session

A summary of the 1050 legis-
lature shows that it convened on
January 1, 1950; that the last
day to Introduct bills was Febru-
ary 17th, 1859; that the budget
passed on March 11th, 1850; and
that the legislature adjourned on
March 25th, 1059, 8215 bllls s
new record) weie introduced In
the legislatuse, and of this num-
ber 1202 hills passed both Houses,
The Governor signed B8O bills
into law, and vetoed 322, Ap-
proximately 100 fewer bills were
passed by the legisinture this
year than last, and approximately
100 fewer were signed into law
this year.

About 80 bills wers drafted, in-
troduced, supported, co-sponsored,
or endorsed by this Association.
Of these, 20 passed both Houses,
128 were signed and one was
vetoed. In addition, the Associa-
tion opposed three bills: which
pn.ssed both Houses and became
law, which will be commented on
jInter, and of course, opposed in-
numerable other bills which were
| not passed—did not become law.
Six other Associatien measures
passed one House of the legisia-
ture only. The remsinder of the
program was not passed, al-
though in several instances sub-
tatantially identie .1 legisintion
[ listed with the “Passed” bills was
pecomplished elther In whole or
in part.

above background, at least in the
opinion of the writer, this was
an extremely successful session.
For example, a salary inorease,
which will be discussed in detall
below, was achleved, much to the
surprise of many vetoran observ-
ers. Although the increase ac-
complished only about one-half
the increase that the facts and
figures baaring on state salaries
indicated, It
that the $20 million
INCrease was more money than
the total of all other inoreases
in the state budget which were
net mandated by prior law. The
guarantee of retention of no-loss

The legislative suthoriza-
tion for another opnortunity to
Join the Social Sesurity program
was of considerable significance
to many employees. The vexing
Albany parking problem was
recognized and legislation passed
authorizing the alleviation of this
problem. Whilse the two-year
death  benefit was not necom-
plished, the one-year death bene-
fit was made permanent and
therefore is constitutionally pro-
tected, The 65-year plan was re-
opened for those who had not
previously Joined, and a variety
of other bills of less general im-
portance were accomplished,
which will be discussed in detall
below.

The major alsappolntments at
the 1059 sesslon were the fallure
of the passage of legislation to
increase the retirement allow-
ance of retised members, the
fallure of legislation which would
sccomplish the long sought veste
ing program, and the lack of any

1959 SALARY BILLS

In approving the three salary
bills affecting the Judiclary, the

Legislature, and oth.r state em- |

ployees, Governor Rockefeller in
a brief message stated as followa:

“These bills provided for ur-
gently needed salary increases for
State employees, In the last two
years, the cost of living has in-
creased more than 5.5%, but our
State employees have roceived no
Increase In pay during this time,
Although every effort must be
made toward effecting cconomies
in the operations nf the State
government, it not only would
be Inequitable, hut false economy,
to deprive our State's loyal civil
servants of salary lncreases which
they Justly deserve. We should
seel always to attract and to
hold able, qualified people in the
service of the State., This ean
only be done by paying fair and
reasonable  compensation, The
bills are approved.”

The measure affecting all state
employees except the Legislature
and Judiciary became Chapler

Judiciary Increase

The salary increase for em-
ployees of the Judiciary is found
in Chapter 202 of the Laws of
1059, and simply stated, provides
an increase of 4% with a mini-
mum of $200 and a maximum of
8500, for all employees of the
Judiclary other than Judges and
Official Referees. (The Judiciary
Increase was reflected in  the
April 22 checks.)

The salary increase for legis-
lative employees constituted an
sppropriation of $160,000 for sal-
ary Increases for leglsintive em-
poyees in such amounts as may
be determined by the President
