Dr. Hartley Returns, 
Relates Experiences 

"I am very, very glad to be 

back," was one of the first things 

said by Dr. David Hartley who has 

just returned from two yea r s spent 

in Pakistan at the University of 

Panjab located in the city of La­

hore. He is resuming duties as 

Dean of Men, a position he held at 

the time he left. 

Ford Foundation Project 

Dean Har t ley 's trip was part 

of a Ford Foundation project; while 

on leave from State he was em­

ployed by the University of Chi­

cago. He worked with the Secre­

tary of Education on a committee 

prepar ing a p r o g r a m whereby 

standardized tests were organized 

and prepared. 

Dr. Hartley said that his duties 

while away were s imi lar to those 

at our own University. He served 

as advisor to students and also 

as an adminis t ra tor . 
Educational Differences 

While in Pakistan, Dr. Hartley 

noted that differences exist be­

tween our educational community 

and that of the University of Pan­

jab. There , everything depends 

upon one 's final examination r e ­

sults. As a result , students c ram 

heavily for finals. 

Traditional c lass rooms are 

geared so that permanent divisions 

exist in the room. Women sit on 

one side draped in full d r e s s gar­

ments , and men on the other. There 

Senate: 

is no dating between male and fe­

male students, nor do the sexes 

mix. Students often stage periodic 

s t r ikes — usually against exams. 

During their stay, the Hartley 

family became deeply involved in 

affairs in Pakistan. Mrs. Hartley 

was president of an American 

school. The three children at­

tended A m e r i c a n co-operative 

schools. 

Dr. Hartley commented upon 

his i m p r e s s i o n of Americans 

abroad. He feels that there is a 

high quality of Americans r ep re ­

senting the United States. 

Dean Hartley feels that there 

have been several changes during 

his two yea r s ' absence. Accord­

ing to him, the level of enthusiasm 

is much grea ter than ever before. 

There is a new spir i t of working 

together, both among and between 

students and faculty members . He 

also feels then; is a g rea te r matur­

ity and sophistication in the State 

student body. 
Off ice Pol icy 

As a final note, Dean Hartley 
stated policy of his office. He 
commented, "We feci that students 
are mature, and we can work so 
many things out cooperat ively." 
He also claims that students should 
be granted g rea t e r responsibility 
for many more things than they are 
now — part icularly on our new 
campus.

H. Hamilton announced his r e s ig ­

nation as the President of the 

State University of New York. He 

was appointed by the Board of 

Regents to the Presidency of the 

University of Hawaii, e f f e c t i v e 

January 1, 1963. 

Dr. Hamilton has served as 

the New York State University 

Pres ident since 1959. P r io r to 

that time he held the position of 

Vice President of academic affairs 

at Michigan State University in 

Fas t Lansing. 

Other Positions 

He has also been a Vice P r e s ­

ident of Chatham College in Pi t t s ­

burg, Pennsylvania, and has held 

teaching and administrative posts 

at the University of Chicago and at 

Lawrence C o l l e g e in Appleton, 

Wisconsin.

Old Story—New Look 
One of the first introductions an incoming fresh­

man has of State College regulations, life and tradi­
tion is through the Student Handbook, published annual­
ly by the Junior Class. We feel that this year 's 
publication deserves special recognition for both its 
service to the new entrant and its somewhat revised 
picture of student life. 

Revisions have always been sought among past 
Handbook staffs, but they have seldom been carried 
out to any great extent. The present Handbook makes 
an exception to this tiresome rule and keeps pace 
with State College's expanding scope. The sections on 
Camp Dippikill and the new campus are welcome ad­
ditions and might be continued as progress reports in 
future handbooks. 

Lists of Student Association position-holders have 
usually sufficed to acquaint the freshman with State 
College student government. The 1966 Handbook at­
tempts to add to past coverage. Cabinet positions have 
finally been explained and each group of class Sena­
tors is pictured. 

Dormitory regulations have been omitted in favor 
of a more colorful treatment of dormitory life. This 
added " rah- rah-ness" is more easily readable than 
page upon page of microscopic rules, and at the same 
time it accomplishes a similar purpose. 

Improvement, however, should not lead to com­
placency, and an exceptional Handbook does not provide 
an opening for stagnant future staffs. A growing 
college must be served by a growing publication. An 
early example of this realization is gratifying.

','•>. All p i c t u r e s will be taken on Sunday night o r before . 
4. Information for all news s t o r i e s must lie obtained and brought 

into the' News office on Sunday — except in unusual e a s e s . 
5. L e t t e r s to the e d i t o r will only be accepted on Sunday evening. 

