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Viet Vet Alleged Traitor

BANGKOK, THAILAND U. S. Marine Robert R.
Garwood flew out of Vietnam and headed home Thursday
after 13 years behind a curtain of secrecy in that war-torn

. land. He may face charges of collaboration with the enemy in

the United States. Pfe. Garwood, 33, of Greensburg, Ind.,
refused totalktoreporters onarrivalat Bangkok airportona
regularly scheduled Air France flight from Ho Chi Minh
City, formerly Saigon. He later was flown aboard a U. S.
military transport to Okinawa, where he is to remain for a
few days, In Washington, Marine spokesman Lt. Col. Art
PBrill said allegations against Garwood are being studied to
determine whether there should be a court martial, He said
the allegations include soliciting American combat forces to
throw down their weapons and refuse to fight; attempting to
cause insubordination; disloyalty and refusal of duty among
fellow prisoners of war; suspicion of desertion in time of war;
unlawful dealings with the enemy, and misbehavior while a
prisoner of war. If tried and convicted of all charges, Brill
snid, Garwood could be sentenced to death. But he noted
there have been no executions of Marines before the turn of
the century, He said Garwood was advised of the allegations
and his rights. There was no elaboration on the allegations,
but the Marine Corps said some former POWs are amongthe
sources of information. Garwood, thin and about six feet
tall, wore sunglasses and had a flower in the buttonhole of his
sports shirt as he got off the commercial jetliner here and was
escorted through the crowd of reporters by U. S. Consul
Andrew Antippas. The official later told reporters, “I told
him that his lawyer doesn't want him to talk." The Marine
Corps said investigation into the allegations will follow
medical processing at Kuwae U, S, Naval Hospital on
Okinawa and that “a debriefing is also planned” some time
next week.

Moynihan: KGB In UN .

WASHINGTON (AP) The United Nations ison the verge of
“domination” by Soviet spies, Sen. Daniel Patrick
Moynihan, D-N.Yi, a former U, N. ambassador, told a
House subcommittee Thursday. But Andrew Young, the
current U. S. ambassador to the United Nations, disagreed,
saying, *1 don't think there's any increase in Soviet influence.
[ don't think there's any danger of anybody's agents
dominating the United Nations.” Moynihan said the United
Siates should use every means available to pressurc the
Soviet Union to remove agents of the KGB, the Soviet
intelligence service, from the personnel roster of the United
Nations. Young answered that when the EBI can prove
Soviet agents are using U. N, cover, those agents are either
expelled or arrested and prosecuted. Moynihan and Young
commented at a House hearing of the subcommittee on
international organizations which is considering proposals
{o alter the United Nations, Moynihan said he had no reform
proposals 1o make, but he did have comments and
complaints, “The Soviets have been placing KGB agents in
the secretariat in direct violation of Article 100 of the United
Nations Charter,” Moynihan said. The article proyides that
the international civil service of the United Nations will be
strictly neutral in all political issues; As evidence, Moynihan
cited the arrest by the FBI on espionage charges of two Soviet
members of the U, N. secretariat, They were accused of
paying $16,000 for secret U, S, Navy antisubmarine warfare
documents. Both were convicted and later sentenced to 50
years imprisonment each,

State Budget In Flux

ALBANY, NY (AP) Goy. Hugh Carey and the legislative
leaders met for two hours of budget negotiations yesterday,
but apparently madelittle progress towards resolvinga series
of disputes which must be settled before the proposed $12.7
billion budget can be passed. Republicans and Democrats
alike came out of the meeting saying there were still
disagreements over tax cuts, school financing, state aid to
local governments and other issucs. The most serious of the
budget disputes — over a bid to force & cutoff of Medicaid
funding of abortions for poor women — is largely out of the
hands of Carey and the top leaders anyway, because they all
apose a cutoff, A rank-and-file movement over thw abortion
issue is widely expected to hold up passage of parts or all of
the budget past the start of the new fiscal year next Sunday,
April 1, Carey, just back from an unnounced trip to Florida,
made another pitch for the budget pan as he presented it in
February — including a modest new tax cut, a cut in state
revenue-sharing aid to local governments, and a
redistribution of state school aid to benefit poorer districts.

