CRIMSON .Jm WHITE ORG.iNIZED 
IN 1904 ..S SENIOR HlOi PiĴ ER 

(This article hc.s been written 
after research by Virginia Tripp and 
Elizabeth Simmons.) 

In 1904, when Milne High School 
was located OQ VVillott Street, the 
first CRB/ISON x.ND vvHITE staff was 
organized, as a paper for the senior 
high school. When the school burned 
down during the Christmt.s holidays of 
1905, all records of the beginning of 
the CRIMSON i.ND WHITE wore lost. 

The first editorial staffs were 
self-perpetuatii'jg. School spirit 
alone was responsible for the publi-
cation of the paper. There were at 
first two students v;ho served as 
editor-in-chief; later the number v̂fas 
reduced to one. There was a special 
editor for each department, în un-
written law provided th;..t a senior be 
the editor-in-chief. 

The first issues of the CRIMSON 
WHITE v̂ êre enclosed in a standard-

ized cover, with alternatint,i roa and 
white designs. In every annual 
issue was printed a picture of the 
editorial staff. 

The publication of the CRIMSON 
avND WHITE has never been discontinued 
from the time of the first edition— 
thirty years
