CRIMSON «~ND WHITE ORGANIZED
IN 1904 .S SENIOR HIGH Pu.PER

(This article his been written
after research by Virginia Tripp and
Elizabeth Simmens.)

In 1904, when Milne High Scheol
wes located on Willett Street, the
first CRIMSON .ND WHITE stuff was
orgenized, as o peper fer the senior
high school. When the schcol burned
down during the Christmas holidcys of
19056, all recorlds cf the beginning of
the CRIMSON ..ND WHITE were loste

The first editericl staffs were
self-perpetucting. Scheol spirit
clone was respcnsible for the publi-
caotion of the paper. There were at
first two students who served as
editor-in-chief; later the number was
reduced to cne. There was o special
editor for ecch department. an un-
written lew provided thict a senior be
the editor-in-chief,

The first issues ¢f the CRIMSON
.ND WHITE were enclosed ir a standcrd-
Tzcad cover, with alterncting rec and
white designs. In every anuual
issue wos printed a picture of the
editorial stoff.

The publicatior of the CRIMSON
oND WHITE hes never becn discontinued
Trom the time c¢f the first edition--
thirty yecrs ¢gC.