These c o m m u n i c a t i o n s mus t be brought to the N e w s office 
and signed in the p r e s e n c e of the Kditor. Names may be with­
held upon reques t . 

If the above regu la t ions a r e not followed, m a t e r i a l will not be 
p l a c e d in the News.

In May of t h i s y e a r , Governor Nelson A. Rocke fe l l e r spoke to a 
group of b u s i n e s s m e n In Detro i t . He s t a t e d that the b u s i n e s s a t m o s ­
p h e r e c r e a t e d by h i s admin i s t r a t i on " h a s e n c o u r a g e d b u s i n e s s and 
indus t ry to inves t m o r e than $7 bi l l ion in new and expanded p l an t s in 
New York State s i n c e I [ Rocky] took o f f i c e . " 

The g o v e r n o r ' s office announced that it did not p o s s e s s a b r e a k ­
down of the f i gu re , but that the C o m m e r c e D e p a r t m e n t should be 
asked . 

Accord ing to a r e p o r t in the GlovtrMvlllt Leader-Herald, the 
C o m m e r c e D e p a r t m e n t s ta ted that the f igure i s only a g e n e r a l e s t i ­
ma te . 

The s o u r c e s for the e s t i m a t e w e r e s a id to be the F e d e r a l C e n s u s 
B u r e a u and the r e p o r t s of F . W. Dodge C o r p o r a t i o n , which k e e p s c a r e ­
ful watch of the c o n s t r u c t i o n indus t ry . 

The D e p a r t m e n t of C o m m e r c e s p o k e s m a n a l so s t a t ed that no 
f igures of th is s o r t w e r e kept before 1959. He s t a t ed that the new 
f igures from the C e n s u s Bureau were not ye t ava i l ab le . 

The l a t e s t ava i l ab le f igures were then taken f rom a 1958 r e p o r t . 
A pro jec t ion of the 1958 f igures lead the off ic ia ls to be l i eve that 
app rox ima te ly two bi l l ion do l l a r s have been spent each y e a r on new 
and expanded p l a n t s . 

Rockefe l le r used the figure of s evenb i l l i on to show that the " b u s i ­
n e s s c l i m a t e " had improved furing h i s a d m i n i s t r a t i o n . 

Unfor tunate ly , h i s f igures a r e based on a " p r o j e c t i o n " of f igures 
obta ined for the l a s t y e a r of the H a r r i m a n a d m i n i s t r a t i o n . 

In 1958 Mr. H a r r i m a n e x p r e s s e d h i s view that the federa l gove rn ­
ment was r e s p o n s i b l e for any minor l ag in the S t a t e ' s economy. 
Mr. Rockefe l le r sa id that the s ta te had to b e a r the full weight of 
r e spons ib i l i ty for the ma jo r sag in the economy of the s t a t e . 

In 1962, Mr . Rockefe l l e r is e x p r e s s i n g his v iews that the federa l 
government is be ing m i s m a n a g e d and is r e s p o n s i b l e for ou r sagg ing 
economy. Mr. Rockefe l le r p r e t ends that the economy of New York 
State is b e t t e r than that of the nation as a whole . 

In s e v e r a l ways , New Y o r k ' s economy is in w o r s e than a v e r a g e 
shape . Na t ion-wide , 63 pe rcen t of the unemployed a r e the so le o r 
p r i m a r y s o u r c e s of income for a family. New Y o r k ' s p e r c e n t a g e is 
h igher than the n a t i o n ' s a v e r a g e .

T h i s 
type of f i lm, m o r e often than not 
c o n c e r n e d with s o m e c r i m i n a l 
ac t iv i ty , i s a dec ided ly difficult 
k ind to p r o d u c e success fu l ly . 

It i s the B r i t i s h who s e e m to 
have c o r n e r e d the m a r k e t , for no 
o t h e r c o u n t r y h a s p roduced even a 
few w e l l - d o n e a t t e m p t s . T h e B r i t -
i sh , h o w e v e r , have been supplying 
t h e m r e g u l a r l y . 

A Motfrr of Who, a film r e ­
cen t ly at the D e l a w a r e T h e a t e r , 
w a s one such p i c t u r e . It mixed , 
in n e a r l y equa l p a r t s , smooth ly 
done comedy with an effectively 
p u z z l i n g and occas iona l ly s u s -
penseful c h a s e . 

Oddly enough the chase was 
not , b a s i c a l l y , of a c r i m i n a l n a ­
t u r e . Ins tead , it conce rned the 
e f fo r t s of a r e p r e s e n t a t i v e of the 
U . N . ' s World Health Organ iza t ion 
to t r a c k down a dange rous s m a l l ­
pox c a r r i e r . 