Pope Goes To Poland

| WARSAW, POLAND (AP) Pope John Paul Il and Polish
Communist Party leader Edward Gierck will meet when the
pontiff visits Poland in June, a church source here said
Thursday, Rumors of a meeting between Gierek and the
Polish-born pope have circulated here for months. Gierek
paid a visit to Pope Paul V1at the Vatican in 1977, a meeting
that resulted in vastly improved church-state relations in
communist and overwhelmingly Roman Catholic Poland,
The church source, who declined to be named, said the pope
and Gierek would probably meet in Warsaw's reconstructed
royal castle. During his June 2-10 visit, the pope will be the
state guest of President Henryk Jablonski. Polish bishops
began a two-day conference Wednesday at which they were
10 discuss details of the visit, Vatican emissary Archbishop
i Agostino Casaroli flew to Poland Thursday to discuss with
| officials of the Polish church and government final
arrangements for the papal visit, which will take Pope John
Paul 11 to Warsaw, Gniezno, Czestochowa, and his former

Simultaneously, several male
students seated in the back of the cafeteria also began flinging

Pandemonium then broke out as the students were
bombarded by food. One student said, “It was like a mini
‘Airport '77, people were running around screaming, hiding
under tables and running out of the cafeteria,® As the fight
continued, chairs were overturned, salad dressing, cottage
cheese and spaghetti sauce was sprayed over the newly
painted walls, and the UAS employees stood in awe. The

Although the fight lasted a brief one to two minutes, the

Central Council has reconsidered
and once again defeated a proposed
bill that would prevent PLO member
and Permanent Observer to the

U.N.,, Zehdi Labib Terzi from
speaking for payment.

A substitute bill was proposed by
Central Council member Cindy
Greisdorf which suggested that an
admission charge be used to fund the
speaker rather than student tax.

Greisdor{’s proposal did not meel
the regulations of the Finance
Policy, which states that any event
must be paid for by An
appropriated line and not by
incoming funds.

Tailor Says Inflation Hits Hard

From his small tailor shop sunkin
below the street level on State Street,
Joe Amore was telling a visitor why
he thought a raise in SUNY tuition
was justified. Up the hill a bit,
speeches blared from microphones
urguing the opposite viewpoint and
scant echoes of the powerful voices
drifted into the shop like the sound
of a plane far away,

“Well maybe the amount of the
rise is a too much,” he said througha
deep Italian accent Wednesday
afternoon. “From what you say that
be u 20 percent rise and that too
much, But n lower rise would be
okay. 1 feel sorry for the kids and all
but inflation, it hit us all and
everybody gotta shareityou know."

Amore seemed suddesnly
interested in the subject and he
hurriedly grabbed a piece of paper
and began to mix figures, Towards
the back of the shop an older man
with slick silvery hair sat in an ok
chair, He was busy sewing a blue
pair of pants. Theshop wasempty of

customers and the bright sun outside
sent two streaks of light through the
faded windows that split the shop
and illuminated the dust,

“l don't know what you mean,”
the silver-haired man said. “1 no
been out since this morning, 8
o'clock it was. Peoplealways yelling
up there, Something new everyday.
One day this, next day that, My boy
was a real-smart and he went to
famous school at New Haven for
free. I know nothing else about this
stuff.”

A man, tall and stocky, entered
the shop and placed his grey jacket
on the counter and asked Amore to
repair the hole on the right sleeve,
After customer and merchant had
exchanged a few remarks over the
price, Amore took the jacket, hungit
up overhead and flipped through the
pages of a black-covered price
booklet.

“You see here, " Amore said,
pointingto a $21.50 sign crossed out
infavor of a $23,50 price, *Last year
I could give it to him for the lower

price but now | gotta charge higher.
You know the problem with the
inflation is everybody wanta too
much, They want TV's and vacuums
and this and that, prices, they have to
go up lor everything,"

The customer said he has two kids
in the SUNY system and he would
rather see the increase dropped but
he said if it passed he'd payit, he had
no choice. *Listen it stinks all over,"
he'said while leaving, “I'm a poor
slob trying to make a living and pay
bills and you're a poor slob trying to
pay for college; you just can't win."