T e r r y - T h o m a s p o r t r a y s the 
i n v e s t i g a t o r in a much more s u b ­
dued s ty le than he has o r d i n a r i l y 
used .

C o n c e r n i n g the ef­
fo r t s of a G e r m a n P.O.W, c a m p ' s 
i n m a t e s to help a top s c i e n t i s t 
e s c a p e i t s conf ines , this p i c t u r e 
a l so m i x e s comedy and s u s p e n s e 
wel l . 

J u s t as Who was dominated by 
T e r r y - T h o m a s , Party b o a s t s 
J a m e s R o b e r t s o n J u s t i c e . The 
po r t l y a c t o r h a s a field day as the 
s c i e n t i s t — a genius who knows it.

Horn. This is a wild take off on 
Scotland Yard ; it r eun i t e s P e t e r 
S e l l e r s and Spike Mulligan, old 
r ad io c r o n i e s from the B.B.C. 

They run the show with S e l l e r s 
playing two r o l e s , a s well as ac t ­
ing as n a r r a t o r , and Mulligan in 
t h r e e r o l e s . The p ic tu re is a 
m i x t u r e of one - l i ne jokes , sight 
gags and a l m o s t eve ry th ing e l s e . 
Though it occas iona l l y loses the 
t h r e a d of i ts plot and c a r e s noth­
ing for c h a r a c t e r deve lopment , the 
film has one g rea t advantage — it 
i s h i l a r i o u s .

Counselors Hold Orientation, 
Parents Attend Social Hour 

Once again Albany has survived the near-catas­
trophe of frosh weekend and may now settle down to 
its 118th year of scholarly endeavors. For three days 
NYSUA was embroiled in the fun, noise, and rigor of 
getting 750 energetic and inquisitive freshmen started 
on their college careers. 

It was a unique weekend in that an orientation 
program had been set up for the counselors themselves. 
Arriving two days before the frosh, the counselors 
were treated to a smorgasboard at Herbert's Restau­
rant. It was then on to the business of preparing 
themselves for the fast approaching stampede of future 
beanie-toters. 

Frosh Arrive 
Even before the scheduled opening of registration 

at 11 AM, the frosh began to drift in, and from 11 until

Dr. Thorne Evaluates Weekend 
Dr. Thorne, Director of the 

School of Freshman Studies, and 
the man in whose lap the responsi­
bility for Frosh W e e k e n d was 
thrown, felt that "besides a few 
minor mechanical flaws Hie week­
end went along very smoothly." 

He pointed out that the most 

annoying of these flaws was the 
mix-up in getting the frosh to meet 
with their advisors. Apparently 
rooms which had been scheduled 
for these meetings were found to be 
involved in Graduate Registration 
Saturday morning. 

"The greater emphasis on the 
academic aspect of college life 
during the weekend was very suc­
cessful ," he commented. "It was 
the first year that the freshmen 
were able to meet faculty advisors 
before the start of the academic 
y e a r . " 

Dr. Thorne also felt that some 
way should be found to get the 
faculty in our whole weekend. 

".More of the women faculty 
members should stay in the dorms 
during the weekend and I would like 
to see the frosh-faculty volleyball 
games at next year ' s outing." 

Parent's Social Hour Lauded 
I he fashion show and parents 

social hour were pointed as the 
most important features oi the 
three day program. He commented 
that "it gave the parents a chance 
to meet the administration and 
faculty, and gave the administra­
tion a chance to give the parents 
an idea of what to expect and not 
to expect of their sons and daugh­
t e r s . " 

\ e i l Brown oi the Student 

Personnel Office pointed out the 
" top flight organization" and the 
fact that the f r o s h counselors 
seemed so well prepared. 

"The freshmen were espe­
cially energetic and vibrant," he 
pointed out, "and the counselors 
did a great job in getting them to 
mix and take part in the various 
activities." 

The counselors seemed unan­
imous in their feeling of satisfac­
tion concerning the weekend, and 
especially in the new counselor 
orientation program. 

"By coming back a few (lays 
ear ly ," one counselor commented, 
"we got a chance to meet all the 
old classmates, let off a little 
steam, and get organized before 
tlie frosh arrived." 

Freshmen comments ranged 
from "...too tight a schedule" to 
"I t was great . ." For the most 
part the beamed Statesmen were 
enthusiastic in their appraisal of 
the jam-packed three days. One 
cute frosh girl went so far as to 
say, "I loved it!!" 

Many of these first year stu­
dents expressed the feeling that 
after going through this year ' s 
Frosh Weekend they were ex­
tremely glad that they had chosen 
our "haven of higher education" 
as their University.