While a new speaker addressed the
crowd up the block and proclaimed,
“Maybe Governor Carey doesn't
hear us when he goes out and spends
1,4 million for & new helicopter,”
Amore returned to a workbench. He
took out a razor blade and
sharpened a slab of white chalk to
make a clearer mark on the coat. He
was told that Carey had promised to
keep tuition stagnant,

“Then he simply a liar,” Amore
continued, “The politicians they all

speak about the cost of the Iranian
speaker,

ALE Is For SUNYA Co-op Life

This is the second in a series of
articles on different living
environments available to the on-
campus student. The series will also
inchide the Wellington and Pittman
Hall,

Dorm residents in Pierce Hall and
the top two floors in Dutch Quad's
Stuyvesant Tower label their dorm
WALE' (Alternate Living
Environment) instead of the quict
dorm of quiet section,

Pierce, the oldest of the downtown
dorms built in 1935, has been called
the “Quiet Dorm" for four years.
Although years ago it was a graduate
dorm, Pierce is now made up of
about 100 mostly undergraduate
residents, According to Director of
Residences John D, Welty, a
propesal for next year may make the
first floor of Brubacher Hall a quiet
section and Pierce a regular dorm.
Welty said this has not yet been
approved,

Pierce is an ALE dorm because it
follows the *precepls of cooperative
living," according to Alumni Quad
Coordinator Liz Radko, " There is
cooperation among dorm residents

concerning quiet living regulations,”
Radko said,

Similar to the alternate living
¢nvironment in Indian Quad's 4+2,
Pierce is self-governed by the dorm
residents. There are Towne Meetings
once every 3 or 4 weeks. A ten
wnember Towne Hall Council meets
once i week to plan dorm activities
and to manage financial affairs. The
body of Towne Hall Council
changes cach semester, There is a
judicial board which handles such
matters concerning the rules and
regulations of courtesy hours when
the dorm must be quiet.

Alexis Kriedman, a transfer
student who requested to live in
Pierce claimed she is happy there.
‘People are cooperative here,"”
Kriedman said, “although it's not as
quiet as I'd like it to be,” She said the
dorm is quiet compared to other
dorms.

Bill Newman, a sophomore and
Pierce resident for two years said, *1
love itl I wouldn't live anywhere else
except off campus” Newman also
agreed that the dorm is quiet and
cooperative, “There is a ot of spirit,
We're like a family."

Freshman Rhonda Tompkins and
sophomore Mario Genevese are
happy with the dorm although they
did not choose to live there, *It's not
quiet but it's not that noisy,” said
Tompkins, “1 want to live here next
year,"

Pierce's only study lounge aptly
called the Pine room because of its
freshly pine paneled walls is most
definitely a place which lures one
into studying, The orangy-yellow
walled room is quaintly decorated
with a large, round table, desks and
chairs, an old-fashioned loveseat,
and five or six lamps or lights both
stationary and hanging. A 1927
portrait of Anne Picrce hangs from
one of the pine walls, The study
lounge has just the right atmosphere
for reading & book or perusing
through notes. Freshman Seth
Miller said, *This is one place where
everyone in the dorm knows to be
quiet."

In the basement of the dorm a
hubbub of young children playing
and having a good time can be heard.
This is the Pierce Hall Day Care
Center run by parents and teachers,

Unlike the contented Pierce Hall
residents who feel “like a family,” the
students on the 20th and 21st floors
of Stuyvesant Tower are dissatisfied
with ALE, John Brown, a transfer
student from the 20th floor said ALE
in the Tower “is not a good idea,
People don't get together, We can't
get a party together here, [ think we

should do away with ALE. The idea
of people being pals is not true,”
Brown, a8 well as many other ALE
Tower residents, did not request to
live in the ALE section, “A lot of

section meeting. The RA suggests
activities to each suite at the meeting.
“The RA is part of ALE" said
Brown. “She gets everyone going.”
Although the RA initiates activities,

Towne Meetings are held once
every two weeks, Brown said each
suite acts as chairman in turn at the

Pierce and 4+2, dorm residents make
decisions on financial matters and
dorm activities.

“We are going to submil next
week a budget amendment to insure
the fact that there will be no tuition
increase,” Flanagan said.

The State Legislature faces an
April | deadline for the amendment
and approval of the Governor's
proposed 1979-1980 budget, which
leaves SUNY lacking a $9.1 million
in appropriations to meets its fiscal

requirements.

Flanagan did not specify how
SUNY’s budget deficit for the
upcoming fiscal year would be met if
the tuition increase is not enacted.

Senate Finance Committee
Ranking Member Abraham
Bernsiein (D-Bronx) told the crowd
that he has introduced a bill in the
Senate which would prohibit any
“present or future” tuition increases
for SUNY students,

“Twenty-seven Senators have
joined me in that legislation,
legislators representing both
political parties,” Bernstein said,
Senator Carl McCall (D-
Manhattan) said that the Senators
will *do all in our power to put
money into the budget to avoid a
tuition increase.”

Student Association of the State
University (SASU) President Steve
Allinger said that Governor Carey
was partly to blame for the possible
tuition hike for 91,886 SUNY
students, The demonstrators
responded by taking up the chant
“We want Carey," only to be told
later that the Governor was out of
the state for the day.

The rallying students fanned out
ncross the Capitol lawn to take part
in the demonstrations, some
climbing atop the statue of General
Sheridan to unfurl a yellowing 48-
star flag.

Same attending remained passive
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at the fringes of the crowd and took
advantage of the afternoon’s
sunshine and 60 degree temperature,
Others capitalized on the militant
atmosphere and distributed political
magazines and pamphlets,

Several Five Quad Ambulance
Volunteers dispersed through the
crowd during the afternoon
gathering, but the demonstrators
were peaceful and there were no
injuries reported.

The 1980 presidential elections are not
exactly around the corner yet.

The
major contenders for the bid scem to be
Connally, Baker, Reagan, and Ford.
Announced contenders such as Rep. Crane,
George Bush, and Senator Lowell Weickerdo
not have the wide support necessary o win the
nomination this time around. The publicity
and exposure garnered now will probably aid in
Vice-Presidential possibilities or a 1984 run.
These same factors weigh against a relative
unknown, though potentialy strong
candidate, Governor James Thompson. It
looks like the bid will go to one of the four
“heavies.” President Ford, while very well-
Jiked and respected, does not generate the
same enthusiasm as his rivals, He seems to
have given up the idea of running in the

primaries, and if he seeks the nomination at
all, W will be a result of a deadiocked

convention, It is questionable whether Ford is
willing to give up the lecture/golf life, and risk
problems with his wife who has publicly urged
him not to run, As for Ronald Reagan, he is
without doubt the current favorite. He has
been running since the last election and has
already secured the support of the large right-
wing faction of his party. He also has built upa
large campaign chest which should prove
invaluable once the primaries begin. However,
one must remember Reagan's two major
drawbacks: The first is his ultra-conservative
stance, and the other is his age, Although the
former could work in his favor in light of the
new “conservative mood™ of the country, his
extreme stance could cause moderates to
abandon the Republicans in favor of a more
middle-of-the-road Democrat, As for the

latter, his age must certainly be considered
when choosing the nominee. Though he looks
years younger, Reagan will be seventy-one at
the time of the inaugurationin 1981. He would
be the oldest president ever elected. This is
certainly more of a drawback than has yet
been realized, Senate Minority Leader
Howard Baker is aninteresting candidate. His
liberal views have endeared him to the party's
left-wingers but antagonized the larger right-
wing. His strong performance during the
Watergate hearings is certainly an impressive
point in his favor. Mrs. Baker had drinking
problems but this shouldn't affect Baker at
this stage of the game. One thing very muchin
his favor; his pragmatism, as exemplified by
his support of such liberal-minded issues as
the Panama Canal treatics, might siphon
disenchanted democratic votes from a
moderate incumbent. Baker's liberal
republicanism probably makes him the most
electable of the bunch, especially against a
president in trouble with his own party.
Former Texas Governor John Connally is
charismatic, popular, and an excellent
campaigner. He also was indicted during the
milk scandal in 1973, While later cleared of
these charges, this, along with his well-
publicized party switch, is still a mark on his
record. Connally's best betis being selected as
a compromise candidate, coming between
Reagan's conservatism and Baker's liberalism.

Now for the Democrats, Can Carter's bid
for 1 ination be contested? Looking at
the possible contenders, the answer is, not
likely, Senator Kennedy, it is believed, can

have the nomination if he wants it. While this
is in itsell doubtful, he also would be unwise to
seek the nomination at this time and risk the
alienation of the party regulars, and a divided
party. Heisstill young, and he has just become
the chairman of the very powerful Senate
Judiciary Committee. His best bet is to wait
until 1984, put Chappiqudick a few more years
hehind, continue to speak out as the *voice of
liberalism,” and use his new chairmanship to
get the most out of the next five years. We may
someday have another President Kennedy,
but not in 1980. Senator Adlai Sievenson
doesn’t have a chance and he knows it, Rather,
he must also be seen as running for 1984 or for
a future Vice-Presidential bid. Governor

Brown is still an enigma. He remains a

formidable candidate as long as he staysin the

This plan was rejected because it
would ‘reduce the General Fund
form $41,000 to 11,000, “Each time
this fund is depleted, there is little
chance of replenishingit. We want to
hold on to as much of the General
Fund as possible,” Ruffo said, He
also claimed that this plan wis
rejected because it would threaten
