1927. The alr is warmer than it has been, and the mlldness makes us
think of spring, though we know well that eold and rain are stb1ll in
gtore before the gumnmer. :

The old year ig gone, We were im prayer-meeting here when the
moment passed, or at least our clocks and watches sald twelve o'clock.
1926 wag some year in our emall lives! I am sure I would never choose
freely to go through the agltatliom and unrest, and particularly the
horrors of warfare, but take 1t from me I would not choose to be 1n
America when days like these are Pamﬁing in the Orient. Look up agalin
the quotations in your Bashford ("ohina, an interpretation?) and you

will realize that these are tremendous days. Certalnly clvilization in |

the Orlent will be advanced tremendously Af/d//téALE, or else a
reversal equlvalent to several centurles will result. At present the
final issue hs abgolutely unclear., The immediate outlook lg dark, but
for the final outcome many very hopeful factors are already in evldence.

We ourgelves are living in peace and gquiet and carrying on our
d@ally work each day as usual. It is strange to me that we have been
left alonme so long, but I ascept it with profound grabtitude and try to
put In each day a solld day of accomplishment. We hear of wild happe-
nings in other places, but we have been able to carry on much as in

“the haleyon days gone by, I judge, forever. Furthermore I have seen no
indication to the contrary but that this situation will continue, go far
ag we are concerned. _

The New Year wag quiet here. Near us a few folks fired flrecracker
but we expect that celebration of this kind will be heard more at the
old~gtyle New Year for gome years Lo come. Thls year that 18 on Feb. 2,
a month Trom today. In offieclal clreles for some years the New Year
has been celebrated om Jan. lst, and now they are stricter then ever,
but it will take more than official pronunciamentos to make the country
folk change. It seemg to be plain conservatism and inertia asserting
ltgelf.

My work in the school has been the gource of very great satlsfac-
tion to me. The boys are interested, awake and responsive. They work
hard and are evidently trying to make up all they can for the time
lost in the fall. It is a pleagure to work with them.

Last night I finlghed the Hospital report for the year, and have
only to incorporate the effects of criticliemg I lnvéted from a group
who met last night to hear it. The finlshing of thils report brings ne
nearly to the end of the work I have to do in conneetlon with the hog-
pital. Wor two weeks I have been glving half an hour a day (nominally)
to the hogpital, and will keep 1t up until I have cleared off all that
la left.,

. We are all in good health., No letters have come from you since
lagt Sunday, so there must be gome in 800.
Love to all
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tella has put away somewhere go that T can not look up the date.
We are delighted to hear from you right along nearly every week, but
gorry that you report letters much more irregular golng to you from us.
The past week hasg been quiet. . Not much doing excepht our trangfer
from fresh milk to tlmned. Our cows dlsappeared between gunday night
and Monday morning, and although we could trace them for a mile or so,

rewards offered, we have made up our mind that they are gone for good.
Thig mekes three cows thab have )left our employ' since Sept. let.
Johneon's cattle are shill here except one calfl that was wounded durlng
the flghting and died or was killed, I forget which. Our entire herd
s gone, but they were a nulsgance to care for anyways

We keep hearing reports of trouble all around us, but we are as
usual here, continuing our work, There ls a great deal of antl-British
agitation and apparently the Britlsh Consul at Kiukiang has ordered his

commigsioner snd hig wifie and a guest staying her'e for a whlle. The
Commissioner has been transferred, however, and lg leaving soon for his
new post, and an American ls tLo come here, we are told. AlLL forelgn

employees held a meeting and parade yesterday. When our gervantsg returne

they told us that it had been declded to make exorbitant demands of all
employers im Nanchang except Americans, and that they/wéfé British and
Japanese are to be driven out. Bome time ago they had presented us
with demandg fer a five dollar increase per month per gervant, and we
had offered two, upon which they asked for three instead of five, to
which we agreed. Yesterday they declded to make mo further demands on
Americans except that we do hot reduce the number we employ im each
nousehold. When drug~store employees, for instance, are demanding bthat
their 5 or 7 dollar wage b@inmr@aS@d to {80, we are perhaps not belng

diseriminated against! It seems clear to us that such demands ag emplo~ |

yeeg, in the clty are presenting are merely a method to drive out the
propletorg.

Another fnteresting item from the servanbs' tale was that when they |

gtarted out they all axmed themgelves with spears (impromptu affalrs, I
suppose, made of poleg). In the meeting the soldlersg came in and took
part by severely reprimanding them for the matter of the spears and
warning them never to pull off such a gtunt again. Appagently, too, the
subhorities dictabed the lemient pawtd of thelr actlon. Personally, in
our own housge we are on good termg with the servants, but they are like

nave heen behind this particular unlon as agltators are being curbed
by the mone too gentle hands of the soldiers themgelves ls certalnly
surprising and also hopeful.. However I do not yet understand the
reason back of the gpears yesterday unless 1t was to execute goeraelion
on servante who are gbtill unwilling to join the unlon. Last btime they
used ropes ag arguments. What next? .

We are told that Nanchang is now the real center of the Nationalist
government im China. Wuchang, Hankow and Hanyang are to be made into

You can see that we are busy here. There ls no monotony and
bameness about missionary life in Nanghang nowadays, We are all well.

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The balmy smily weather we have been having seems to hﬁge.
changed into typical winter, wet eold and dlsagreaable. Thig 1sg tHS
weather in which people like to hibernate, rather than clear snowy
weather such as the York Btate winters.

We wonder what mews you have been getting these days from the
Orient. The papers which have reached us have been full of gsecare-heads,
and it ‘makes us wonder what can be the impression broadcasted ln America |
as to conditionse here. 8o far as we are concerned we are still pergonall;
very much at peace. 8o far as we can tell not an atom of difference has
come to pass except the effect on ourselves of learning what 1s going on
in other places. The tale of facte and the string of comments on the
Hankow and Kiuklang incidents will be stale news by the time this reaches
you, but it must be clearly remembered that Britain won a vigtory of
very great importance by retiring at Hankow without firing a ghot. As
long as future developments grow along the lines of negotiation ingtead
of veprisals we are perfectly safe. The alarming feature to ug is the
newg of warships beilng hurried to China by America. LI Awmerica decides
to use strong~arm methods and 'clean up for them' as Americans like to
say, then we become fuglitivesg, I fear. The China Pregs propoges a
benevolent nrotectorste by America in China until the country 1ig set-
tled, but I venture the opinion that thls will not be acceptable to the
Nationalishbe nor Lo any other Chinege. Considerable light of understan-
ding came to me when I was told that these folke have been studylng _
revolutlong in other countries with a view to adopting similar methods
here to those which have proved successful elsewhere., Thinklng alaong
thoge lines I seem to disecern now a history unfolding like thek of recent
years in Mexico. If we understand the maln lines of effort and sympa-
thize with the ailmg of Matlonallsts to rule thélr own country, there 1ig
1o more resson for our being dlsturbed than has evidenced 1ltgelf in the
recent estetus of Methodism In Mexlco. We hear that our famllies. at
Kiukiang have all left the city for Bhanghal and most of the slngle
women. This does not necegsarily mean that we shell have to clear out.
Proximity to the concesglons (former concesslons?) is not likely to be
the quietest place for foreigners now. As I sald before there 1s not
here sufficlent local reason for our doing mnything but gtaying right on
the Jjob.

, Letters came from Northville snd lLathan this past week., Our mall
not only comes regularly but we are beginning to have two deliverles a
day. ALl lineg of communication are open bHo Nanchang now. Economlc
conditions in the city are, perhaps, a bilt more settled. Work on '
tearing down the city wall hag stopped, they say becauge of 50¢ per day
pay demanded by each laborer for 8 hours loafing. However, we can
cross the wall freely day or night, and that means something. Our work
1s going on precisely. as usual. In fact It 1g a Little hard for us to
eredlt 21l these haps elsewhere. The Johnsons, except W.R., the Zehubert
and Mise Baker leave goon, I believe, for furlough.

We are all well and send love. 0, I forgot. Clella ig packing a
gultcase. T told her that I will pay her way to America if she wants to
go, but I do not care to go myself. Whether or not ghe goeg remaing to

be geen.

In spite of the prognosticationg of gloom which were
In our letters last week, we are gtlll here on the job and, so far asg
we can tell, in much the same clrcumgtances ag before, or, if any
change has been made locally it hag been for the better. Nanchang seems
to be an oagls for us, and we are quite content to have it go.

This is not to say that nothing has happened. Our Kiukiang folks
have pretty well skiddooed, we understand, for points down river. There
ls a lot of nervousness in many migsionary cireles, gince no one quite
knows what may havpen. Craighill esent a wire to Hankow to ask coneular
advice about our evaeuating Nanchang and the reply wag about'If women
and chlldren feel apprehensive the conpul advises ther&. going to larger
port from which transportation can be had, Rootg econcurs' (Roots 1ig
Bishop Rootsg, Episcovalian). This kind of a telegram is not particularly
eategorical.

Yegterday afternoon wé/dLYdlpisd/LE/EdY the missionary group ¥4 mdet
informally Dr, Wei of the Central Nationalist Government Hducational '
Commission, Dr. Wei is a Christian and explalined to us the regulations
for reglstration of schools, ag well ag took time to answer quegtlons.

He cleared up for us afnumber of pointes we had wondered about. After
tea we brought Dr. Wel over here to dinner, and enjoyed an evening's
conversation with him, ranging over a wide variety of subjects. He lg a
well~educated man (Ph.D. Chicago) and thoroughly convinced of the right -
ness of the Nationallegt cause, ag one would expect. '

One inconvenience has arigen out of the Yangtze sltuation. British
boatg have stopped carrylng the mall, and so we get mail once in two or
three days, and I supposge letters g0 out In about the game fashion. The
evacuation of Hankow has affected directly gome 8000 employeeg with a
matter of 40,000 dependents, and it is eagy to gee what a calamitous
effect a gimllar oceurence at Shanghai would have. Even at Kiuklang the
large number of coolies who lived on the stevedore and other work at the
hulks, plus the servants and workmen in the concession have been many daye
now without work, making at Kiukiang and Hankow a mosgt serious economic
problem for the Natlonaliste to face. A Ffew outgtanding attitudes seen

enormous revenues from the port; 2, the forelgn powers are debtermined not
to allow Bhanghal to be taken hy military force or intimidation; %, the
Nationaliste are determined to take Bhanghal even by military foree; 4,
should the Nationallsts get Shanghal by foree they will in the process
degtroy the revenues of the port. I confess I do not see g way oul of the
dilemma. Granting the sineerity of the Nationalists and thelr clalmg, it
18 hard to gee how they can view with equanimity the Shanghal revenueg
golng to the militarists of the north. At the same time the Natiomalists
cannot afford at thlg juncture to have England om their back, particuw
larly since England will doubtless draw the other powers with her.

Dear Folks;- . ‘ ‘ ‘
I have dated this Sunday, but I &m really writing on Mondey.
It was impossible to get this in yesterday, so I am filching time todsy
rather than leave it out, No letters Have come from you since I wrote last,
and I had expected them by now, I still hopé to have them in a day or two,

It is very hard for us here to Ve sure we know sll the important
happenings that are transpiring. REvery day -~ perhaps an average would make
it more than one & dey -~ we hdve a teéelegram from Bishop Birney, One a day
from us t0 him epparently is not enough and he wired yesterday for more,

In days gone by we would have thought that the spring reins, which have been
on us for ten days or more now wamdld slow down military operations, but
recent information is quite to the contrary. Things meem to diddle along
for & couple of weeks, and then all of & sudden we hear of a grand coup. Jush
now it is the capture of Hangohow, though of course the report may not be
true, Yesterday's telegram from the Bishop reported a general strike in
Shenghai, which is serious enough to dominate our thinking for the time
‘being. The women still in Naenchang are ready to leave on very short notice
and we now have four men here, Schubert, Libby, Johsnon and I, Holland left
Saturdey to see his wife in Kiukkang, and said he would be back today, out
in view of yesterday's news we are doubtfal whether he will come this way

or ship his family on down river. We have been living in the hand-to-mouth
style for weeks now, One day we pack furiously and ship out a box or two,
and the next day we say '0 pshaw, whats the use of all this stew?' With
the exception of my books, most everything I really care for is already
shipped out. Perhaps fortunately I have no big expensive sets of books like
the Encyclopedis Brittanica or large commentaries or atlases, ete. The

bulk of my adibrary comes under the 900 group and the 500 group in Dewey's
clagsification, ' '

I have been hearing constantly from Clellas, She ls still in Chinkiang .

and as contented as could be expected under the circumstances, The chilw
dren seem well and are hard at school. I am quite content to have her
there in this présent crisie, rather than here. VYesterday Il had no léps
then four letters from her, '

Closses begen agaln today, and the enrollment seems enough to justify
running sehool this semester, In the Senior High School we are having co-

education with Baldwin school, It seems immensely popular with the
students, ALl Bible study and religious training is taken out of the
required list and made either elective or voluntary, which I believe will
prove eventually to be & great gain, ' '

This morning I was told that the Russlens are leaving Nanchang. This
news comes under the head 'Important if truet', though it is capable of
several interpretations, I feel inoreasingly sure as the days slide into
weeks ahd months, that we are facing the great struglle for the mastery of
the Pacific basin, The struggle may be military or economic, but in the
long run it concerns three caltures, Slavie, Mongolian and Anglo-American,
All three are on the srens now, i.,e, in China, and all three are fully
awake to the situstion and consequences., Bishop Bashford clearly envisaged
this day in his great book. Read it again,

It seems as though the curtain has rung down for a time on China
although we have no way of telling what may be the gtate of communica-
tione the other side of SBhanghal. A week ago we had telegrams from
Blshop Birney dated the 19th, telling inter alia of a general strlke in
Shanghal. On the 23d I had a letter from Clella quoting redlograms of
great interest: one read,"half million Shanghal factory hands organized
by reds llkely cooperate wilth Cantonese any moment whereby revolubtion
likely surpass in violence any other Chinese revolution, notwithstanding
TOOO foreign troops." Another sald,"China reports Shanghal battle begun
and stated northern troops pouring in Shanghal while authoritieg conscrip-
ting all avalilable men including 15-year-olds.," These radlograms were
dated the 19th and are the last word I have had from Clella. From Hankow
we hear that the Chen~0O'lMlalley agreement hag been sgigned providing an
acceptable method for settling the Hankow dlfficultles. From the Chinesge
papers (local) we hear that there were three strikes in Shanghal, a postal
strike, a telegraph strike, and a general gtrike 'to assist the revolutio-
nary army'.. The general opinlon here is that the Shanghai strike was not
.anti-foreign. However, -all the blg boats have been called off the river,
and now we are getting mo news whatever from the outside, that isg fronm
beyond Kiuklang. The reference above to northern troops pouring in
Shanghal refers to the fall of Hangchow to the goutherners, which took
place on the 19th, as well ag we can learn. Therd lg a report that many
Anerilcan famlllies have been taken to Manila. I'riday I sent telegrams to
Bowen- in Nanking and Dodd at Chinklang asking fro information, but no
reply has come as yet. If I get a reply before . this letter goes off I
wlll add a note glving the contentg., '

Yesterday the one gollitary letter I have had for days came fron
Argelander at Kiuvklang, and was a very pesslnistic note regarding the
cont lnued oceupatlion of our Kluklang vroperty by soldiers and the servantsg'
diffieulties there in the gchool. Working here we have been able to get
promlees and the beglnning of aection to relieve them at Kiukiang, but the
action hag mever been fully carried out. Rather, ag the days go on Kiu-
klang seems to be getting more and more out of hand.

Here we are stlill qulet, evenlr more than usual since the military
activity stopped. Our schools have opened with very satisfactory enroll-
mentes and a mosgt gratifying good eanirit among the students. My Sunday
School clasg this morning was twlce as large (the flrst day of voluntary
attendance) ag it has bzen hitherto. Religlous courses are drawing the
students better than we had dared to hope. Of course there 1s plenty of
room for a change, but we are vagtly encouraged by what has happened.

As we obgerve the general gltuatlon 1t geems to be 'running true to
form', An observer of China's affalrs Just now neede to keep in mind the
gbatug on which Rugela's activity in China 1g based. The revolution of
1911 wag digavpointing to Dr. Sun and to many others, because of the
corruptlon and militarism which crept in and characterized the movement
~almost from the start. For 15 years belligerent tuchuns raged and roared
upﬂand down the country for no end except thelr own private gain. The
Nationallet group worked and walted in Canton but were unable to find
enough pep to put thelr ideass aeross untll a chain of clrcumgtances led
Dr, gun to gee that in the Russilan Communlgts he had a group of people
with the enthuslasm of martyrs and willing to propogandlze anywhere. He
therefore conecluded an agreement with them whereby they pep up the army’
to make 1t courageous and devoted, and In return they have licence to
propo%andize among the people. However, we are told on the other hand
that the Kwomingtang, the political party of the Nationallste, opposes
Communism but are bound by this agreement. Coming to the spring of 1927
they seem to have their military almg pretty well accomplighed as far as
the Yangtze, as there remalnsg only the capture of Nanking, and we are told
that the high leaders in the party are now beginning to turn on the ’
Communists to put them out. They are finding, though, that even in a

moderate stronghold like Nanchang the spread of Communism has been ranid
and 1t is not e¢lear yet what the comparative strength of the two parts
of the movement is. Surely thilg ig a most important matter. If these
folks do not destroy Communism, Communism will surely destroy them!

As to Christianity, I belleve 1t cannot be destroyed, but 1t 1s absurd
to thinz that a definite movement against religilon can posslibly fall to
have a profound effect on the course of a nation's history. Bven under
a Communistic stabe it is possible to keep alive a true and deep rellg-
fon, but I think that the adoption of Communisgm would mean the end of
foreign activity in Misslon work for a lomg time. The church would at
once come to a house~to-house basis, for they would lose at once all
proverty, and it i1g eertaln that the weak hrothers and sistersg would
drop away at once. From my observatlon I belleve that our church in
Kiangsl could stand even such an ordeal as that and conme through stlll
Ghristian and esgentially sound, bhut I pray God 1t may never come.

No letters have ecome FTrom youpduring the week, and I think I have
had none since I wrote on the 13th. Doubbtless events in Shanghal have
caused the holding up of mall there. We hear the Kluklang postoffice
1g full of maill umable to be moved up or down river. '

Rereading, I see that I did not finleh my remarks on the other
page. We believe here that with the fall of Hangchow the embarrassment
to Shanghal came from the large numbers of defeated northemmers trying
to get into Shanghal for 1 loot]l 2 proteetlom from the southerners.

The congeriptions seem to me to have been among forelgners primarlily to
handle these defeated northern soldlers. With the approach of the
southerners to Shanghal iltgelf the situatlén will be different. The
Nationalists will doubtless demand the congesslong, and now that the
Chen~0'lMalley agreement hag been signed [ antlelpate no dlfficulty in
their making an arrangement for Shanghal similar to the Hankow arranges
ment. Therefore the situation will change at once to one of negotlation
instead of armed conflict, a chgnge vastly for the better. Whether or
not there will ke a fight for Néking depends on Chang Tsung~chang. Gun
Chuan~fen ig now out of the running, squeezed out Just as he gqueezed
out Wu Pei-fu lasgt year. The real tussle with the Communistg will

come as soon ag the Yangtze military situation is in hand with the

ad justment of Shanghal problemg and the aesqulgitlon of Nanking.

Last week I wrote that. I had sent out some of my stuff. Somehow
wires got erossed and Holland brought it all back from Kiuklang. T
am not attempting to send it out agaim, thoggh, until we learn more
about the outside world. There have been vigorous and stringent pro-
clamationg put up to proteect forelgn liveg and property from all
formg of molestation, and whatever may be the condlitlions elesewhere,
here at Nanchang we are all right now and there is abgolutely no in-
dication now that the situation here will change. As long asg Nanchang
remaing the moderate center of Nationalistic China we are gafe and sees
cure. Chiang Kial-~gshi still has hls headquarters here, and he 1s the
real moderate leader, so far as we can learm. The clvil officlals have
moved to Wuchang.

The weather here for days now has been wet and disagreecable. We
had sunshine for one morning, but raln and snow has been the tale the
regt of the time. It 1g our glorious spring. I@€ it runs like other
springs, though, we shall have a March with wind and rising teumperature,
a few lovely days, more plessant weather as the month grows old and
April should see the end of our real cold. May and early June are apt
to be humid.

This 1s, I guess, about the outlook for thisg time.

Dear Folks; -~
After a few bright warm days, the c¢louds have agalmn re-

turned and apparently the rains are again upon us. The spring is
often like that here, but we are expecting that more and more the
plessant weather will prevail. Last year we had a cold and late
gpring here, and should have a pleasant one thls year. We shall see.

, Our local newspapers report that communication with Shanghal 1ls
again interrupted, poth by mail and by telegraph. The blg boatg seenmn
to be travelling om the river, however, 80 1 take it that they have
had another disagreement about carrying mall, or elge that the post=
office strike has been resumed. At any rate I am not hearing from
Clella. Last Wednesday I had three letters from her, and Thursday
three more, and that is the last mail of any kind I have recelved
excepting one solitary letter this morning from Kiuklang. However,
in the big mail Tuesday (I guess 1t wes not Wednesday) I had about

a months letters, includlng some from each of you. Bven if there arw
1rregularities, eventually 1t all seemg to arrive. I am glad you
keep on writing without discouragement.

4o far as I can tell, Clella and the kideg are still in Chinkiang,
and are safe and well there, except such poor relations as colds, ete.
There ig a vast amount of silehme here about Shanghal and 1ts environsg.
This morning we had a report that the northern troops are agaln taking
the offensive and have plunged back as far ag Sungkleng, between '
Shenghal and Hangchow. From what we have seen here within silx months
1t 18 hard to persuade ourselves that the militarists present an
inguperable problem to the Nationallsts. Thelr real tusele willl come
when they attempt to take accounts with the extremists in thelr own
ranks. The source of their woeg is many versts away, and our cousing
across the Atlantic have rendered a gignal serviee to humanlity by
their actliong of the last few months here. gome few keen minds are
coming to see that the source of anti=British propoganda, ls the
Opient at leagh, is not really in China but has been imported from
the greatest enemy Britain (and in the longrun America) now has, the
domain. of the Bear. .

dchool is stlll going well, but there 1e appearing a conglderable
amount of disaffection and lack of digcipline. These are difficult
times, but I am by no means turning to pessimism. HOwever, we may as
well make up our minds that we are facing a different day in Chlna.
Johnson and I were dlscussing only this noon that there seems to be a
vast aifference in viewpeint between orient and occident. Thelr ideas
of land tenure, of capital and private property, of democracy and
‘public office as & public trust seem in many important particulars to
be horizong away from what we have from infaney taken as the heavenw
glvenwandeonly-correct views. T4 is very possible that we shall face a
conception whereby we hold title to land, for instence, by the tolerance
of the state only, the gtate retaining the power to revoke title at
any time for any reason or no reassol. In many ways the Sovlet gystem of
government 1is congenial to Chinese thinklng, and 1f so we mlght as well
acknowledge it and malke adjustments aceordingly. After all, even tho
.1 am so convinced of my ldeag that heaven and earth ceuld not shake @e.
the final determiner will be im China whatl the Chinese people need, want
and insist on having. Hence 1f we are tolerated and recelve treatment
which 1g not diseriminatory against us, that is perhaps all we can
expect. Doubtlesgs Mexico will furnish a test case before Chins ls able
to sethble down to any definlte land pollcy.

T am well, but want to see my family again. They left here the
lagt of January, and I have heen weeping in silence for more than a '
month mow. I shall mark one of these letters via Siberia, and should

1ike to know how they reach you.

Nanchang, Ki., March 13, 1927.
Dear Folks;-

At about 6;15 this morning I awoke to gee the room flooded
with glorious sunlight. At 9;30 it was ralning hard, and thunder
£11led the ears. Now, nearly noom, the sun ig trylng again to struggle
through the elouds. It 1lg about lime that our winter stopped, and I
gsuppoge that each day will bring us nearer the warm weather. The flre
in my study has stopped its contlinual roaring and I use it only
oceasionally. Another month should see the end of fires for warmth here.

The calendar tells me that Clella and the chlldren have been
gone for six weeks. For several days I did not hear from her, but
Tagt night her letter of the 6th came indicating all about as usual up
to that date. Doubtless today some time geveral letters from her will
pile in. It generally goes that way. I ghould have today, if serviece
were normal, her letter of the 10th or perhaps of the 11lth.

We are peacefully going alomg here in Nanchang. Bach day is full
to the brim with work, and if there does happen to bhe a breathing
apell, there is always 'the situation' to talk about. The Natlonallst
army seems to be forglng ahead on 1its predetermined program in splte
of the formidableness of its morthern foes and of internal stralm and
disgension. The swing and zest of a military movement dgeems able to
carry aleng much that would wreck & more peaceful activity. Is not
this ‘as it was in the beglnning' though? With all the horror that ie
war, still the appeal of martial music, the sight of eolorful banners,
the rhythm of-marching and evem the fury of combat make a tremendous
pull on any heart with red bloed in it. We are now in the midst of a
three~day commemoration of the death of Dr. Sun. This morning I saw
a big group of workmen headed by & dozen soldlers, on their way into
the city. For an occasion like this they get up huge parades, in
which each parader carries a banner with gome sentlment(Adloganieh, to
be sure) written on it. Following the parade the people are taken ta
a monster mass-meeting, impressive from lts very numbers. At the mee-
ting sppeches are made, generally snappy, about 10 ninutes each, and
full of pep, of whiech the climax 1s often a gerles of lmpagsioned yells
from the orator, e.g. 'DOWN with imperialism! AWAY with the unequal
treaties! That LITTLE piece of NOTHING Sun Chuan~fan., WHAT are we goilng
to 4o with HIM? That running-dog of the ENGLISH! And CHANG TSO-LIN
the archefiend! DOWN with capitalism: UP wlth the workingman.', etc, etc.
That there is a curlous monotony and dearth of imaglnation about this
ig apparent to neither the speakers or listeners. The psyehology of
the curbstome ig fully satisfied, so why whould they wory about anything
else? Thus far they seem to understand thelr bueiness thoroughly.

During t he week our mew commissioner of the postoffice arrived.
He 1s an American, Mr. Arlingtom, and is Tl years old, but still spry.
He is & bachelor and comeg here after long service in many positions in
the far East., Of a totally different etamp from Mr., Gwynne who 1ig
leaving, I wonder what the effect of the change will be. Mr. Gwynne lis
& quiet man, a professing Chrigtian, fond of what we eall culbture,
while Mr, Arlington is a more actlve man given rather, I should Jjudge,
to business and political activity. Gwynme is more social. There has
been a lot of talk about turning foreigners out of the postal service
here, but since the pogtoffice is not a money maker, and since the
forelgners are appoilntees and officials of the Chinese government, and
not responsible to foreign powers, I presume that changes will be less
violent than in, for instance, the customs service.

1 am well and as happy as the cirfumstances will let me. PFellx
our cat has returned and is sleeping by the stove now. Johnson's cow
was found and returned during the week. That glves me some hope of
geeing our cows agalm. ‘

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It had been @vident for some woeks that the South would eventually
take Nanking. That was what most Chinese and forelgners greatly desired.
Even though thelr armies and’ thelyr agitators had gone to excesgeg ln Hunan
#nd Fuklen, there wore meny sectione where this had not been trues, and’
there was pnlenty of ground to belleve that the aruleg moving toward Nanklng
were of the more moderate gbamp and that Henklng mlght make the transltion
with a minimum of digturbance. Host forelgners preferred to remain and
bake a chance then move to Shanghal or elsewhere., When the Houthern armles
were outslde the wallg of Nanking snd firing could be heard, the Congul
ordered womern and children to the gunboah We hed -called up Vice-Coneul
Paxtén some hours before the order and told him that in the event of guch
an. order we would find it imvossgible to go, due to the serious 1llness of
Wra. Brenton. It wag M)mdav evenlng when the order -came out and Tuesdey
when most of the women and Qullulam went to thne boats. Ve were secrebly
glad that we 4dld not h&w, o g0, aﬂa other familles, too, were glad of
sxcuges Lo remaln. : _

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On Wednesday ewenling word ot mround that the gouthern arnles were
about hto break ln at several of the gates on the south side of the clbty and
that the Worth was in retreat, WwWord camne from the Consul for all foreignsrs
to goncentrate at a few designated vnlaceg., There was nothling elee to do
but tell mother (lrs. Brenton) the: Lbuafi ne=for we nad carefully kept all
military news from her for two week kg-w, Lokze her out of bed and over to
Bowens. Trunks and sultcages had been x@&dy for some Llme and we were off
in 8 few momenhts.

Le we went ﬂbIOSS the hills the convietlon grew on we that after
getting the family safely placed at Bowengeea nlvcu, we thoughﬁ, Lhat would
be gsecure against ank dlsturbance-~I should go back Lo Hanglmen and gtay
elther in ’rh" school or la our home, ln order Go b(—: on nand in case any
trouble aroge in the gchool., dHelen {Mrsg Pryor) agreed to my Uxuocgalﬁ and
go I went zm;»: and gtayed ab home that nlghi.

Three or four tlmes on Tuseday and Yednesday [ had asked our ricsha man,
whose home wag oubside our compound, Lf he wished to move hig family in for
pafety. He was always volite and sald thalt he did, bub he never moved 1in.
He evidently had some inkling of coming evenbs! -

About elght o'clock bhe next mornlioy { Thursday) I ssv alx or elght
goldiers come down bLhe hill back ¢f our place, march un to the school gate
and demand admittance. I could ges from where I stood thne ab they. sbood
outslde the maln entrence Lo the bullding, [ired a few shols, and then wenb
in and broke down the door bLo the office. I learned later that they had
asked for the forelgner, and on the pretense of looklug for me gearched the.
ptudents' roouws,. incldentally plcking up valuables uuLoaanb o the stue
dente, ag well as searcning thelr persons.

The goldlers goon came out of Lhe school and ’uO”{ud at Dr. Jaumes' wate.
He was out in the yard and same and opened the gate, lhey searched hils
“person and Loox him into bthe house, Scores of people had galhered almost
immediately and they followed into the yard and into the house. It wasg
only & minute or two until I sow people begin to lesue from tLhe houge
earr:ing artlcles of furnlture, disheg and food. huy Tirgt thought was thab
the goldiers had impressed thnesge neonle to come out and carry qunmliea to
their camp., Bubt when [ saw people come oubt and run down the sbtreet with
thelr plubder, and grharﬁ po in and do Ltiemtﬁe, L knew that the npeople wera
out. for themgelves.

&

Before long I saw a young soldler come out of the houge leading Dr.




James. Oubtside he took Dr. Jeames by the throat or by the collar and tried to
meke him get down. on his knees or on his hands. In hlg hends wag & lagee
gword which he flourished wildly about and with which he occasglonally struck
‘Dr. James. Dr. James told me later that the soldler was trying to make him
bow down to have his head chopped off! My attentlon was soon called to. '
gomething else and T did not sgee how Dr. Jamesg got eway. :

. When the goldlers left the James they went to Dr. Lowe's house. The
gate wag locked and so they went around the corner toward the hlll and
knocked down the wakl., The soldlers and the rabble rushed In together. I
could not see what the soldlers dod there but the ratble began thelr some
work of deshtruchbion, carrying off furniture and other things from the house.
It wag not long before they began tearing down doors, breaking ln windows,
and even taklng out the framss. ‘ :

[ wabehed these activities for perhans wenty or Lhlrty winubtes, There
was vlenty of time to gebt over thd wall and away, but why did I stay? Dee.
cauge I thousht that these were Northern goldliers geblilng what they could
before they would be dlscovered by the Southerners who were then gupposed to
be in the city. 4nd because [ kpew that when the soubthern soldiers found the
Hortherners doilng this gort of thing they would aulekly dispose of bthem. [t
peemed worth while to stay. and protect my nlace from the rabble ln tne hope.

that the Soubherners would get to our seclion of the c¢lbty before the looting

Northerners could get to my house. I therefore keph our gate locked to keep
the rebble out, bub geve Lao iHesu (the house hoy) the key with lnstructlong to
unlock the gate when I told him, ; I also opened a trunk dhat had a silver tea
get in it. P - ,

My reasoning aboub the haste of these soldiers proved to be wrong. They

were In no hurry to move on. toward Heslakwan., They came to the gate and
hamnered with the bubte of thelr rifles. Lao lsu ran to onen 1t, but before
he could get it onen one of the soldlers had climbed the wall, wlth [)gy the
willing assistance of gome of the wrabble. I was standing on tho frontpporeh
to recelve them, bub he wag in no mood to be recelved., Hig fuce wag that of-
a demon. He demanded in moeb threatening bones why we had not opened bhe
gate, wheretpon in the twinkling of an eye he proceeded to render hisg own
verdlcet of the matter by ralsing his rifle, polnting 1t at ny chest and )
pulling the trigger. PFortunately for me the shell wes a bad one and did not
go off. He instantly threw ln another shell and repeabed the attempt. This
time the shell was a good one and went off, but by this time others had.

“entered by the gate and as the shell went off a passing goldler brushed the

gun to one side and the bullel entered the door behlud me. The would~be
glayer wag not to be dsunted in his Jdetermdnatlon Lo get- revenge, and alter
geining the poreh was ready te flre polnt blaak at me a alny only bo have
gome one knock his rifle up as he {lred. the bullet lodging in the lacing -
sbove. Still he was not to be deterred in his purvose. He pulled an ugly
dagger Ffrom a sheath ln his lepging end wmade ready to vut 1L into operatlon.
During thig time, which was only a few geconds, 1 kept telling them that [
had prenared for Lhem by opening a brunk contalning silvervware and the safe
contalning cash. The obher goldiers were wore esger to get thelr plunder
than see & comprade avencse a pergonal grlevance. and they rushed me into the
house and us Lo the trunk. That wes the lest I saw of the soldier who had

my number. Before taklng the th ngs in the trunk, however, they relleved me

of my wedding ring, glasses, sumall change and watch--a8 cheap one I was.
carrying Tor LA/ just such an ocecaslon. Alfter glving them the valuableg/from
the second floor I took bhem down and opened the sgale for them,; and there
they found all our wedding sllver and ebout twenty dollars in cash, - They
demanded more and I declared that they had it all now. They soon went out.

After these goldiers had gone I puzzled aboub them. Thelr unlforms
were nobhing dlfferent than [ had seen before, but Chinege soldlers many
times wear what we would call noneregulabion garments, therefore I did pob
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attach any significance to this detall, But on thelr caps and ghoulders
they wore no devices of any sort, snd I looked for these at one time, Bub
thelr dlalect wag nothing Ehat I had heard before, end L had had the greatest
ALfficulby undersgtanding them. L knew thab thelr dialeet was none of tée -
Northern dlalects that I have ever heard. But I was still convinced that they
were Norbherners, because we were expeching only lootlng from retreabing
Northerners, I may say here that in the afternoon [ found out from the
gtudente thebt they were Soubhernsers; that while in the school the soldiers
told the studenty that 1f they had had up the Revolutlonary flag they would
never have entered the school. The flag wag soon at the school gate.

Vher bhe soldiers were well oub the gate I went about the house wat ching
‘the rabble work. L anproached & man who was trying to shoulder the lliving
room rug and sald to him "¥You know that thig ls not pood business. DLd we
ever go bto your house znd treat you thle way?"  He lmsedlabely dropped the rug
and went out Like a whipped dog. Obthers followed hlw, Hany L hoed alaply to
look at :nd bhey hung thelr heads and departed. Ihisg mebhod was effectlive
£111 I arrived ab the store room where some half dozen coolle women and ‘&

man or two were wadlng around ln a quarter-inch of kerosesge loadlng up with
proviglons, & coexed bhem for a long tlme, but could not dislodge then

until a more frlendly looter, aand oerbaps onc wibh more authority, camey -
slong and told thew bo get out., L followed them out Lhe back door and around
to bthe front and every one lefl. : : .

_ 6117 bhinking that the soldlers workluag in our sectlon were Morthernerg
1 asked Leo Heu Lf any one could run over toward iHwa Pal Lou and tell the - .
gouthern officers aboubt our predicament and get them to send & detachuent o
Sur agsletance. He looked ab me for a moment and sald that such a request

would be uselesg. e urged me to taxe any veluables [ might have left and

tilde them more securely. I Lold him that I had done all I could several
days before. e wented me to do somebhlng go [ told hln to take the bed ..
clothes to his roowm and the matbresses and a trunk bo the attlc which he dld.
He urged me to hlde ln the attlic and I told him 1t would be ugelesg 1 our
houge was treated lLike the olther two. e
Aboub this Lime the cohief police officer of our secblion came ln and
asked what had beern done. We showed him around a little, lebting him view
the wreck, which at that tipe looked pretty bad to usg, but wiileh proved Lo,
be' insipniflcant compared with what was Lo follow. The officer remarked on-

"how bad the situation was, and the goldlers and the people, and Lhen departaeds

Refore long bwo afficers in dark green unlfors, with & Togunt on thelr

can deviceg--~men whom I took to be lower offlcers of the Zoubhern arnye---camng
to the door and wanbted to know Lf any soldlers were ln the bouse. Northern
goldiers I sunvosed they were looking for. I wag go glad to see them thab &
almogt grasped thelr hends., [ sald to them, " oyou are Trow the Zouthern
army, are'nt you? That le fine., [ certalnly am glad Lo see you., NOwW we |
are safe' Some d¢ Lorthern defeated goldlers have just beeu here and taken
8ll my valuables and done the same at those obther Ltwo houses. They have Just
gone around that corner. LT you go fast you can cateh the." They bowed and -
denarted. '

Spon anobher proun of soldlers entered the compound. Thelr unlformg
were bLhe game ag the flrst group, but these had "suns" on thelr caps. I
thought they were coming on a frlendly mission, and went down bto welcome
them. They greeted me courteously enough and sald that (I7) was wanted at
the Red Crose. I bold them thet [ was willlng to go 1f necessary, bub thab
1f T went the "psh sing" {common peonle) would come in and take my things,.
We went inside and closed the door to keep the people out. One of them
gquite politely helped me off wibth my overcoat and Lhen dlid likewlige wlith my

eoat., He asked for my trousers. I asked him to. come up gbalrs and I

would gilve him another palr just like them. We gobt to the head of the

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gtalrs and another grmup of goldiers were Lrying to op@n the atile door.
They told me to open 1t, whilech I ald by foreing it, gince § had lost ny
house and trunk keys. Thc* gald they wanted two thiIES"*PeVOJVPTE and
money. L told them that Lna firgt group of soldlerg had taken all my valu-~
ablesg, but that I would open gome trunksg of clothes for thew.

: I had intended to have thesge trunks open, but for some rea ow had not
done lt. I searched two or three times through my pockets and through the

-~ pockets of my coatb and ov reoat which one of the bOlﬂlCPS carried, looklng
for the keys, but faliled to find them. I kept telllng then that bu@ “Lrungs:
conbained mostly clotn ng, whlch they kept saylng they 4ld nob want. [owsver

they inglsted that the Lruuws be opened for thelr luspection. One started to

hammer the locks with his »ifle and anobther trled to cave 1in the sldes.

Both worked for some time without waking much impression on tLhe trunkg. I

told them Lo rﬁgﬁ a whi]o and lebt me btry it with a plece of gas plpe which I

Found Llylng near I sterbed on my own hrmunkees larse "Hverlasto". It took
Lwentbvavc or Lnirﬁg n?avy blowg before the lock ylelded. The soldisrsdld
not know how to zet oul the btrays, so I did it for them, and showed them that
there wag nothingbut clothes, asg I had told them. I also offered to opsn Lhe
other trunks 1T they wlghed, but'ﬁ;ﬁTWPed that they contained clotheg,teo.

They did not wish to wait to have then opened. I also kept telling them thal
.bthe only other nlace where we ket valuables In thue house wag in th safe, and
that I would onen that Tor them when they wished, to show them that 1%, tom,
was emphy, ‘

By thils time the house wag full of veople carrying off everythlng that
gould bepicked up. fome of the ddorsg had 2lready been wrenched off thelr

himgeg and tine books Lhrown oub of the shelves to get the wood of whichthe
racks were made. The safe had been knocked over and was 1lying with its dook
on. the floor. With the assistance of several soldiersg we set 1Lt up dgatn, and,
T opened it., As I Jdlu them, 1t wagempty{ Needlegs to say the soldliers
were mad ab thie. i Lthey had worked for gome minubtes and found nothing. of
vhlue to them. Then for ten or Tifteen minvtes ensued a lively gcene in Whieh
they ﬁ@manded‘muna;, and inoas hurry, or bthey would qh,ot me, This occurred
glght or ten times, and nearly every t Line L hey backed me off toward the wall
and one man would back off, raise his gun and prey Lo ghoot, Bverytime I
told tnem to 5o aaeud and cuoot, hut as fton snother molﬁler would step ln
and say "Don't shoot'.

The LHL}S that supprised me st the time and has purprisged ne an I hsve
thought about 1t gince, wadg the total absence of fear and a strong gense of
geoublty. My mind was clesy and [ was perfectbly selfw nossesaad, “Thisg WaH
Prue from the time the flret soldler cewe H1LL T 1 sWL; got rid of bhe
last ones. :

After argulogz with the goldlers Tor gowme Tifteen minutC' I began to pee.
bhat they were ot r)n@ms"in to take & negatlve ansver, and that L mugt do
gomething., I sald to them,' ?Orrluu e do not bury thelr mone“ in the ground
like Chinege. idogt forelgners elther kéep thelr money and valusbles ia a .
gafe ln the house, or in the bank. L have alre zdy opeueu the safe for you

and you see that 1t 1s ewpty. You looked lu our trunks and found only cloth@ﬁ.

fow, Lf you can Tlnd our check book 1n thle mess on the floor I willl write you
& check and you can o down to the bank and get the wmoney." Whereunpon I

began to gearch among ny booxdg and papers, whieh ssemed a *aut deen om tha
f1o0r, for my check bHook. Thwj gtood for this only a few sesgnds and they
told me to get un and take them to the bank, T sald thet I would gladly go to-
the bank with them if they wighed, but that I was wfrﬂid the bank would he
cloged, and furthermore it wag nwarly‘five Li (o and & half uhlaa) tO the
bank., They sald to gmet out and go, and I did.

our msrch waé down the main streets. o Pelimenchao. Shortly after star-
tlng the goldlers got a swall bwy of folurteen or fiibeen to lead them. What

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h@ amtually did was to follow elomg behind m@ and verlfy the turns. JHsveral
times nlong the way I thought thet I was golng to loge them, when Lhey Wara on
the point of leLOWLnP other parsulhqg but each time they were encoursgsdd by
gome of the rabble who followed to keep after nme.

The streets were heavily lined with peonle. They had soon learmed, if
they dld not know in mdvance, that the drive that day was excluslvely agalingt
forelgners and therefore 1t was safe for them Lo be out watcehing the shcw,
Qecaslionally I sew gomeone In the crowd whom I recognized, but for the mogb
part my eyes were on the roasd some dlshance ahe aﬁ and not o1 the people near by
The cwowd was sllent. Rxcept for an occaslonal "kao pi tz"(high n0ﬁe3 Tron &

gmall chlld not a word wos gooken as I passed., On the streets we passed dozeng
of groups of soldlers, six or elght In a group, all carrying loot. They vere
mizxing in with the peonle and the veople were not afrald of them, ALL thede

groups were wolking calmly about ag 1f btnelr pnresent O(vu>1h;on wag an every
day task wlith them. There were no offlcery ln evidence

When we arrived at the bank I turned 1n and stopped, but my followerg
contblinued on down the street, turned off Lo the pjdo and stopped. L gaw tLihat
sgverrl oflflcers had been followlng us in ricishag for soue dlstance down the
ghreet, and it wes evident that the goldiers did not wish Af to be found with .
me, therefore.they had passaed on by, let the officers pass, and then came back
to me. Some of the bygbanders told me Lo run while the goldlers were on down
the stx@et, but I was not sure of the temper of the crowd and did not wlsh to
rlek 1t, knowing that the regults 1L ht be disagtrous 1 [ Talled to make my

The soldlers told me to call oubt, I ssid in an ordinary tone, "Wr. Chen,|
I have been forced to come down heve and write gome checkg. (an you. glve mé @ |
check bookt" Soon the door onened, and one of the clerks appeared. The 80L-"
dlers sghoved me throusgh the door and followed. The clerk explalned that they
were cloged and thet they had no money on hand. I told alu ny predicament and’
asked Tor a check book go bhat L could give these men some checks and they
eould come snothcr day and get the cash. He gave ne F bomKQ The soldlers
wonted & Lhousand dollars. I told bhew bhet I had only asbout 1300 in the
sccount and tuﬂu LT & checis were larger bLhan the uﬂlunue Lhey could not get
ceny money. I wrote a 300 check and gave it Lo the lesder., [hen another
goldler wanted a like amount and bhe tnird and then the fourtin. Perhapathere

wag also bhe f£ifth. © told each one that they could not get money on the
checks, but they wvanted them anyway. - : o

The soldlers then went afloer Lihe clerk and demanded cash, ie remonstrated
with them gaying that there was no money Lo the gale, and furthermore Lhlg wag .
s Chinese bank and that no LOraa,gers were connected with it (the Lupllieabtion
being that they were gupnosed to bemaking demands oul; o fTorelgnersg, not on
© Chinese)., I also wouched for the clerk's ptatement, bul they were not to be
gwayed by such excugeg. After mueh sborming the cl@rx offered to get the key .
to the gafe 1L two soldlers wouLd accompany him, which they did.

While we were walbing Lhclc wae & tlme when all the soldlers were oub @f
the bank, That gesmed Lo be wy ehance Lo espeape. [ ran htcc through five or
gix "tzing"(voomg) untll I came to the back yard where [ found geveral servantf
I agked thnem where I could hide or run to. They sald that [ could hide 1in the
gtore next door--Tgel dwa--~, bul that I could not run to onen country from
theye, I gbarted In when &11 at ouce I gobt an lmpulee not to do this bulk go .
back and take my chances witb the goldlers. 1 knew that if my attempted eg~-
cape shiould be unsucceggful they would finlsh me on the gpot.

Pretty soon Mr. Clomoag wnd Mr. Reisner came ih, and wlso Miss Von Vliet and
Wiss Hunt snd Wr. Speers, pretty much wrought up, os thoy nad been. to seo if
anything could be done for Dr. Willioms, but of coursc they found him stono
dead.

Thz men b.rely osc.ped being shot; thoy ¢ the soldiers brenk
n the front door of Hitt residonce wnd could fAc.r doors “nd windows
ving emoshed 211 owver the houso.
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Our next hiding pl-ce wis in the towchors' dining room where
the girls surrounded us in perfect confidence thut they could pro-
tect us. Then thoe first group of soldiers entored our compound -nd
the girls with Mr. Kinng met them at tho gito. Thoy shot into the
21r and deminded tho foreigners on the place. The girls told them
that tho forecigners living in the frculty house had gone to Shanghai.
Their statement wns porfeoctly truthful beesuse my room wis in the
dormitory. :

The soldiers went to tho house :nd broke openh the front door,
the girles wont in with them nd kopt thom from destroying things by
playing on the pinno :nd giving theom bread and spples from the
kitchen. They woro hungry =nd - ta.

_ As soon ©s this group of soldicrs loft the girls w.nted us to
hide uwndor the school building. We run over thors but decilded we
would be found thoere so wo went back to the dining room.

Another group of soldicrs cume and demunded entr-nce into thoe
school building. Mr. Kizng remzinoed®st the gnte on gu.rd, ovon
though his 1lifo was in gront dangoer. The servente o1l truc and
courageous, helped Mr. Kinng.

The girls took tho soldiors throusgh Laiwrence H:1l -nd porsuxdod
them to sign o piper that thoy would not destroy the school building
or the dormitory, They pusted this puper on the gate :nd thoe girls
seeepted it ns n sincore promisc. S

The noxt.group of soldiers werc more rude ~nd dem:nded the
foroigners. Thcy wont to the foeulty house .nd broke in morc doors,
windows =nd light globes. The rabble followsd mnd crrried nwoiy overy-
thing they could 1oy hinds on. Evorything wsig cearricd out of tho
attic »nd storeroom. Evory gluies in the communion ot w.s broken
in pieces, dishes were broken nnd carried zw:i:y, tho men's bedding
was carriad off. Only the hesvy furniture nd dining room rug which
wees gtill on the floor wis not tuken nway. .

The school girls hurriad uwg to thoe dorm y ottic ~nd hid us
behind boxes and bundles of bedding. woe could hsir groups of sol-
diers coming in calling for tho forsigners. In cezeh chge the girls
met thom =nd kopt them from destroying the school bullding or the
dormitory.

The girls brought us food =t noon .nd roportzd to us from timo
to time whaot w.e zoing on. They folt surc wa would be killed in-
gtuntly if we wore discovored. e could only writ wnd priy for szfoty.

Then the roport caome from Mr. Kisng that Dr. Willime h.d
beon shot =nd dicd instrntly, .lso that the Wwilson, kills .nd Detrick
housos were boing burned. Tho next report from the girls wus thet
the dormitory of tho Union Bible Treining School wnd Hillerost School
were burning.

We foared our bulldings would be burncd in spite of tho pro-
mise mide to tho girls carlier in the dny. Wwo took ropes from bedding
rolls <nd Mr., Sm2ll pl-nned to smish out the tile ncsr us so that we
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sould slide down ropcs in case of cmergency.

o About 4:30 P. M. we woro gréently alormed by the sound of shell
firing. _WO knew it came from = foreign gun bo.t and indicated a
mo8t serious situntion. '

Hiding under the roof w.s no longer possible, we went to the
first floor =nd wondered whit would hoppon naxt. when the firing
cezged the girls, alarmed lest the soldizsrs rush in wnd discover us,
once =gain hid us in tho nttic. Feports came thut Dr. Hutchinson's,
Mrs. Keems «and the Limcostor housas woero burned.

As 1t grew dark the girle camo with the glad news thet thoe
University students hod planned to bring o ey wnd tuke us to the
University where Americans had assambled for protection. Mr. Chon
Weag Hwi, one of tho studoent locders who so nenrly lost his life
when ths Northorn ~rmy were in control, came t0 porsonilly escort.

Wo were hurricd out to the cars The girls sot on our lups,
stoop on the ruaning boards -nd complsetely hid us. Wwhon we roenchoed
our compound gnte v group of soldiers were pissing and stopped to
ingquire what was goinz on. The girls told thom they were poing over
to the Univorsity to the Notionalist hosdgu.rters which wis guite
true :nd eatisfied tham.

FRescuad pooplo continucd to come throurhout the ovening. There
ws great rojoicing wnd h.oppy reunions. They corricd kise anncn
Moffett in with o b-d sbdominsl wound and another in the log where
she was shot snd compelled to turn over onc thouscnd doll.rs Tren-
gurers' money sho hod hidden ~way. fhe peopla who arrived at the
University earlier in ths doy had 211 Dbooen seurchod ~nd robbed
thore “nd nexrly lost thelr lives.

We had o ohoavy gusrd for proteetion furniehod us throuzh tho
splondid mainagement of thoe student body of the ™ "versity.

Dear PTolksg;e ,

Ags some of our friends are leaving on Saturday I am wrlting
tonight instead of walting until Sunday, and am asking them to mall these
letters in America. The Pogt Office ig in the throes of labor dlfficultles,
and I fear that mall may be delayed here a long while, to say nothing of the
riske of censorship.

At the same time, it is very difficult to wrlite mow, things are ing such
a fluid state. Last night came the word of the raid of the Soviet Hmbsssy 1in
Peking by Chang Tgo-lin. To us it seems beyond bellef that Chang should do
this on his own hook. The note concerning the Nanking ineldent has beem dew
layed go long that some of us are wondering if there has not been a delliberate
glowing-up to give time for thig wvery rald to happen. At least one of the
local papers speaks of Britlish actions at Peking which look very susplclously
like alding Chang in his rald. Of course the ralding of an embagsy 1s an act
of war end no verblage can camouflage that successfully. Then too we are
sure that Japan has had a hend in thls rald. She has her own axe to grind
and take it from me Japan is not the mogt lnaetive power in the world now.
Curdausly enough, the report further states that Chang Teo=lin had written
permisgion f{rom the legations to enter the legation quarter, one paper re-
porting that the Dutch minister had giventhe permission. Thls 18 all very
queer indeed as settling to an aet of war. It 1s clearly now up to Soviet
Ruggla. She breathed death and deflance upon the gelzure of lMrs. Borodin
some time ago, and what won't they say now? And do%?? .

Then tonight we hear that Chlang Klale-ghlh bas issued an order that hls
copital is to be established in Nanking with Kwangtung, Cheklang, PFuklen,
Kiangsl, Anhwel and Kiangsu as his balliwlck. He 1s sgaild to have brokem
definitely with the cummunists. Thle 1s tonight's palaver on the Bund.

Now what will happen? Nenking must be settled for. It is not to be
thought that England and the rest will hold off onm that. Peking affalrs
come pwwtty near bringing face to face the real enemles, England and Russla.
I¢ Chiang Kiai-ghih able to take om at once the communistsg, the Great Powers,
and Chang Tso-lin ALL/AL/SAéé? 1t seems to my humble and clouded visilon
that the next move will be gome kind of an alliance between Chlang Kal-shl
and Chang Teo-ling. That will leave Japan to take care of Russla in
Manchuris and Mongella, Japan to receive Nanchuria asg a reward for gervice.
England will patrol the Yangtze and take care of Russia above Kiuklang,
while Chiang consolidates to move against Chinese aommunism.at,Wuehang@h&
other places, and Chang to move hig ponderous war machine againgt Meng Yu-
glang. This may pop off the next world comflict, which I belleve will be
between communism and the rest of the world, with England agaln as a chilef
factor, this time against Rusggla ag chief om the other glde, and Amerlcaonce
more tagging in at the tail end. The Nanking settlement will then be
enforeced on the communiste wherever they happen to be, with perhaps Chlang
offering formal spologles and perhaps some Indemnities. If he denmouncesthe
perpetrators as communists and they are gtill uunder hig commend he can
ionmolate them with a cheerful smile, killing three or four birds with his
one gtone furnished hy Japan!!

' In the meantime we are awgettin' here at Shanghai walting. I am con-
cluding an arrangement to rent thils house until the end of June, but you
ghould continue to addresg us in care of Rev,W,A.NMaln, Agsoclated Misslon
Treagurerg, 23 Yuen Ming Yuen Road, Shanghal. Many in Shanghal are gettlag
very pasnicky, but I gee no reagon for it. The omly dlfficulty I see 1ig
gsome form of labor trouble, and with two rival organizations bldding foxr
gupremacy, a general strike would be very hard to engineer now. I am very
confldent that from a military standpoint Bhanghal cannot he taken now. We
are virtually a garrison and can sarry on for a long time.

The next two or three days are telllug the story I am sure, and areofl
great lmportance. I am enclosing copieg of Dr. Bowen's acecount and Miss
Gollish'eg aceount Sf thelr personal experlences abt Nanking, one im each
letter and ome letter without elther. Make as much use of them as you please,

Dear Folksjw= :
T have & chanee to add one more word, as our frlends leave
tomorrow on the President Plerce.

Today has seen an increage of nervousness among the local Chinesee at
least it has seemed to me that way. Last night there was a shooblng affalr
over in Chapel between the Japsnese and some snipers. The Japs shot out the
street lights and then turned machine -gums looge. Thls was in a region
where the streets omly are under the comtrol of the settlement, the houses
lining the streats bheing outeide. It 1s really hyyond the defense lines -
or at least W{IY was - unless the Japs move out thelir lines, as they are
very likely to dos

Today I happened to be on Szechuen Road in Hongkew and saw a route
marech of Japanese marines. As clogely as I could estlmate there were 1000
man in line, and it was an lupressive demongtratlion, speaking from a military
polnt of ¥#iew. At the seame time there are many thousands in Japan ready to
move om the drop of a hat. :

This evening Mr, Dodd called up the American CGomsulate and was adsured
that the situation at Shanghail wlll remain quiet for another week. How
they kmow is more than I can guess, but perhaps a shrewd guess would have it
that matters are much more interesting in Peklng, Tientsln and Hankow now -
than in Shanghsi.

Johngon was trying to get permlgsion to start up the river tonight wlth
the idea of staying on the boat at Kluklang and trylng from there as a base
to work through the mem there and at Nanchang. There are many deeds of
W.F.M.8, property still at Nanechang and he wants to get them out if poessible
as well as to engineer the salvaging of a lot of our personal belonging. S0
far as we know everything is still safe there, though there are indleations
of a rapidly rising anti-forelign tide which may yet make lots of mlschlef
with our duffel. I hate to think of having to stoeck up all over agaln.

Hester started in school this week. BShe 1s in 3A grade. I her arlthe
metlie were bhetter she might posasibly squeeze into 4B if they had such a
grade, but we are willling to let her go easy on other subjeets to get her
arithmetic in shape. Thelr grade supervisor told me yesterday afternoon thatb
there is considerable doubt whether they will have enough to warrant
gunning the school after this term, so much of the American community ls

eaving.

This is sure the place and tlme for meebting all your China friends, but
the chance is not lasbting long. Boats are leaving crowded to the gunned.s.
The Dollar boats are making over the stearage and packing it with hundreds
of refugees, who have lst clasa good and run of the decks. That is a good
long way from my idea of how to cross the ocean, but I heard a most cultured
1edy, mo less than our Nanchang Mrs., Gwynne, say she would go that way or
any way to get out of here., Many feel Just like that, but we do mot = yet.

T believe that the place where we are now Living ls perfectly safe so
far as military movement 1g concerned. However, we are directly underfthe
American authoritlies, and they have a welleworked out plan for conecentratlon
in cage of trouble. In that way we are much different from the interloms, as
we are in charge of people interested primarily in our safety, so we 4o not
have to wasbe nerve energy on the problem. Of course you understand that
thege are the days when nobody prophesies anything, or rather when every

prophesy must be big-lebelled "Guess". Another two weeks may see us off for

snother country, but I think not. We hear now that Peking is belng
evacuated of women and children. A wise move, I think.

It 18 a long time since we heard from you, bubt we are patlent, as we
know of the postal difficulties. I will mot write om Sunday, but will plan
to get another letter off in about a week, if a boat 1s going with gsome of
our friends. Frances Woodruff is, I think, gone. Mabel 1s staying on for
& while. Dr. Perking is bugy giving typhoid inoceulatlions and smallpox vac-
einations in the midst of packing cases on the top floor of the Misslons

Dear Associates in America:

: Much hes happened since I last wrote. And some of the danger-
Ous possibilities mentioned in my earlier letters have developed. The
outrages in Nanking have demonstrated that the fire of anti~British aglt
stlonwith which the Nationalists have been playing got out of control
and flamed into a general anti-foreign rage. There are also many evi-
dences that the shackle of Russian communism has as yet by no means been
broken. General Chiang Kal Shek, who was very friendly toward us is

the continued hope. He is apparently doing all he can to eradicate

from the Nationalist movement those extremists and communists who have
brought about such a deplorable state of confusion, and who by their
acts of violence, and by thelr false promises, and destructive programs
have done much to harm the worthy objects of the movement.

Since I last wrote, the work of the hospital has continued unin-
terrupted, but the affairs of the Blydenburgh family have been unset-
tled. Shortly after the Hankow riots it was deemed wise for several
mothers and their children to leave Nanchang.. We also thought it wise
to heed the edvice of Bishop Birney and the American Consul to take
our famlly to Shanghai. We counted ourselves fortunate to find a room
in the small apartment of a friend of Language School days. There the
"Flu" put the family in bed and kept me with them until they were well.

As soon as T could safelv leave, I started back to Nanchang.
In Kiukiang, the port city of our province, I found a fedling of tense-
ness still present. But the business men who had stayed on a boat in
the river for over a month were again on shore and in their offices.
along the Bund. It seemed that the pendulum of politics had started
1ts swing back to normal. Our schools were running on full schedule,
and the compounds which had been occupied with soldiers were again free
of them, and filled with playing school children. There seemed to be
a definite reaction against the rsdicals. A few days before my arrival
several thousand farmers with crude farm implements marched into the
city. They had rough banners marked:~ "We rise early in the morning
and work late at night to feed you lazy city people. We'll not share
our property with any of you." These rough farmers raided and destroyed
the headquarters of the Communists and killed several agltators. A few
days later a similar demonstration was staped in Nancheang.

Back in Nencheng I found the moderates still in control, even
tho General Chiang had left for the battle front., Everyone was glad to
see me back, and everything pointed to normel progress. I found the
labor bodies sympathetic and so planned to hurry the completion of the
hospital. A foreign supervisor of Construction had come with me from
shanghai to help. Naterlals were in hand. Friday was the day set for
gtarting work.

But Friday morning, March 25th, at 4:30 in the morning I was
awakened by a servent who said that Mr. Johnson wanted me immediately
In Mr. Brown's house. This was no call for a doctor! Something else




of b very serious nature, I knew it must be, for Mr. Johnson was sup-
posed to be in Kiuklang, elghty miles away. And when I jolned the
group of three, I learned that just what we had feared for three months
mlght happen, actually had occurred:- American and British military
ynits had found it necessary to use theilr guns to protect their nation-
als from men made mad by the radical, rabid propaganda of the commun-
ists in many cases thot to be in the direct employ of Soviet Russia.
Foreigners had been killed by Nationallst soldiers, This news had been
received by American wireless in Kiukiang. Mr. Johnson had fortunately
found a night freight to Nanchang--a night freight is an unusual occursy
rence--and brought us the word. The Americen military representative
in Kilukiang hed also instructed Mr. Johnson in no uncertain language

to get all Americans out of Nanchang.

‘ In our study of the situation thru the previous months we all
realized that just such incidents would make it necessary for us to
leave our work, The communists would most likely grossly distort the
truth of such actions and inflame popular feeling against all foreign-
ers. We knew from previous riots that Kiukiang, our port on the Yang-
tze, would be easily fired. And we, in the interior, having to pass
thru this port, might find passage ilmpessible. Should the ignorant
masses in Nenchang be fired against us, our deaths by their hands might
further embarrass a peaceful settlement of the Nanking situation. In
such a situation the 'loyalty of our Chinese friends might save us and
find an avenue of escape for us, but surely it would bring disaster to
them and to the work for which they were responsible. Consequently we
had decided that should military action be necessary in Nanking or
Shanghal we would all evacuate. And this we did. We certainly found
our hands full. Before train time the other foreigners in the city
had to be informed, the two schools and the hospital had to be put into
the hands of our capeble Chinese staffs with the meagre instructions
we had time to give, and we had to close our homes and get together
the minimum anount of personal effects necessary for any travelling
emergency, By 10:30 thst morning eighteen adults and five children
were on the trein leaving Nanchang. No members of our mission were
left.

It is impossible to describe the feelings we had in finding our-
selves finally forced to leave the work into which we, as well as you,
have put so much, the work that had gained for itself thru the last
months of stress and storm the approvel and support of all types of
local people, and which held such promise for the fuvure. We were not
totally discouraged for we knew we had started something that could not
die. Whether or not we would be priviledged to return we knew that the
work would go on, not perhaps as efficlently, or even quite in the same
spirit, but would continue. Our leaving was made harder because the
local situation did not demand it. Altho communistilc forces were at
work, the moderntes still controlled the situation. We had some minor
netionalist officisls in the hospitals as patients., They were Christ-
iang and friendly. One of them had sung for us at our Sunday forelgn
service, Our steff and servants were loyal and did all they could to
help us get ready to leave. The hospitel pastor and the doctor we left
in cherge, crossed the rough river in our small boat and talked with us
until time for the train to leave., We left them and the whole steff
pledged to cerry on as long as possible, I understand that in a New
York paper appeared a report that the Ensign Memorial Hospital had been




forced to close on account of anti-foreign feeling. This 1s quite
untrue. The hospital has not been closed and still is being run by a
loyal Chinese staff, as far as I now know, There was a strong tempta-
tion to stay, to regard ourselves as indispensable, as martyrs if nec=-
essary regardless of the dlstress, and perhaps harm, that such individ-
ualistic action might bring to our Chinese friends, our own relatives
end to our American authorities. Bubt we had to think of the whole
¢ause and to realize that perhaps our best service under the circum=-
gtances would be to withdraw and to give the twenty-five vears of ser-
vice in the Master's name that the mission hsd rendered the Nanchang
community a test of its worth.

As our train approached Kiuklang we grew apprehensive. Had the
distorted news of the Nanking affair yet reached the masses in Klukiang?
Would there be hostile mobs? Were the coolies gathering alongside the
stopping train interested in us or in an opportunity to carry our bag-
gage? The latter proved to be the case. Expecting us, the American
military officer in Kiukiang had succeeded in having a British River
Steamer walt for us. It was anchored in mid-stream. The sight of it
cheered our weary string of rain-soaked, mud spattered folk. And de-
spite the fact that three hundred and ten forelgners were crowded on
o boat planned for only eighteen forelgners, we were relieved to be
sboard. The Chinese quarters of the boat had to be used. The cablns,
halls and dining rooms were reserved for the women and children. The
steel deck was left for the men, By the fourth night it really felt
quite comfortable. In Kiukiang we found that all our Methodlst mis-
sionaries had already left. We were much worrled, however, when the
Captain of the American gunboat, looking at his watch said, "In five
more minutes the gunboats at Nanking are going to shell the military
areas of the city. TYesterday following the bombardment an ultimatupw
was given the Chinese to evacuate all foreigners from the city by five
today upon penalty of snothér shelling. And until now we have had no
news that the foreigners have been evacuated." Several hours later we
were relieved to learn that a wireless message had said that the shell--
ing had been postponed as groups of foreigners were being escorted out
of the city. :

our trip to Shanghai was without real incident. We traveled only
by day, anchoring in mid stream thru the night. Going by some forts
which had fired on passing boats we had to be convoyed by a destroyer,
Our fellow passengers had all kinds of experiences to relate. They all
came from Hunan, Hupeh and Honan, bandit infested and communistic prov-
inces. One young lady in the company of another woman and a man had
been held by bandits for seventeen days. Only the mlraculous appear-
snce of a spring in the floor of a high and inaccessible cave in which
they were kept saved them from much suffering. Others had to pay large
sums of money to local bandit chiefs before they were permitted to
leave. Others had their institutions taken from them by students fired
by falsely directed patriotism. Some were discouraged, others patlent.
Some saw real cause for optimism.

In Shenghai I found that when disturbances broke out therse, Mrs,
Blydenburgh and the three children had left for Japan. Finding passage
as soon as possible I followed, and now we are here together waiting
to know what to do next, '

In some quarters there i1s a feeling that missionary work in
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China is finished. It is very human for people having passed thru har-
rowing experiences to be discouraged and even embittered. And such time
as now gives an opportunity for those who have never understood the
modern missionary and his service to voice thelr sentiments. On the
other hand, the situation offers much encouragement and presents a chal-
lenge for greater effort. The heroic, self-sacrificing, and in some
cases fatal acts of Chinese Christians, and even non-Christians in time
of danger, on behalf of their foreign friends, are forceful witnesses

of the value of the missionary's service.

I must acknowledge that I was greatly surprised and much encour-
aged on that Sundey morning last November when an armed group of Hunan-
ese soldiers (members of the same division that took part in the Nen-
king outrages) charged our hospital, when thelr bayonets were touchling
ug, and shots were golng off, to see several of our staff rush out to
the soldiers, push their guns up, and remonstrate with them. Tt was
more than I expected. And reinforced by the testimonies of the wounded
officers hurriedly brought to the door thelr efforts were successful,
Hundreds of such stories will come to your attention. These tell of
thogse who know the forelgners, who have heard His message. Are they
not more convincing of the merit of Hls service than the acts of lgnor-
ant, hungry soldiers, and heedless agitators fired by false propagenda?
Are not the testimonles of gratitude and appreciation expressed freely
in times of peace more valuable then actlons and propaganda arising out
of the heat and disorder of a vast national upheaval? No doubt the
teaching of the missionary has a part in this upheaval which reaches
the foundation of a racial group forming nearly a quarter of the peoples
of the world, and which is being used, many believe, by scrupleless out-
siders to setlsfy their own ends.

On the other hand the mere fact that such barbarous acts heve
been perpetrated demonstrate more than ever that Christ 1s needed, that
the missionary, the ambassador of good will and understanding between
peoples, 1s still needed, and needed more effectively. I do know that
the Chinese went missionaries who will work with them and not over them,
ones that will seek to conserve the best they find, not to supplant
everything Chinese with things western. Thinking Chinese who know the
missionary end his real motlves still want him. And this is particular-
ly true of the medical missionary. Frightful disease and suffering is
noe less today than a month ago. Norless today than then is China a
source of world danger from pandemic disease. Thoughtful Chinese know
their need of modern medicine, and want the mission hospital.

While the Chinese are fighting to find themselves politically,
while they ere learning bitter lessons by experience, the forelgner may
serve best by standing aside awhile. But when the day comes when China
rests from her struggle>, whether it ils next month, or & year or more
from now, the Christian missionary will be wanted and needed. The seed
of goodwill, the seed of Christ's love, has by no means been killed. It
has taken deep root, it has sprouted, and will, in its day, bring forth
its fruit. Let us remain sympathetic, regardless of circumstances or of
gteps that may be found necessary to meet the situation. Let us keep
Christ!s spirit in our hearts and continue in the great cause of IHis
Kingdome.

Dear Folkg;= Shanghai, Ku., April 13, 1927,
Thig eertainly is a cold wet gprimg. Yesterday the sun shone
for a time, but today we are agaln having rain,- mlserable weather.

Thdre is not much to add to the news [ sgent last time, except what
you have furnished. Last nlght we had letters from you as followgs

Latham February 28, March T, March 14

Northville March 7 and March 14. These letters
were stopped at the postoffice here in Shanghal. Whatever mall may have
gone to Nanchang is still between ue and there. I guspeet there 1ls not
very much, as these letters hiteh on to the last we had from you.

Today we are supposed to be having a general strike. Water anmd
electricity are still going, however, and the postman brought mail to the
house this morning. It is certaln that the strike is a long way from
complete, as it is caused by a split im the Natlonalist ranks. Yesterday
the Nationalisgt military surrounded and disarmed a lot of folks ln the
various regions of Shanghal not within the defemse lines, and the present
gtrike is a dying squeak (some think) of the Shanghail General Labor Unlon,
o Bolghevized organization which Chimng Kai~ghl has tried to supplant with
s labor union of mederate leanings. We have no fear that essential services
will be eut off in Shanghal, as the chance for that has come and gone. I
take ome newspaper and other folks in the house take amother. One of the
papers came this morning, 80 we are not without the latest scareheads to
keep ue misinformed of what is happening. _

Snanghat ls much the same as recently only more so. Every time I go
around the streets at all I seem to see mew signs of mllitary activity. A
big munieipal girls' school near here hag had soldlers billeted im 1t, hut
yesterday for the first time the lower floor seemed completely occupledd
The military have taken the parks and all avallable open spaces, and I see
them marching back and forth, stringing telephones, convoylng supplles ete
ete, with the ceaselesa sentry-pacing everywhere. To us who are trylng to
wateh elosely the Bast this comstant augmentatlion of forces 1n Shanghal
geeme ominous. These folks are not here for a midsuwmmer plenie, To those
whose minds have not been lulled to sleep it ig increasingly eclear that
the real antagonists are jockeying into position. I mean England and
Russia, as I think I have written you before. If the lssue is not faced
and faced squarely now between Communism and the rest of elvilization
(ineluding America), the whole mess will settle down to anmother period of
stewing and disorder and Jealousy and susplclom will agaln reign until the
moment is again propitious. I certainly lean toward Paciflsm, but I seeno
way out of the present boiling pot except through some method of glving
Russia a sharp and effective rebuke. I trust I am not an alarmist regar-
ding Communism. Theoretlically it is none of our business, ut really it ls
to my mind the most imsldious and deadly foe civilization now faces. If we
do not kill it 1t will kill us, and for my part I conslder the good of
all the people to be vasgtly superior to the good of any single classg HO&A
matter how deserving or numerous, I favor the most radical reviaiam%in
order to assure failr treatment to all, but I do nmot lmagine any single
productive clase which has in any measure forfelted its right to exlgtence.
The way We are arrenging these questiong in America is not ideal, but 1lse,

T think, the best the world now has, and 1t can be made better. Communism
18 different from what the etomology of the word would make ome think, and
it is different in practice from ite theory.

We are well. Hester goes to school every day, but Charles stlll stays
at home. I have been approached on the proposgition of teaching sclence in
the American School here until June, but the matter is not gettled yet, al-
though Bishop Birney has consented. If that deal does not work through I
shall try to find something else to do.

It was good to hear from you. We shall expect to hear regularly from
now on. That bird who wrote about Gen. Feng wag cuckoo.

We are still here, and are mow able to be a little more definlite
about the present gituation and the probahble course of our future actions.

Internationally we are walting for the second note to Bugene Cheng and
its consequenceg.s It seemg to be agreed on by the papers that this notewill
be a gtiff one and comntaln an ultimatun. In the meantime Shanghai is qulet,
and the local situation 18 easing conglderably. Near our house the big
gates in the barbed wire entanglements are open durlng the day and not many
patrolsg in sight. I do not notice so much evidence of extemsion of military
activity here, though there 1s no receding from positiomsg already ocecupied.
Of coursge a day may change all thig, and the troops are prepared for any
developments which may arise. Today we saw from our house 4 airpianes in
the sky at the same time.

Johmson went baeck up the river. He got to Nanchang and wired 'quiet’
from there, and wired that he was leawing Kiuklang by gunboat, on his way
back. We are all anxious to gee him agaln and hear his story. He should be
here im a day or two now. Blydenburgh went to Japan to join hig family there,
but was back here yesterday afternoom. He wanteg to make a final arrangement
for them, elther sending them to America or getting the Bishop's word that
they are to stay in Japan for the time bheing.

_ Bighop Birney advised Clella and me to go to Japan for July and August.
We have written Bob Spencer for a houge, and If he can get ome for us there
wlll be no diffieulty about getting there. The N.Y.K. runs express boats
from here to Japan every 4 days. We shall probahly leave here the end bf
June. I almost think that Ulella and the children will be in Japan for a
good many momths, though I will doubtlegs We hack in China in the fall for
work, If I canmot get hack to Nanchang the Bishop will doubtless set meat
work elgewhere in a more acfegsible place.

Our mail is now belng stopped here, and since I wrote last we have
heard from each of you, and Clella has heard from her own folks. These
letters are the last before Nanking, and we are wondering what will be the
tone of the next omes. Truly our lot has been in green pastures and bedde
gtill waters compared with plenty we know.

The battle lineg seem to be forming in a way I had not comtemplated.
The Yangtze ig to be the theater of war, apparently, for a few months nwew.
Roughly we can say there are four leaders. Chiang Kal-shi in the 8.H.,
Chang Tgo-lin in the N.E., Feng Yu~Hsliang in the N.W. and the Wuhan erowd
in the S.W, Chiang and Chang #A¥d are professedly anti-Communistic, butft hat
ie about all they have ln common. The Wuhan bunch are the Communists! Feng
18 not ready, perhaps, to reveal himself, as he truly holds the balance of
power im China now. If he turns agalnet the Communists, Wuhan might as well
go out of business. If he goes with them, Chlang and Ghang I think will be
Toreed into an umnatural alllance or elge Chiang is finished. A most remare
kable feature of the situation is that the powers addressed identical
notes to Chiang Kai-shi and Eugene Chen. Chlang waeg responsible for the
Nanking trouble in the sense that the army which did it wae under his command,
and yet Chen answered the notes, taking a stiff attitude, whlle Chiang. sald
nothing. Now Chen has repudiafed Chiang, and, though he was not near Nan-
king, is gt1ll carrying om the diplomatic correspondence about it. Mean-
while Chen 18 growing more out of favor with the powers, and Chiang seems
eliumbling into thelr good graces. Truly it ig a strange situatlon.

The Soviet 1s coming im for itg share, too. I have wondered if the
delay Shanghal papers are couplaining of dn negotiations with the Nationa-
lists may not be due to a desire to work up the case agalnst Russla, the
- real culprit? Startling revelations are mow coming to light as to Russla's

machinations im China, and I feel gure that England's real purpose is ta
come to grips with Russla. Time can tell more about that.

We are well. Hester goes to school every day. I have to go down town
almost every day on Mission busineses. Clella and Mrs. Dodd geem to emjoy
running the house and ug. Lots of love.

Dear Folks;-
T have been writing irregularly these days, but I have
' averaged a letter a week and I think more. Today came your letters of
2 and 3 (from Latham) A number of letters from all branches of the
famlily have come in recently and after this rush ls over I shall get
them together some day and list them for youxr information, I feel gure
that just about everything you wrote up Lo early April has already
reached us. You are correct in addressing us in care of Mr. Maln.

Thig letter I am asking Blydemburgh to take to Japan and mail there.
As long as friends can get our mall away from China we have hopes that
1t will go through. The postofflice sltuation 1n Shanghal 1e¢ very uncerw
tain, snd while we shall wrlte you at least once a week it may bethatb
labor btrouble will tie things up for some time ~ even under the Revolu-
tionigt government.

T cannot write you & lomg letter tonight. The situation ls as
confused and uncertain as can well be imagined. The delay of the Powers,
the vaclillating attitude of America, the whirlling kaleidogeope of
Chinege politlcs - all thege make our heads buzz.

The quegtlon of reparatlons is up, or soon will be up, There seems
to be a strong feeling agalngt asking for reparations, but I am not sgure
of the source of it. Certainly there was not a dlgsenting vote on the
question when it was ralsed in s meetling of Kiangsl and Central China
nen gsoon after I reached Shanghal. The women seem to be dlvided, some
feeling that reparatioms should mot be requlred, and 1 fenr that The
propheey of some may bhe fulfilled, that on this rock the wlsglonary
body will split. The Nenking men who are along in years and have been :
carrwying family responsibllity feel that when & movement wag deliberately
ingtigeted to rob them of everything, it lg right that repayment ,not
punitive indemnity, should be requlred. I sort of see it thelr way,
though very good folks are urging that such an attlitude cannot be
reconciled with Christianity. If I should lose all my property gtill in
Nanchang I certainly would be hard hit, though I imagine I could wlggle
along and slowly get the most of it replaced. I cannot reconcile nysgelf
to the thought of the Nanking folks loging absolutely everything except
the clothes on their backs and getting no return from the folks respon-
gible, and I feel prepared to do all in my power to geb them reparationsg.

Thege are days when a greab deal of very fundamental rethinkling of
our whole missionary position Lis being done, and it 1ls good that 1t
should be so., I presume bthat there will be much writing in America
these days ranging through all the grades from guperficlality to depth
and real comprehension. Before me as I write ls a headllne "Wasgacre of
40,000 whiteg in China is feared by wrilter who says world fate ig at
gtake there." I agree that the fate of the world may be at stake, bub
this ig a bit dramatic as a way of gaylng so. However, Amerlca sure
does enjoy her newspaper thrills and China sends ‘em out now in a
steady stream. Thisg next world war stuff, a la the April Worlds Work le
hot and will go acrogs big, bulleeve me.

Today I asked Blshop Birney for a job. He agked me 1T I would be
willing to go to Seoul, and I said, sure, I would go to South Africa or
South America if necessary, provided I eould do good after I got there.
He sald there is en opening, perhaps, teachlng in Corea. In anotheyr
day or so I shall ask him again, and perhaps after a while I shall have
a steady job. We are still going ahead with our plkans for summer in
Japan uatil the Blshop changes them for sgomething else, which he umay
not do at all.

We are well and glad to hear from you so often.

All thig 1is of eourse aggravatbted by the
‘antisforeignism whieh is latent in all natlomallstle movemenmts, particularly
in China, and by the arrogence which unfortunately has characterized all
anti-foreign outbreaks in Chine sinee tine lumemorial. I fear T have come
‘to'the point where I have to admlt that thig last characteristlic ig far
‘gtrovger ‘than we as Christian missionaries Like to admlt. It is, I think,
the bagic element which has led our strong English Quaker and paclfist, Dr.
Hodgkin to deelare that if nothing ls done about Nanking, if we slmply accept
the situation tamely, migglonary endeavor might as well stop. He 'stands now
‘for vigorous actliom, which Bishop Blrriey deelared.very surprising as from him.
My own thimklng leads me to observe that before Nanking, perhaps paclfie
© effort might have averted the catastrophe.. England certainly made an .extra-
- ordihary move in the dlrectlion of placating China by the rendltlom of the
Haikow and Kiukiang concessionsg. America might heve dome gomething tLoo, hut
Cincany ease it is mow too late to talk about thet. Nanklng hag happened and
‘the situation ig tremendously.different. Bvery forelgn hoat travelling on
the 'Yangtze mow ig being smiped at, some with shells. :The logle of the
U situation demands either that the foreign powers should mot have emtered on
this business or else they must carry it through. BSince the pituation had
been entered on, the rest of Dr. Hodgkins' X%é%ﬁ,poaition follows logically.

Dear Tolks;w
: I am writing in an awful tear, as they say, trying to get this
letter ready to get off on tomorrow's hoat. '

These are busy dayess Dr. Diffendorfer, Secretary of the Board, is here.
We are engaged im the usual fundamental rethinking of our problems and have
appolnted a findings committee, snd squaring up to the situation, and
reviewing the momentous events of the recent past, ete, ete, just as all
other misslon hodieg are now doing. I thimk though it is falr to be much
more than humorous. Diffendorfer ig really good and has the ecorreet slant
on most of 1t, whleh ig much more than gome gecretaries and Bishops have
suceceaded in doing ln the past. We are peaved at some of hls views, but
comparatively wery little, which is also unusual.

, Klang Ming Chih showed up in Shanghal yesterday. He was really driven
out of Nanchang, and from hig tell, Klangsi is now another Human. Our church
lngtitutions are apparently slated for Bolshevisation and that fast and by
the most dlabolically oblique methods. Harlier im the week we heard that
Kiang was 1o hiding and hle second son belng held as a kind of hostage for
hlsg appearance. . Yegterday morning T saw and talked with each of them, and

80 we know they are safe for the time heing. Now we are worrying about
Kiang's family and other impdrtant workersg im both Nanchang and Kiuklang,

and the Blghop i sending telegrams to care for the situation there.

Dyring the week we have had mesgages both from Nanchang and from the
American Consul at Hankow that 'Nanchang Methodlst Missgion looted and
oecupied by red troops', 8o I presume we have lost all we do not have
right with ug. HEven at that we are so much more fortunate than many fronm
Chinkkdng and Wanking. Recent reports from thoge two unhappy places show
that matters are gettimg worse there each day.

Bunday mnoon we are to have Kiamg and hils son and Tsal Tehekao of
Kiukiang and Kiang's son's sechool chum here to lunch, and hope to give thenm
a little quiet and rest. In the evening Bishop and Mrg, Blrney and Dr. and
Mrg. Diffendorfer are coming. ' : o

. Actlon hag been taken which looks toward finanelal relief for us, and I
presume we shall be able to get on for the time being. My own plan now does
not contemplate an early return to Nanchang. ¢ertainly it will be 2r a long
long time before I take Clella and the children hack there, -and the only
question 1s whether they should stay in Shanghal, in Japan, in Menila or
elsewhere or return to America. There is to be a 'skeleton organization'
maintalined for China if it becomes elear that we cannot get back for a
number of years, and there 1s no reasom inm our health or personal feelings
why I should not be a part of it, and I think Bishop Birney has that in
mind, We are still looking forward to the summer im Japan, but I am not
glving you an address there. 8t1ll gend your letters as per above unbil T
gend other directionsg. The pogt office is on a hetter working basls, we
hear, but 1t might be as well ﬁB\@gy gend matter of lmportance which cannot
be duplicated. I shall contlnue To-write gach week, or at least to ecatech
the hig boats. One goes tomorrow and another in two weeks.

- I expect that each letter from now on will continve to have matters of
great interest. We look forward with eagerness to your letters.

‘ Latham lettiers of April 1l and 18 came tonight, A letter came
also from Clella's brother Bd, expressing great rellef at hearlng from her
from Shanghal, so that you must have had our first letters wlithin u week
Hidl after the 18th, i.e. the first letters telling of our arrival here.

Tonight I have been wondering if I have left out of recent lelters any
comments on your affaibe. If so I am sorry. Our minds are so full of the
immediatie present and future in our own small lives that we do not think
much of other problems, even great and pressging onesg. We are glad that the
Conference treated you as kindly as it dild, partieularly for the attltude of
the Northville folks toward Hdgar. It is certainly heartening to have folks
gtand behind you with an inslstence on Justlee. I trust this Conference year
Just opening will prove to be full of unsusgpected belasings.

Since Wednesday I have been teaching ln the Amerlcan School here, one
clase in Generasl Selence and two in physics. My pupils are all high school
grade. The two phyesics clasges are teking the game subject matter, and are

‘merely two sections of & large class. I am impressed with t he distinetly

American charaeter of the mchool. It is so eagy out here to become de~Amerie
canlzed into a kind of nondesmriptness without mueh character. From what I
have sean so far the Shanghail Amerlcan School has real character and is holding
to the best American traditions. For this work I am doing I shall recelve
pay comnsiderably less than my salary, but the arrangement is that I turn in
my receipts to the emergency fund and draw my sdlary as usual, it belng cone
gldered elther that I am relleving the misslon of as much as i draw from the
gchool or else that the mission 1s making that much comtributlon to the
school.. Blther standpolnt ig legitimate and worthy.

In one or two of thesge letters I will put enclogsures which may prove
interesting to you. Recent news shows & new kind of treatment of internaw
tional relatlong. Chamberlain's attitude ig very severely and caustically
criticized out here by bhusiness folks and not a few mlgslonaries, particu~
larly British, but I cannot bellieve that Britain would take gsueh a moderate
attitude without the very highest of reasons. It may be a gublimated selfish-
neas, but when matterg are analyzed down, to sghoolt up half a dozen Chinese
elties 1g easy for the tremendous naval force mow in the Yangtze, but after
all, with all the suffering forelgners have endured im thie crisle, thelr
gufferings have been insignifilcant compared to the suffering of eountless
Chinege. Shooting up cltles would merely inerease the suffering, aeccomplish
no dlscernable good, add endlesg diplomabtlic complicatlons, glive the Bolsghys
exeuse for staying on the job, pul slippery Bugene Chen al the top of the
heap, reinforce the degplecable Chinese militarlism with a new antlwforelgn
country-wide patriotism and widen the breach of eolor. If selfishness can
put a cheek on all this, by all means let ue have a selflsh Britain!

Howevey, I stlll think that the logses deliberately caused at Nanking should
be made good, that thoge directly respomsible should be punished, and that
guarantees ghould be glven agalnst a repdtitlon, and thls, I belleve,
Chamberlain has in mind. . ‘

Bob Bpencer has writtem that we can have a house in Gotemba this summer.
Thig place 1s at the base of Mb. Fujiyama, and we plan to sall soon after

June 10, The Johannabers are going in with us. I suppose, since we have

aecepted the flrm offer of the house, and the Bighop has approved the plan,
1t 18 ag decided asgs anything earthly can be in the Orient now. I was glad
to find the other day that my pasgport could he renewed, since I am now &
teacher, go that it is good now until Januvary 1928, ‘ v

Our landlady spoke gome time ago about our vacabting thls houge &t the
end of May, but today infomred (lella that gshe will not want the house, so
we do not have to hunt quarterg for the two weeks or so we have left in June
after school closes. ‘

There must have been gome mixup ahout the cbllection they took at
Gloversville, as I got tonight from the Board a draft for $5. I will walt a
week or two, and some explanation may come. However, $5 is not to be sneezedat

I think that probably my letters will come to he written at
the end of each week instead of om Sunday, for the hlg boateg geem Lo
have a hablt of leaving Shanghel on Saturday. Mr, Pllcher of our
hougehold sails thig week Baturday and goes on the boat tomorrow nilght,
gse we are asking him to mall thege letters for us ln Seattle or San
Prancigsco or wherever he lands. However, almost all of our friends who
A4 plannfhd to go to Americe gidh are already gome by now.
A letter from Nanchang I received a couple of days ago seems Lo

vindioat@_tnat we may gebt the bulk of our things from there after all.

One of our workersg there has posgesslon of thew and says he will send
them with the first person coming to Shanghai. Johnson ls agaln gone
up the river, this time wlth Bighop Blrney, end he took a letter from
me agking for the stuff. If we do get 1t, our logses from this evacua-
tion will not be very much. Our houges are all occupled by soldlers,
the number at present reports bheing 1800 for the compound, but there
geens Lo have been some abtempt by their officers to keep the property
from being rulned hy their presence there. For thig we are thankful.
Teaching at the school ig gaing well, that is, I am enjoying it
imnensely. Today wasg 'freshmen day', and I was surprised to mee a
regular old-fashioned roughhousge, such ag many colleged im Anerica have
debarred. The fresghdmen appeared with red shirte ~ both boys and girlg,
and 1t devolved om the sophsg to remove the offenses, which they did in
tunble~around faghlon. The goph boys cleaned wup for the frosh, but the

freghman girlg fared better as thelr soph sigters seemed unable to cone

to a finish with them. There was no lack of energy in elther bunch.
Unfortunately one of the gilrlg aceldentally had her arm broken, which
ehded the melee. At the lunech table there wag a lot of talk, gonme
public apologles, and probably it will mean the end of this kind of
horge~play at S$.A.8., I hope mo. It ig too bad that our American temper
makes it very hard to deal with tris gort cf a cusgtcw until goieone Lo
coricrely Injured, as happened today.

I am unable to report sny black=and-blue gpots from oft-repeated
"40 gpanmks save one', but for supper thie evening (Clella invited over
the Johannabers and made a scrumbuaptious cake and had some mango ice-
ereamn gent in esgpeclally as a celebration to remind usg of the great and
glorious occasion. We may he refugees, but we do try to remember the
little amenities of 1lfe now and agaln.

Clella and [idna Johannaber are happy planning for our sgumser in
Japan. They have a long questionnalre for Bob Spencer (poor Bobl),
and evidently imtend to go as forewarned as pogsible about everything.
Gotemba, I guess we have written several times, lg at the base of
Fujiyama. It 1g about 1500 feet above the gea, and ls a way-statlon on
the maln rallroad line through Japan, though only a couple of hourg
from Yokohame. Asg 1t 1ls one of the principal starting-polmts for the
elimb up Pujil, there are hotelg there, and wealthy Japanese summer in
the village. We have no particular plang ag to what to do after we
get there, and are not even declded asg to whether or not we want to
abtempt the climb of Fuji.

T enclose in each letter the printed 'fTindings' of our group here.
Give these publicity (except the printer's errors) for they represent
probably the very mogt accurate statement of Methodist missionary opinlion
in China which can be had alt thisg time. There were other actlomg which
we book for ourselves, not for publivation, as you might guess.

They
influence young people at the time when they are making
life decisions, choosing VOGathBS, fixing personal habits
and social attltudes beginning to form. permanent attach-
ments to friends, masters, rchool, and church, and accep-
tirg or rejecting Christianity.. They touch the greaf
middle classes of soelety among which the church is now
growing and gaining its greatest strength. They do not
produce the foremost leaders, but furnish the body of
study supporters of Christian somety

.......... Tt is.no%, however, 1ke1y that the

- church 1tkelf can .scon underta,ke the main sapport of this

w

. No argument need to ke made in
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grade of school. Therefore the missions should consider
the support of their middle schools one of the first and
largest items on their budgets. In some missions this
may mean closing primary schools or Wlbhdrawmg from

_ college work or definitely uniting Wlth other missions to
make the middle school work strong.’

In the matter of self-support we believe that edueational
institutions should. be considered apart from the organized
church. General speaking, our Middle €chools have made
great advanees dulmg the last few years in the matter of
increased fees as in other thlngs so that students in our
schools are now ganerally paying . for their edueation fully
as much as students in church schools in Amenca, when
the cost of living:is taken into accuunt.

War, revolutions and famine have for the time being
reduced enroliment in some centers so that under these
conditions increased income from abroad is necessary if our

Middle Schools are not to be discontinued in the same way -

as have most of onr day schools. -

Even infAmerica educational mstxtutlons are not ex-
pected to support themselves from student fees or local con-
tributions, but are dependent upon large endowment funds.
n stating that similar condi-

A Board of Trustees in America

In some instances Boards of Trustees in America have
been organized for Middle Schools, but it is obvious that,
were all of our Middle Schools to thus organize, there would
be an undesirable multiplicity of such Boards. It isour
judgment, therefore, that there should be organized in
America one Board of Trustees for our Middie Schools in
China, the primary objsct of which would be the holding
in trust and the proper administration of endowment funds
for our Middle Schools individually and collectively, entire-
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ly apait from the Board of Foreign Missions; and holding
in these matters the same relationship as do the Boards of
Trustees of the Union Universities. It is our judgment that
this Board should be constituted in America because of the
unsettled state of affairs in China and the general inseeurity
has of investmen's here and also because the Chinege church
not yet available sufficient personnel experieniced in the
handling of large financial matters. v

Should it not be found practical to develop this plan in
the.very near fnture sgmie oiher means must be found for
inoreaced support for these schools or the early closing of
soms of our best sehools will be forced upon us.

~ those Chinese co-laborers who have been compe]l:
ed’ by oircumstances to take over our work,
"When we return, there should be such adjust-
ments in appointments and such Sympathetic
approach as to carefully congerve every gain
in Chinese leadership ~brought about by the
stimulus of these emergent conditions.

In view of the present developments of the Church in’
China and of Chinese consciousness ag regardg the return of
missionaries to their fields of labor, we rejoice that in the

establishment ¢f our shurch in Chiva, in which ‘we have #:

membership, full provision is made in our. normal
procedure for the expression of the desires of the Chinese.

We acknowledge our profound
gratitude to many Chinese in Nan-
king: who- helped wug in our time of
danger.  They: exerted themselves
to the utmost and even risked their

. 'l‘he Nanking Affair

With. regard to- the wunhappy
events which occurred when Nan-
king. passed into control of Nation-
alist forces, it seems to us no good
can . come . from .. attempting to
minimize or excusé what happened.

‘nesses of those events have. con-
vincing: evidence of the following:.

1. The. looters were identified as
Southerners through “their . speech
and physical appeavance, by both
Chinese and forelgners in all ‘parts
of the eity, !

By a GROUP or NANKING MISSIONARIDS

0Verheard by some-of us in h1|d1ng,
unknown to - the speakers; and by
statements made to:numbers of us
by "Chinese: friends, while we were
concealed and they were in com-
munication ‘with the soldiers.

‘8. The - acts were ~ permitted, if
not ordered by, officers, In numerous

casges officers were among the groups |

who 'were - active and even  took
part in the looting and threatening.
The soldiers were ¢alled off by bugles
after ‘the warships fired. ~Officers
are known 'to have shielded places
which they had a personal interest
in protecting. This leads to the
conelugion that other officers could
have wielded equal restraining in-
fluence had they chosen to exert it.
4, The 'soldiers who committed
the outrages were guilty of wanton,
deliberate looting, burning, murder,
and indecent lattacks on women. No
excuse or palliation can be offered
for their conduct. Yet, so far as we
know, they still remain: enrolled as
a’ regular part of the Nationalist
armies, ‘and have not been called to
account in any adequatei way.

Reasons for :these Stétements'

Our reasons for making the above
comments ‘are not to oppose - the
national aspirations of the Chinese
people. With them:we have - the

utmost sympathy. We have no-

desire to wuse the  Nanking in-
cident to make capital against the
legitimate nationalist aims, provided
the two can be clearly ‘separated.
That is° why we prefer to-see all
patriotic Chinese emphatically re-




pudiate the conduct of those who
committed the Nanking outrages, or
who weré in any way responsible for
them; instead of seeking, as 'we
think has been too generally the
case, t0 minimize -and gloss ~over
those  occurrences. - This - - whole

affair “has “loweired Chmas préstige”
in the eéyes of 'the world, and we,
who love the people because of our

years of friendly fellowship with

them, suffer as do all right-think-,

ing Chinese because of this. Surely,
the ‘Nationalist movement &s a ‘whole
does not:stand for. such tacties ‘as
thesge, -and. its-:cause. would be
strengthened by, making: that fact
unequivecally. clear., - :

Some -Chinese reports St\ate ‘that
the mumbers  of {troops engaged in
the lawless aects were few, . even
placing the: number as low -as 200.
We :are. convineed that the. number
actively engaged was many- times
200. But even. if they .were. rela-
tively few in. proportion - to - the
whole army, ‘the .actual number is
comparatively .unimportant. . It is
the enormity of: the outrage that
constitutes. its significance, and: not
the number of those :who accom-
plished it. To say, as some do, that
an incident such as ‘that which
happened: .at Nanking is the inevit-
able accompaniment of a revolution
and that we must not make too
much of- 4 single case is not a line
of argument which: we .can. aceept.
This was -the-deliberate act of offi-
cigl troops acting under orders. It
ig: the' inevitable :result of a wide-
spread . anti-foreign propaganda in
which there is much untruth. And
it is"not an isolated dase, though
actually - worse than any-of the other
cases where attacks by Nationalist
troops. have been made, such asg
Foochow,. Wuhu, Kivukiang, Chin-
kiang, and many.other. places.

The Foreign ‘Bombardment

’I‘he .nayal aection by ,certain
foreign. ships on the  afternoon of
March 24 was taken as the last
possible resort to save a group
whom Nationalist troops were then
making every effort to kill. It was

certainly the means of saving the
lives of this group of 48 foreigners
who ' were: beseiged ‘in ‘a - foreign
house overlookmg the Hailing gate
at Hsiakwan, among whom was the
American .. Oonsul and his family,
and it probably saved many other
Poreigriers in’ the city," The action

'was carefully " restrained. apd as

moderate. ag. could be to accomplish
the object in view. There was no
deliberate destruction of Chinesd
life or property, but every precau-
tion:was taken to -avoid such a tre-
gult.  In view of exaggerated state-
ments which have been circulated . as
to the number of lives lost, we - would
call. attention to -the-fact that res-
ponsible Chinese, official sources do
not report more, than- six.. civilian
deaths. The . bombardment -can be
regarded as an act of assistance in
suppressing,. a lawlessness which
right~thinking “Chinese themselves
must condemn. It is certain :that. if
the Chinese authorities. had: been
preventing the violence, the foreign
forces .would not. have . intervened.
And the -intervention saved  China
the far more serions international
complications that. would have re-
sulted from taking the lives of a
congul-‘and of a large: number of
natlonals of a i’rlendly state.

Anti- I‘orelgmsm

'With regard to -assurances -of
good-will. . toward - foreigners . and
promises of - protection by the--Na-
tionaligt government-throughout its
jurisdiction ® generally, it seems - to
ug that the actual facts dbout con-
ditions do ndt bear out these as-
surances. . It is-.a matter of i fact
that violent anti-foreign -agitations
have occurred repeatedly .and: appear
to be more wide-spread and: active
at present than:ever before. Foreign-

ers are steadily being’ . forced :out

of -all .parts of China under' Nation-
alist control, <and: the goVemnment
desplte all its- assurances, is -either
unable or unw1111ng to alter ‘the
situation. . :

“The same facts ‘are true regard-
ing opposition to Chrigtianity. The
Christian religion is being persist-

ently and syétematlcally attacked,
its "leaders’ are being maligned and

. persecuted, its properties- are being

desecrated, looted and seized, and
no power or influence appears able
to c¢heck this eonduet.

Treaties and. Internatwmal Relations

We are awaré of those legitimate
claims ‘which ‘China has '"fof = the
past several years been 'presenting
to the other nations and we have
used our influence to support them.
Strong endorsement of China’s
claims has been given by the prin-
cipal Mission Boards, and those
claims have been conceded by the
varicus foreign governments.

Candour compels ug to say, how-
ever, that in our judgment the time
has come when the gecuring of
equal recognition 'in the family of
nations depends more upon China’s
own efforts than on the foreign go-
vernments, Although we have
taken a stand against the object-
ionable treaties, we feel that such
phrases as, “imperialism,” “tolera~
tion clavses,” and “unequal treaties”
have become mere catch-words with
which to explain the present chaotic
conditions in China. We must in
frankness point out that these
slogans are being overworked, They
are being used to explain too much.
Foreign nations have taken actual
steps in 'meeting China’s legitimate
claims, and are eager to go further.
But the Nationalist government has
not kept its promises nor fulfilled
its obligations., Such recent agree-
ments .as the foreign governments
have negotiated with the Nationa-
lists (as for example, the Chen-O’-
Malley agreement) have not been
observed in an equal spirit by the
latter, .

Our Friendly Efforts Defeated

With special reference to requests
that we use our good offices to pre-
sent China’s case inthe best possible
light before our home nations, it is
necessary to recognize that we who

have been termed “idealists” in our

attitude toward China, to-day stand

discredited before the world as a re-
sult of the course of recent events.
We are known to - have -protested
against the gunboat policy and other
forcible measures, - As recently as the
first’ of February. - this year, 127
missionaries in Nankin}g',, at con-
siderable labour ~and. expense,
prepared and sent a cablegram to
the American’ government and
publie;’ protestlnc* against the use
of force in dealing with China, and
urging a policy of -conciliation and
the prompt: negotiation of new
treaties on a basis of equality. In
but little more than a month after
that, we had to depend on the use
of foreign force.to save our lives,
We have favoured: the 'return of
concessions to CGhina, but to-day a
foreign settlement is our only place
of refuge. We have . assured . our

.people .abroad that the Nationalist -

movement was not anti-Christian
nor anti-foreign, but now we are
driven from our homes and dispos-
sessed of our property. We who
remained in Nanking on March 24
were not personally depending on
extraterritorial privileges nor any
other form of foreign protection,
but were putting our trust in the
assurances of the Nationalists. The
events show that our faith was not’
justified. In all these matters, the
facts of the situation flatly con-
tradict our words. Everything we
have said in behalf of the mational
movement is made to appear false.
For us to say more in the present
situation would be futile.

Conclusion

We present these statements of
our views not because we wish to
discourage our loyal friends. On
the other hand, we believe that the
only way to bring about a ¢hange
in these circumstances, is first
frapnkly to face the facts and admit
the conditions that exist. We know
there are many Chinese people who
see these events as we do and who
sincerely regret them. But regrets
and good wishes are not sufficient.
Those sections of the Chinese public
who really disapprove of the con-




ditions we have pointed  out, should
find some way to make their influ~
ence -and goodwill effective. . We
do not presume to.say how this
shall be done, nor even to say that
it must be done. We make. no. de-
mands of our Chinese friends.- We
are merely pointing out what in our
judgment. is the .way to continued
helpful relations, In so far as our
Chinese friends see their way 0

CHINESE CARRY ON IN ABSENCE OF MISSIONARIES

From practically every migsion station in China, from which mig-
gionaries have temporarily gone to places of greeter safety on the
coast or in other countries, there is coming back testimony to the
loyalty of the Chinese Christians, Much of the work of preaching,
teaching, healing and administering is etill carried on by Chinese
pastors, teachers, doctors, nurses, - all mission-trained leaders,

The Reverend Frederick Bankhardt, veteran migsionary in Yenping
City, writes: "Even if we missionaries are not at our stations just
new, the Chinese preachers, teachers, doctors, nurses and Bible women
are right on the job, Never have 1 been more encouraged from what T
have geen of our Chinese Christian workers and members than at
pregent, " '

Miss Alice Brethorst, dean of women in West China Union Univer-
sity, Chengtu, reports that the University Senate, the governing body
in China, has been reorgenized with a majority of the members Chinese;
that Lincoln Dsang, a Chinese graduate of Northwegtern University,
Evangton, T1l,, is vice-president and acting heed of the institution;
that S, H, Fong ie now dean of the School of Education; and Donald Fay,
graduate of Rochester Seminary, ig dean of the School of Religion,

According to Dr, A, J. Dowen ., pregident of the Nanking Univer-
‘sity which was the scene of the serious disturbances of last March,
“the institution is being administered by a committee of seven Chinese,
of which Dr, T. S, Kuo, dean of the College of Agriculture and
Forestry, is chairman, Three hundred fifty of the five hundred former
students of the school are now in attendance, and forty or more of
them will be graduated with bachelor degrees at the end of June,
There is & Chinese feculty of more than one hundred - several having
been added to take the place of the missionary-professors now tempo-
rarily out of the city., Most of the Americen faculty are £till in
Shanghai awaiting permission from the American Consul to return to
thelr pogts, Dr, Bowen gstates that the College of Agriculture and
Forestry, the College of Arts and Sclenceg, the primery schools, and
the Middle Bchool, are all open under the guidance of thig Chinese
ddminisgtrative committee,

Dr, George T, Blydenburgh, superintendent of Susan Toy Ensign -
Memorial Hogspital, Nenchang, gives this answer to the question, "IS
the migsionary wanted in China?" "Thinking Chinese who know the mig-
gionary and hig real motive still want him, This isg particularly true
of the medical migsionary, PFrightful disesse and guffering is no less
coday than & month ago, No lesgg today than then is China a source of
world danger from pandemic discase., Thoughtful Chinese know their
need of modern medicine, and want the mission hospital, When the day
comes when China regts from her gtruggle, whether it is next month,

My dear Father;-

T am writlng today a kind of a business letter, as
there are geveral imgqulrles I need to make the data for which are
probably logt at Nanchang.

Briefly it ig this: Will you kindly send me a ligt of the
aceounts I have inm America and the pregent amounts? I have with me
ny checkhook from the Troy Natlonal City Bank, so the detalls of that
are clear to me. In what bank dld you put my savings money? and how
much does ik amount to mow? How much lg there gtill im your account
with me? Were I in possesgsion of all my household goods I could find
thege out for myself, but I fear it lg gone. One of our men wrote me a
letter from Nanchang saying that he had packed my possessions into a
trunk and was sending it to me, but alasg! what I sent for would £1ill
a number of truaks and then some, I am anxlous to see what comes through

Regarding my investments in China, I am not very apprehensive.
T have $100 gold in the Raven Trust Company, which, with accumulated 77
interest sinece 1920 is now about $150. Dr, Diffendorfer told me he con-
glders it still peffectly safe, and so does Mr. Maln our General Trea-
gurer. In addition I have $300 Mex in Kuling. Of thls enterprlse I
am the treasprer and the only member of the commlttee stlll in China. I -
think that this enterprige will eventually pay ites debts and we can get
our money, though for the pregent I am held to provide for nothlng but
the expense of keeping up the property. In case of a windup we can pay
all our obligations if we get back only % the value of the property, hbut
in any case I am in positlon to wateh 1t carefully, and have glven a
gtatement to Dr. Diffendorfer eovering the whole matter.

This morning I put into the Natlomal City Bank of New York
my accumulated tithe money up to the present. I have no particular
eall for it now, hut may have soon, and it might as well be earnlng
interegt as long as it can instead of making it seem asg though I have a
bloated balance in my salary account.

~ T am go far behind in investments toward educating the chll-
dren that I am asking the Board to send you $200 to be put into the
savings bank where you put the other money. We are helng put on a
salary somewhat congomant wlth our increased expenses here, and shall
probably he slow in replacing the more expensglve parts of the stulfl we
may have logbt at Nanchang. I feal that I ought not to plle up money
in the Orilent just now, nor again untll a great deal more gettlement
hag eome into the situation than is now apparent,

Your letters of April 23d and 24th and a letter from Hdgar
dated April 25th eame this morning. Bro. Plleher, who took letters to
be malled you inm America left us before these letters came. About the
middle of next week, perhaps, we shall write again (Lf theye is a hig
boat going Friday or Saturday), and may have first-~hand news from
Kiangsl. This morning's letter says:"Conditiom here ig quiet, nothing
particular. Local govermment decided to proteet the forelgners' lives
and properties’

Thie ie a warm day, and 1 presume summer will be on us soon.

If it 1l truse, ag the Thundersr {(London Tloaes)
geens now Lo think, that bthe Soviet influence Lls pracblically illed aow
L1 Ghina, nariang we oan Lok for an early retura Lo enduranls condlilon
i bt Lihoelos,  Ihou fFar too ooty to nredict aaytlidng vet, though
when Bishop Birney and Johngon return from theilr present trin up the
river they may feel like venturing into the difficult realm of pro-
phesy. My own pogition isg, and hag been right along, that I do not
want to return to America unlegs there ig clearly nothing elge to do.
Should we say tomorrow that we wish to go, our way would be pald and no
questions asked; so that our decision does not depend on lack of means.
It is altogether pogsible that my work may be totally different from
what 1t was on March 2%, mny last day at Nanchang, it may even be that
T shall have to start in another sgtatiom, but I cannot see that gsuch
poggibilities make any partlcular difference in what I ought to do
right now, which ig to stick om the jok, or as near ag possible until
the time when there is real work I can do somewhere in the interlor, or
even here in Shanghal.

Ag to your gifte to Misslons, I think you are wlge in
waiting a little regarding further gifts to the Nanchang Hospital. That
enterprise, if we can do so, will he earried to completion, but the EERig?
is blg at present, and when the next era dawns in mlsglon work out here
it may prove to be the case that we shall not proeceed with any buildling
projects whatgoever., You will understand that nothing of thig kKind has
been sald publiely, least of all has any formal actlon heen taken. Thls
is gimply FRB talking about a contingency which may never happen at all.
T do feel that we shall inslst that in the case of our carrylng forward
any building projects in the future, local support will he made much
more of a demand, so I think the Nanchang Hospltal projeet wlll not

L;%ﬂi, suEfer for lack of forelgn money as much as for lack of Chinese. You
have put enough im to fulflil the purpose for which you started.

At the pregent moment the forelgn misslons appeal will he for
the emergenecy fund caused by China affalrs. I belleve the total le to
be put at $200,000. Probably that will be "challenging" enough to
draw all the looge ghekels around ten counbties. The propositlion ls, I
belleve, to pregent no indemnity claims for Methodlst migslonarleg, hut
for the Church to pay the bill. I am seriously consgldering wlthholdlng
any claim, except for our travel and exeess living costg, even 1f it
appears that much of my pergomal property is gone. The time hag not
come for decision on that point, and Clella and I want to he of one
mind about it. My liste are ready, except for a few minutes compiling
when I learn how much is still safe, so I can know with falrly hlgh
accuracy what my losses are. However, I vote for indemnity every time,
as I know what some men and women faee 1f theyfldont get it.

My weekly epistles mow come in the mlddle of the week, and i
will continue to do so, unless some friends of ours leave by a hoat which
lets us be a day later. I pass a letter hox on my way to school , 80
ghallmplan to write on Wednesday evening, mail the letters Rxifmgxxexmin
Thursday morning for the boat leaving Frlday.

Thig afternoon when I wag downtown I got the package of paper hatg
Helen gsent for the children. We had lote of fun wearing them before and
during supper. We have a notlce of gpackage sent to Clella, which we suspect
i the missing birthday package, but when I went to the big downtown posgt-
office to get it they told me it ieg at a sub-offlce out this way.

Today I learned that Bishop Birney and Johnson reached Kluklang
in safety and found things qulet go went akhore. They are reported to be
leaving Kiuklang tomorrow night on the return trip. Dodd 1s off at Wuhu,
but due here any minute, 80 hig wife thinks. On the river mow the custonm
is to run in one convoy several boats, for ingtance ome for Wuhu and one
for Kiukiang and ome for Hankow. The econvoying warecraft drops ome hoat
at each place. The boat waitg for several days for a down-river comnvoy
to plek it up, so passage to Klukiang ls no longer a dalily possiblllty but
only once or twice a week.

Tonight's scareheads inform us that Britain has broken with
Russia. If so the international atmogphere ought to be cleared very soon
and the econflict brought into the reglon where 1t belongg rather thah in
China. China hag a certaln amount of evoluting and reveoluting to do, I
guppoge. I know she hag a lot of growlng up to do before ghe camn he a
firgt rate power. The pity ie that all these internatlonal compllcatllong
have come in as a heavy handlcap, hecause I believe that China hag really
the makings of one of the greategt powers of the future world. The great
Rugsian people cannot be indicted, but the powers that be In the gaddle
there have certainly indulged in the most malevolent machinationsg all over
the globe, and it 1g high time they were brought to book,

Last night the copper globe in a supply tank we have on the second
floor here took a notion to leak and fill with water. The torrent :
threatened to drown us out. Finally about L a.m. we gucceeded 1ln getting
a workmen from the water works, who fixed it temporarily and thle morning
came and finlshed the Job. Shanghal is a thrilling plece to livel

If one wishesg
to pregs the issue back, China hag had in some places 100 years and
more of combact with Christianity. Wherever I have worked, they have
known us for 20 years. That glves them a chance to slze us up. If
they now say (as they have not dald) that the time has come for forelgn
missionaries to get out, I believe they have the right to put usg out,
and no one can say bthem nay. Thdy To take any other position lg to
demy one of the govereign rights of a natlom. I am an American, and I
believe I have & right to remaim one if I so wigh. When I attempt to
follow out the logleal comsequences of retaining that right, I think
no one can with grace or truth impugn my Christlanity or misslonary
ealling, I firmly belleve that among the Chinese there is no thought
of Chinese origin eritiecising our action after Nanmking. There is a
distinet and stromg curremt of critlielsm havimg its roots in Moscow,
but that currembt is totally anti~Christlan and anti-religlous., I
gometimeg wonder who supplies materlal for Harry P. Ward, gSherwood Eddy,
ftanley High, even Kirby Page, and now Paul Hutchinson?

This is, I presume, the bast letter I shall write you from
this address. We leave (DV) om Thursday for Japam, but go down bown
Wednesday to the Missionary Home, to avold the fusg of elosing the
house and moving our bags and baggage to the boat slz or sevem mlles
away to ecateh a 9 a.m. salling. The Misslonary Home is only a short
distance from the wharf.
We have decided to get off at Nagasakl instead of Kobe, because
1t seems that we can save money that way. It does inmvolve a longer
train ride, but I guess we can endure it for the sake of the apondul lx
involved. Anyway, I doubt if we can be classed as uttierly inexperienced ‘
in the art of travel, and we expect to survive. (Clella Just told me
that ghe and Mrs. Johanmaber have about decided to change their mlinds
amag)mor@ and get off at Kobe. I can tell more about Lt a week from

Closing sechool was not such a fag for me asg it might have been.

Nli-no-oka, Gotemba, Japan
June 19, 1927.
Dear Folkg;=

After a wmogt intensely interesting trip, here we awe, in
Japan for the summer. We left 31 Brenan Road on Wednesday morning,
gpent the rest of the Way finishing preparations for the trip, slept
that night at the Mlsglonary Home, and Thursdey morning started on the
"SHANGHAI MARU", ome of the mew, thoroughly modern and very fast express
gteamers. Friday at 1 p.m. we were in Nagagsakl and met a lot of folks,
among them Bob Spencer, who gave usg invaluable help in arranging our
trip. Yesterday afterncon we reached Kobe and had no trouble landing.
For all our stuff we pald no customs at all, but had a heavy bill for
excess haggage. Our plan was to sbay over at Kobe until tomorrow
morning, but the place was full up, and in gplte of our preperations we
had to come on. At Kobe we took & gleeper, quite as nolsy and shaky
ag & U,8.Pullman. Thie express traln we had to leave at Numadzu, where
we took a loeal to this place.

I wish you were here with us - the house faeces Fujl, which ls about
10 mlles away as the erow flies, lohger of course by road. Today has
been in general a falr day and we have seen Fujl in all conditions of
eloud from completely cowvered to completely clear, OQur front door faceg
gbtralght to the mountaln and tonight the sun set precisely behind the
peak. We are perhaps 2000 feet above gea level and the peak of Fuji
12387 feet.

_ The place here lg a gettlement run by misslonaries who have a 99-
year lease from the farmers who have ih from the Imperial Household, who
are thereal owners of the land. There ig a colmunity here, small at
any time, but with us, now on}¥ four familles, three of whom are from
China. Mr, Alexander of our mlgsion, who is general manager of the
place, has been here all day and has helped us very much. We have hired
a servant, a woman who washes clothes and dishes, eleans floors, eta,
for ¥35 per month, and has started in very satisfactorily. We were saying
tonight that it seems like starting in again as new misglonaries, trying
to eonverse in a language we know nothing of. 8till, knowledge of the
Chinege character ig a very great help here. The few characters we can
write have come im handy more than once already. Then too there is a
very great gimllarity in many of the gounds, partieularly of common words.
It is really lots of fun, and the couktesy of all the peovle here takes
off the sting of our laughable ignorsnce. I am gure we shall be trying
‘Chinege on them. It geems go strange that they should not understand it!

We are across the rallroad line from Fujl, and in baek are surrounded
by high hills. Mr. Alexander tells us that bheyond these near hills ia
Suruga Bay which ig not much different from the broad ocean. Whether or
mot this ls the reason, the alr here today and particularly this evening
makes us think of Riverside, cool and snappy. It surely ie a change from
the lagt two daye bhefore we left Bhanghal. Those were flerce, hot and
wet, They say though, that in general this place is damp and ralny
during the summer. Well, there are compensations. When it ig rainy we
have plenty of water coming through the pipes and a chance to go in
gwimming every day.

We have been told that there le a movement among the Japsnese mem-
bers of the Conference to apply for the gervices of refugee China mig-
glonaries for a whole guadrennium. In some ways the proposition sounds
very sensible, but there isg sure to be gerious questions of finances. I
am gure that if the Japanege themgelves put up a strong case, the autho-
rities of the Chureh and Misglon Board will give it very careful abbention
and favorable congideration. At Kobe I hought 'a Japan newspaper, the
Osaka Mainichl, run by Japanege, amnd the idea expressed in it is that the
5 main faeblons in China (Ghiang Kial~ghl, Chang Tgo-lin, Yen Hsl-gan,

have a house made ready for them., Friday we had the help of our friends
the Greens, and opened the house and had 1t cleaned up. Saturday mor-
ning another telegram sald they would arrive Monday afternoon., Mr.
Alexander, who spends the weekend here gald they had to leave the hoat
beeause of whooping cough., We certalnly are sorry they cam not get to
America mow, as they did want to go, but for the few weeks they have to
gpend, this ts a beauty spobt I am sure they will emjoy thoroughly. If
the pleagant weather continues the gbting of thelr disappoinmtment ought

“to be considerably softened. Thelr house 1s a more Japanesy ome than

this, in a beautiful grove with enormous trees in the fromt yard, and w
a mogt entranging view of Fuji. It ls separated from the housges in j
this group (d¥liberately chosen go om account of the whooping-couih).

No mew families have ceome inbo this little group of houses, The j
Obee famlly, Methodlst Protestanig, weame last wnilght, bab bhelr houss 1g o
a Littls vewoved Trom us here. T gupoose suocther week or so will see
folks coming in., Before another Sunday June will end and July come ln.

We are having lots of fum at the lenguage. XA have been 1ln to town
‘& couple of times, borrowing a blcycle made apparently to order for a
man about 6 feet 4. It is & most awkward affalr. With the seab asg far
down as it will go, my feet just reach to the pedals at the lowest polnb
The back brakes do not work and the front hrake slezes hadly, so bhat |
eoapting is a venturesome hmsiness. Buylog, when an inmberpreter lg not
along ls a combination of puzzling over Japanese words, slgn language
and writing Chinese charactersg, Once in a while someone pipes up with
'"Twoedollah' or 'tin-sen', but English is largely an unkaoown language
in Gotemba. (lella will write, I am spure, aboul her experiences with
0~Baa-gan, our lady~of-sll-work. We kumow g@acourse, ‘o-hal-0' for
goodmorning, and 'gayonara' for goodby. ' =nichil' meang tomorrow,
go thls afternoon (¢lella tried the combinatlon 'sayonara', then, after
& pauvge W enichi'. T Ffear this was no accomplished literary sentence,
but the old lady made a boy and hasg not shown up since.® Tomorrow will
bring the test of whether she understood the implleatlon of the gecond
paragraph of Clella's speech. .

: China mail hasg not begun to come through in any dquantity, We have
had a couple of our newspapers but few letters, There should be Amerilcany
nail before long. Mall im delivered at our house oumce a day, but we
bake our own letbers in to town. :

Glella and Nrs. Johannaber take turns week-about in belng chief
bosg and second hoss in the kitehen. They have furnished us some dandy
meals up to date, and the children certainly pay them the only compll-
ment worth mentioning, consuning them in toto and yelling for more.

Yesterday and today we have had eome raln, Tonlght Ls not ralny,
but it is dark and eloudy. We hope the Doddd will not have to arrive
in the rain. '

I guess this ig about all there ls for this week., It hasg not been
very thrilling - But we are on vacatlon,

Ni~no-oka, Gotemba, Japan,
June 30, 1927.
Dear Friends;-

Little did I think, when I wrote my last letter to you,
that this one would be written from Japan. Conditloms in Central. China
are still go unsettled, however, that Blshop Birney sent us here rather
than permit usg to go to Kuling, where we would normally be.

When I wrote in Marech my famlly had been at Chinklang slnce
the end of January. The local situatiom was quiet enough at Nanchang,
in fact we discussed bringing beck our families, and it wasg only the
fear of developments inm the general situation that prevented us from
doing so, Meanwhile our Consul sent us a number of messages asklng us
to be prepared to leave on a moment's notice, and Bishop Blrney, who
was in congtant touch with the authorities both forelgn and Chilnese,
refused to give official sanction to our familles for thelr return to
elther Nanchang or Kiukiang.

About Mareh 22 or 2% many of those left at Nanchang went to
Kiukiang to attend a meetlng of our Conference Beard of Educatliom. On
Fridgy of that week, the 25th, Mr. Johnson woke me up at 5 a.m. Be-
fore 1 wag able to fully collect my thoughte I was conselous of. a
ginking at heart with a realization that a most gserlous crisglg had
oceurred. Going downstalrs to see Mr. Johnsom wasgferely (to md finding
out the particular turn the crisls had assumed. His flret remark was
'Matters are serious emough. American and British gunboatdd are
shelling Nanking. It 1s feared all forelgners. in the -elty-are killed.
Dr. 8mith kdown -Lo.be dead,' -and he went on with the report which had
come to the American guboat by wirelese and recelved at Klukilang on
Thursday afterncon. At that time 1t wag perfectly clear to me thatb,
whatever the cause or clrcumstances, when an American gubboat fires
shells at a Chinese clty, my plaee is not in the lnterlor. We had had
repeated urgings from our own Congul and from our own Blsghop to get
ready for the erisis then om us. We knew that reportg would doubtless
be broadcast over China in most exaggerated form. We knew that our
church members and Chinege adminigtrators would be taunted with thelir
foreign conneetions and aceused of compliclity in all the various 'slns'
laid up against foreigners in (China. It bBeemed to me that our going
would remove st once cauges of frlgtion and possibly prevent thus
gerious local riotg, as well ag give our (Chinese a chance to meet the
ghorm whithout the embarrassment of our pregenceg, when our presence
could not help them at all.

All thies, ag I remember, was reviewed &n our five o'clock in
the morning conversation. Beglde Mr. Johnson and I were Drs. Blydenburgh
and Libby, and, I think, Mr. Holland. Since then I have revliewed the
whole ground many times, and cannot see how we could have donw otherwlgey
than we did, even had we known then all we learned afterwards. Later
happenings at Nanchang have fully Justified our actlons of Mareh 25, so
it geemg to me. '

When I reached Bhanghal I found my family had been there for
only a day, and that they had had an exclting time leaving Chlnklang.
It seems a bit ironlcal that my famlly, who left Nanchang in January to
avoild trouble, should have such a narrow escape, whlle I had a calm and
peaceful trip all the way to-the coast. However, we are pergonally
thankful that we were spared what many othersg sulfered.

In Shanghal I spent gome time hesleging the Blshop for some




" gehool. ig a fine plece of missionary work, though it would perhaps
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work to do, and finally settled down to teaechlng 1ln the Shanghal
American School. Their Sclence teacher gecured a positlon in the
Congular service, and I wag able to f111 in the last month of his
work teaching two clagsges In Physlcs and one iln General Selence. This

protest that it is nobt restricted to the misslonary eirele. Students
come from all eclagses in Shanghail, but the school malnbtalng high
educational standards in the bhest American btraditiom, and the atmog-
phere is distinetly Christian. To me the mohth I taught there was
thoroughly enjoyable, except that I could not get bhack to my owan work
in Nanchang.

We left Shenghal on the 16th, two weeks ago today, and had a
pleagant trip to this spot. From our front door 1t is about ten mliles
as the crow flies to Mt. Fujl, the famous mountain of Japan. Thls
wonderful mountailn towerse more than two mlles in the alr and we have
ever changing views of it from our windows and doors. Jurrounding us
and in back are mountalnsg which would be imposing were it not for
golitary and majestic FuJi in front. Wonderful plant life ig all around
and Japan is the home of beautiful butterflies and mothe, so that my
biologleal yearnings ought to be well satlsfied this summer. The
Japanese have reforested thls reglon, and we gee groveg in all stages
of growth, the trees im stralght limes, sometlmes mere twigs ln rows
of dots ruaning wp the high mountains, and sometimes well-matured
gbanding timber.

~ The Japanege people have done remarkably with their clviliza-~
tion, and we find in this country very much Ilndeed to admire and praise.
I am anxious to have conversations with Japanede thinkers and students
regarding the present sgituation in the Orient, for Lt is certain that
Japan is very deeply involved in ewvents here. For that reason I am
reading with very great Interest every expregsion from prominent
Japanege officlals.

Our nlans for the future are gtill to some extent uncertain.
Doulitless it will still be many months before I take Mrs, Brown and
the echildren baek to Nanchang. If the situation settles I want to go
back there and get at my work again ag quickly as I can. If that 1s
not posgsible, the plan isg that I shall teach in the Shanghal American
School until the way openg for weturn to Nanchang. We have no thought
of leaving the Orient unless 1t clearly becomes lmposglble for us to
open work again for a number of years, and that ig not the present
outlook. I belileve that prophesy ls altogebther wireliable until the
Nationalist armies reach Peklng or are declsively defeated.

May the Lord bless them abundantly! i
We much need your prayers, but they stlll more. Most of them are doing
megnificently, so far as we can learn, holdlmg flrm and true to Christ
and dolng both wisely and well in their strange new air@umstances.

have heen brought to comelusion. That is, the Nanking matter has heen
protested in eclear and unmlstakeble language, and 1s now 'filed'. When
the government is finally esbtablished it will be brouwght up again for
friendly diseussion with the agsunptiom that of course justice wlll be
done. The attitude of the powers geemg to me an indleatlion of thelr
falth in Chlang'se abllity to push through to Pekimg and establish hls owa
government, and mogt of us thinmk it 1s only a questlom of time when this
will happen. !

I have thought often and earnestly since coming here about the Church
and our institutions back in Kiangsi. It is a tremendous Joy to learn of
- those back there who are at work, mot 'ag usual' but with new and heavy
problems and responsibllities thrust upon them, working into new and
strange eltuations, reaching decisions and making adjustments without
any of these who up to recently were the only leadere in the (hurch. All
honor to those noble souls. A case or so has been reported with sordid
detall, of those who have fallen im these terrible temptations, but mosb
of them have stood straight and have not compromised with evll. Thls has
‘heen, and perhaps wlll conbtinue to be a testing bealde which the Boxer
year Pades into comparative insignificance, and I long for the tlme to
come when I can be back anong the leaderg of the New Day ln China.

There hag been no change in the general insgtruectione I have, 1o go back
to Nanchang this fall if possible, and if not, to contloue teachlng in
the SAS., The last conversation I had with Blsghop Birney he stlll

doubted much that I would be able to get back, and said that he felt sure
that I would spend the emblire year teaching im Shanghal. Well, so he 1t
1f that 1le necessgary. I certalnly would rather teach in Shanghal than
return to the Ocecldent. '

A word to Bdgar ~ please explain to your kind folks that I have no
pogitive informabtion that we have losgt any of our personal possesslons,
though there lg conslderable gsuspiclion that gome 18 gone. Regarding
MeClintoek & Strong's Commentary, I must plead ignorance to its general
nature and acceptability. I have only Peake's one~volume work (1f that
1 left from our gtuff at Nanchang) and would greatly like another good
commentary. Peake ls good, mosgtly, though a little too radical for me in
gome places.

The Dodds arrived here Monday aftermoom. They left the boat because
theilr little baby girl developed whooping-cough, Father and Mother had
practically no sleep from Shanghal to Yokohama, and both are liable to
sea=~glockness, so coneluded it wag besgt to gtop for g month or so and glve
the little girl a chance to recover and themgelves a good resgt before
going on. They are very much pleased with thelr house here, and we gee
them real often, No one in elther Johannaber or Brown famlly fealrs
whoppingw-cough.

‘ lireg. Argelander arrived Thurgdsay with two children. They have a
house just®a few gteps from us and eat meals wlth us. It 1s some mob;
5 adults and 7 children. Argy ie teaching in Tokyo, and the famlly canme
here in & spell between houge-movings. Wlth Dodds, Argys, Johnnys, Hvans
and us, Chine is now in the clear majority at Gotemba, though of gourse
that will not last long. Other families are coming in fast, now that
July 1 is over. We expect Johnson and William here, perhaps before next
Sunday. They want to elimb Fuji. The leonger I sbay here the more con-
tent I am to admlire Puli from the base! An erutpion of eczema on the toes
of my left foot doubtlessg helps my determinatlion to stlek around home. ,
I guess thlg is the lowdown for now, ' ‘

Ni-nmowoka, Gotemba, Japan,
July 10, 1927

This week had been proceeding much ag the other weeks that
have preceded it, untll Thursday morning when without warning in walked
Mr, Johnson and William. They arrvived om the mornlng train and cane
right here. They wanted to elimb Fujli, but the weabther had been ralny
cand dismal end it certainly looked unproplbtious. We gave them breakfast
and had flmished family prayers, when one of us happened to look up and
aaught our firest sight of Fuji in days. The day looked not go bad, and
it certalnly was not railning, so we made up a party, the two Johnsons,
Johannaber and I, and Isabel, the 1l7«year-old daughter of the Alexanders
went alomg to interpret and take general charge of the party.

We ealled a car and went rirst to gotembs, leaving here avout 2,30.
At Gotemba we made a few purchases of food, and went om to Subasghlri, 6%
mileg farther om, and the entrance to the 'Bagtern Road' up the moun-
talm, There are a mnumber of well-marked routes for climbing. Leaving
the hotel at Subashlrl we walked up the street 0 a beautiful big temple |
where we turned off to the left and cerossed a road. Large granlte pillars
one on elther gide notlfled us that we were officially 'on the mountaln,'
In the temple grounds and near these pillars were varioug memorial tabletg
and pillears which we took %o he from various parties that had made the
ageent . ‘

From thlg portal we entered at once alomg a road wide enough for
vehlcles. The slope was very gemtle, through broad country covered thickl)
with brush. Along the road were thougands of wild strawberries, and the
ground ls very fertlile. The road itself is hard travelling, moghly vol-
canle georlae, like fine obnders, and the wheel tracks are sunk deep into
the road cover. We wandered om and on through thls kind of country,
ocecaslonally comlng into an open space where we could look down on the
valley. Gradually, very graduslly the road became steeper unbil, I should |
Judge, two mlles from Subashirl, we came suddenly to a righteangled bturn
ln the road, and at the turn on elther side was a rest stabtion, the flirst
number one. We went up steps under two torii (one with a galvanized iron
roofing) amnd the character of the ¢limb changed very completely. Under .
foot were the mame volcanlie cinders, but om wither side were magnificent
tall trees. In places the road became steeper and then less gteep, bub
gbeadily up and up. The first statlom we learned later ig more than
4000 feet above the smea, higher than Kuling. The seeond first station
i gomewhat the same gort of bullding as the first, but not so pleturesque
After the second flrst statlon we came to a shrine at & bend in the road,
and then the firgt second shation, still boarded up. Another house came
before the secomnd mecond statlom, but beyond that we began to get heyond
the tall trees, which had seemed to get taller and more stately as we
olimbed, Up & little rise and around a little bend I wasg gurprised to
see snow flelds apparently only a little stone~toss from us. They were
really more than a mile away alt the nearesgt, and we could see then to a
point very mear the top., A little further and the large trees gave way
to bushes something like those om the top of Crane mountain, and just
beyond we saw dwarf trees bent and.gnarled hy the force of winber wind and
gnow. The guldes took usg up & kind of gully among the bushes, as the wind
was growlng stronger, but goon we left all shelter and began to cross
fields of scorliae, tyudging along in fading light agelnst the wind, which
wag stromg and cold. Johngon bhegan to come along bhehlnd the rest, walking
very slowly and complalning of his heart thumping. I felt very little inw
convenlence, perhaps hecause I am nobt very heavy now.

Across the scorlae we begahyd to zigzag up the mountain side. We
abruck the road agaim, whieh was very broad, perhaps ten feet, hut recog-
nlzable as road only by the stome work on elther side to keep it from
washing away. About 7.45 we reached the third statiom, 8000 feet above
the gea, and there we ate supper and epent the nbght.

- I think most of us slept off amd on all night, though we were awske
from time to tlime with lame muscles. Though there wag a snow field near

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us and at a lower level, but it was not excesslvely cold. Duriung the
night we were plemty warm enough, &s the folks there furnighed heavy quilts.

Barly Friday morning it was ralning and blowing. The guldes told us
that it would not do to shart out im & wind, as we could not possibly
reach the top but would be blown off the mountain. However the weathex
eleared somewhat snd by nine o'clock we had finished breakfast and screwéd
up the guides' courage to proceed. Beyond the third station we found the
fifth very close and were told that the fourth had been blowa away. The
trall wag steeper amd we could see that we were getiling well up the side of
mountain. Beyond the fifth station it was a long way again to the sixth.
Lower gtatioms were built up with platforms, but the slxth looks from
below like some medieval castle with enormous walle. The place itself is
more pretentious tham the third or fifth, and there were two or three men
bhere, a carpenter sawing a board, bthe rest heating water over a fire. I
pgaw also & shelf full of beer and canned food and posteards of the summit.

‘ We started beyond the gixth statlom, sbtriking lce at once. The road
was frozen, but at the very bottom a small stream was running out from the
ice. I had scarcely started whem I reallzed that I had reached my roof,

so0 T turned beck and walted at the 6th statlon. As this is 10,200 feet
above pes level I thinmk I did very well. I had walted scarcely an hour,
much of the time indoors YA/4/Fdid to eseape the ralm, when I saw the

bunch returning. I looked through my spy-glass and saw Isakel, Willlan,
Johannaber and one gulds. The other gulde and Johnsgon were not in slght.
They came baeck, the gulde flrset, who tried apparently to tell me that Lhey
were badly frightemed. They were soaking wet and sald that 1t was bitterly
cold, and lack of warm clobthes made them turn back before the elghth
gbation. Johnson was dressed more warmly and had determined to try for the
gummit 2000 feet hilgher. The gulds was phlloesophical and lndulged in &
bowl of rice and a cup of sake while the three frozen e¢limbers trlied to
warm their wet feet. Hoon we were ready and gtarted the descent. It was
certainly much easler than ascent. The beds of cinders made fooling sure
in spite of the steepness » that is it was somethlng llke coming down a
gheep sandhill. At the third station we eollected all execept Johnson's

own pareel and the foed, which we thought he might need. Here we left the
main brail and went over §o a long slope of cinders and enjoyed the funm

of glant strides down the sides of Fujli. On the way down we met & man
dregsed im good clothes, though thin, with a silk shirt, no collar, with
low shoes gaping wide at elther slide, and mopping his brow every other step.
He mald that he was here represgenting New York newspapers and en route to
China to find out what 1g happening there, 0 yes! he was golng 1o the very
top. By jingo, though, he was afraild it would ke DARN cold when he got
there. Well, I hope he reasched it., We finally reached Ninooka without mueh
more incldent, and today I am sbtlll a little uncertaln on my plog.

The resuts of the Lrip may be a trifle unecertsin, as the weather wag
not of the best, and seelng mot so very good. We did have a few sgplendld
yiewg. Once we gaw the gesa, and a number of times we could dook off to
the morthern mountains. With clear weather the view from the top must be
gupert, I fear that I shall probably not be able to go beyomd the 6th
station, and may not be able to reach even that high again. Johmson came in
sn bour or so after we did, and reported that he reached the top 1in heavy
migt, and knew he was there because he was on & round hillock from which
the ground gloped away in every direction, but he had no very good view. He -
aid mot sbtop at the various statlions as we dld on the way down, but plowed
right through.

The Johnsons left Pfor Tokye yesterday and Argelander arrived last nlght
to the great joy of his family. He 1g to stay until Thmrsday. This more
ning T had the pleasure of sgpeaking in the church here, and enjoyed it very
mach. I spoke on the Temptation and had very good attentlon from all except
the very small chlldren - the age of Charles and under.

We are Jugt home from morning gervice, and as GLella s&ys we
eat about ome, I am trying to finlsh this letter by then. The early
afternoom 1s devoted to napsg for those who want them, and at 4;30 there
ls to be a veaper service, so that my time really 1ls limlted.

On Tuesday the 12th we had a Oatham letter of June 20 and Northville
of June 21L. On Wednesday two Northwville letters, of Jume 7 and 14
arrived, forwarded from China. We are glad that letters are beglnning to
come direct. It makes ug feel nearer to you, as in fact we are.

I gee the Zlom's Herald, ome of the late June igsues,; glves me Lwo
pages for a letter to Dean Enudsom ( which I mever imtended for publi-
catlon). As I reread this letter it seemed to me more pessimisgtlc then
necessary, though one hag to admlt that matters Iln China are molt yet
finished, by a good deal. We wish we knew more about Feng Yu-glang, as
hig locatiom in the Chine line~up is of plvotal lupertance.My ldes has
been right along that the Natlonalists wlll reach Peking before the end
of mext momth, but Feng's abttitude and actions have a dir@ct and great
bearing which cannot he ignored.

There hasg been started here a weekly meeting of Chlina migslonaries
for intercegsion for China. The first meetlng was held last nlght, and
10 attended. We all feel that we should hold such meetings.

" The Southerm Presbyterians are mow holding gnisslon meeting here.
They started Friday snd continue through Tuesgday, I believe. Today all
the sexvices are belng eomduchted by them. Thelr chalryman, Mr, Bray,
preached thig morning and conducted Communion, and this aftermoon they
hold a Japamesge gervice at 2.30 and o vegper gervice in English at 4.30.

The Argelanders left us on Thmraday morning to return to Tokyo. Our
table, reduged from 13 to 9 geemed small after they left. Hven alt 9 we
have qulte a mob when they all get going at once, though 4 adults are
able generally to presgerve a semblance of order most of the while. Hdna
and Clella take turns week abouh being chief cook and assgistant cook,
while Charles and I take turns simllarly belng chief food server and
leader of fanlly worship.

In family worsghip we have the very interesting prohlem of maklmg the
ehildren want to come to prayers and te leawrn the meaning of worship. Ho
far we geem to be gucceding admirably, for they do not have to be urged.

Our regearches into the Jepanese language are producing results at
an amazing rate. We have learned that cabbage ls ‘'kya-~bi-tg' ', that
beet ig bl-i-tg'. VYegterday I had my hair cut and was agked 1f I wighed
g shan~pu. To fry isg f'ra-l. Japsnese ink in cekes hasg & name of iteg
own., but the fhuid we usge isg in-ki. For many articles bthe Japanese hasg
several names, one of which the mlssionaries will say 'has a Chinese gound)
though generally we cannot recognize the Cathayen lntonatlon. Wy guess, |
that of a mere amateur of courge, 1lg that Japanese lg a language egsen-~
tially differvent from Chinese, though modifled by contact with Chlnege
and. to some extent hy use of the Chinege written language.

We have done little hiking recently, as the ralny seasom seemg to
have hung on longer than ueuval thils year. The Johsnnabers and Argy went
over to Leake Hakone the other day, and reported a grand time. The Dodds
%@avo for Amerlee on Friday, and doubtlegs thelr boat will carry thlg lebte

0 YOU.
A ig bunch of papers came in this afternoon from 6hangh&x, but of

course where were no lewvers Trom you, asg they now come the other way,
T pusss that 13 the bticket for this we-k.

Ni-no-oka, Gotemba, Japan,
Dear Folke;- July 24, 1927. :
Tf I have counted ecorrectly we have been here filve weeks,
Cand our summer's stay ls nearly half over. Our experiences here have
cont inued to he delightful.

On Wednesday Mrs. Dodd wanted to go on a pienie. She was the only
nember of their family who could go, but all of the Browns went alomg. |
We took a bus bo the bunnel above us, in a pass across the mountain range |
to the east, and from there we walked across a broad valley and up a
mogt entraneing path through the woods to a high valley in the mountalns
from which poured out sulphur-laden steam in great clouds. There 1is
ghere & most villianous~looking cauldron, ag big as & room, filled with
black mud and water bolling violemtly. ALl through the valley the ground
15 hot to the touch, fumaroles hlss constantly and 1t ls a fitting place |
to gabher settings for a cortain feature of medleval theology. 1 :
elambered down the valley a ways, and in trylng to get a stone coated wity
bolling sulphur I found I accldentally gtruck a hdle in the roek, {rom
which the bowels of nature spat at me, eovering my slde with sulphur
vapor, even at a distance of ten feet. We sbopped at this dellghtful
plage for lumch, and the ladies, who had protested that the sulphur smell
woiild keep them from bketalming food, geemed to enjoy the lunch thoroughly

- From this place, called O-jl-go-ku we found another very beautlful
path through the woods down 4o the ghores of Lake Hakone, as charmlng
as an Adirondack lake. This lake is sald o oceupy the ecrater of an
anelent voleano, of which Owji-gow-ku is perhaps the only remainling
nanifestation. If that Ls true the old voleano must have heen as huge
as Kilaues. The water of Lake Hakone ilg very cobd and it 18 a most
treacherous place for bathers., Near the sghore, however, there 18 a
slowly sloping beach, and we waded fox 8 while, keeping the children
within a depth equal to thelr knee-height, which we thought safe. C(losge
to shore the sun had warmed the water so that it was very agreeable, but
wading around a bit we found a number of cold spots on the bottom. There
i a little laumch which seems to run the length of Lake Hakone, but we
did not patromize it. Mre. Bodd, fearing time wase too short, and noth
wishing to become overly tired, left ue at O=jiego-ku to return another |
route vim Miyanoshita. We gported about at Lake Hakone for an houl or so
ond then clambered back up to thhe tunnel and so home. Our coming down
the 'shortecut' wag accomplished mostly after mightfall, and had we
xnown the kind of road it is we should mot have attempted it. However,
we reached home ab 8.15 p.m. tlred but very glad for the day. Mrs, Dodd |
reached Miyanoshita too late for the last bus, but they kindly seunt a
special taxl WIYY for her and another woman at the regular bus price,
and she reached home in good time. The part of the trip we covered by
walking I estimate to have heen about eleven miles, some of 1t very
steep, 80 we feel that the ehildren wele certainly good little sports.

Northville and Cohoesg letters of June 27 and 28 reached us on
July 18 and 20 respectlvely. 1 am grateful for the financial statement
of my accountsg, and will work om it when I c¢loge my accounts for July.

A recent letter from Bishop Birney reportsg more hopeful conditions,
but I fear it is far too esarly to make any predicgdtions for the fall.
The political situation in Chlna seens peculiarly econfusing now, partly
becauge of econflicting reports.

The Ni-now-oks 'seagon' has now formally begum. The other day they
had & ‘'tennig-tea', which we were too late to attend, having begrudged
too long the enjoyment of swimming.

This has come from Nanchang mlgsionarlies
in Korea and elsewhere in Japan, but has not yet gome to thoge in China.
Some ome wrote that our houges have been re~occupled, and that damage
weens mot to have been excessive, The Johannabers hear that Kluklang
property has been again occupied by troops. The Bishop fears a flare~up
on the Yangbze whiech will recall him prematurely to China. He very much
needg the regt of a few more weekg here and we are wondering how to make
his stay with us restful instead of wearlsgome, :

Ragar's letter of July 5 was malled ln Rutlend, and the Rlversgide
letters of July 3 were mailed in Troy, bubt all reached us on the 26th.

We do wish you could all be with ug here in quiet and beautiful Japan.
Lagt Sunday, the 24th we had an earthguake shock, rxather sharp for a
while, but not nearly so disturbing as the one I felt in Albany, N.Y.,
UsBsAe, and for the rest of it, we may have had magpy shocks, as folks say
we have, bub not emough for me to motive them., Our house lg so [lingy
that folks walking om any floor shaked the whole, emd it is hard to tell
these from earthquake trembles, so it seems. A prophet ls predicting a
big earthquake tomorrow, I undersgtand that the Japanese took the last
fellow who prophesied thus and clapped him imbto Jjaill Also I think not
that his earthquake happened im time to set him free as were Paul and
Bilas.

Thig seems to be this week's gquota. We hope Charles will be well
enough nmext week to drop out of the headlineg.

I am writing on Monday morning, as it did not geem posslble
to get at it yesterday. In the morning I led the Blhle Class (on the
Jerusalem Councll, Acts XV), and attended the Church serviee. In the
early afternoon folks take maps in this house, and at 4.30 there is a
vegper service.  Then we had an early supper and took a walk later, so
the letter ®lid over to thls morning.

Hothing of great importance happened during the week. Priday
night we had a comcert, in which yours truly shone in a double trio,
which was well received. (lella thinkg it is a great joke to have me
appearing in concerts, and I guess it is. Yesterday morning ln Churech,
at the specilal request of the preacher we had a male quartet with Little
Willy as first bass. The roof did not fall or anything asg & result, but
the irrewerent who were not attending to the prayer sald we had an ‘
earhtquake at that time. It was not enough for everyone to motlee, even. |
Alleged earthquake came bhefore the quartet, however, and not after. |

Fuji ie coming out of his baghful retirement behind clouds mowadays.
Yesterday morning and thls a.m. he presented a most gorgeous displgy of
eolorg, varying shades of red and yellow, agailnst a velvety blue skyline. |
Enough wispy coulds hover around to get off the whole scene and make 1t
lovely beyond deseription. This really le ome of the slghte of the
world. I have been reading some Fujl lore, and it seems that the last |
eruption was in the early xviii century. Hven mow a little steam 1sg sald |
to issue from one place on the mountain.

They thought they would he back by the 18th, but were not particu-
larly definite about it. We have found them most agreeable friendsg anhd
companions for many years. The Dodds were lovely while we were with them
in Shanghat, but since January 30 thle ls the flret time we have had two
consecutive meals alone together, or more than two meals ln total under |
gsuch eircumstances, and we appreclate each other's company, I assure you'!

A Northville letter from Ripariug and a Latham letter from
Albany, both postmarked July 18, greeted ue on August 9, that ls 22 days.
The weather here lg gort of half way between Kuling and Adlrondacks
weabther, not so humid and lifeless ag Kuling and not go anappy on ool
days as Riverside. Friday afternoon we had a heavy shower, although we
have gome fleree sun and some raln nearly every day. During thils shower
the kids and I had lobts of fun catching the water from the roof, and
f1lled up all avallable receptacles, ending for the time belng our water
famine and alsgo preparing for our Saturday washing. There 1is a new
water supply being put in now, and they now say 1t will bed im operatlon
- by, perhaps, Wednegday, and will insure enough water for the entire
getbtlement. We are looking forward to it.

_ Charles seemg b0 be pretty well over his trouble now. Our
fanily 18 well on the way toward swimmlng expertnesgs. (lella has galned
greatly in eonfidence, and can really ewim without aeting as though she
were golng to drown A she did not keep arms and legs thrashing like mad.
Charles paddles like a little puppy=-dog, but keeps on top of the water and
makes good progress. Frances Woodruff asked me this mornlng how the
"Little eels' are getting along, so you can judge of the lmpression
Hegter makes on & bystander. She will eertalnly be a tip-top good
swimmer 1f she keepe going, as she has good control on top of the water
ag well as under 1it.

Yesterday afternoon a man wheeled up a kind of wagon with
gorgeous banners lettered in Japanege kana. I could make oub Vawiegu
ka~li-ma'. Promounce the vowels ag per the Continental method, a as
in father, 1 as in machime, etc, and you get it. HSo many of the signe
one sees are simply transliteratlons of Engllsh words. We learned the
obher day thatlthe new ideas of freedom have led to much outdoor gports,
hiking, ete, and 'kan-pu la-i-fu' e a Japanese word, thelr eqivalent of
ecamp life. The elerk chass they call halkara, which ls only high~collar
with an oriental touch. Charleg spent the enormous sum of 12 sgen for a
toy firewengine, labelled on the side in big letters 'Pon-pu', in hoth
letters and kana. This is of course 'Pump'.

The other day in the swimming pool I saw with some astonlshment
o very nige young lady making a face at me. I saild 'how come?' and she
gsald 'I am just eaten up with jealousy~perfectly green wlth envy at you
folks who can swim, and I cent'. She ls one of thosge folks who go at
things the hardest way, and she seems determined to battle her way through
the waves as though they were an enemy army, but I assured her that sghe
1s making real progress (which ls the truth), and that some day she wlll
gurely swim Lf she keeps it up with determlnation. .

, Well, this letter geemp mainly personal patter, There ls not
much else to write. It ig four daye since we had Chilna mall, and the
confugion there seems not to be resolvipgg much, except thalt one rumor
dissolves into another without much progress. No further llght on oux
probable lime of action this fall has come. Mayke next week L can
report something more definite.

After belng away a week the Johannabers came back on
Wednesday night, bring wlth them Migs Meeker, one of our WFMS folks
from Nanchang. They reported a great time on thelr trip, but were
very glad to get back here. They went to Tokyo and Nikko and saw a
great deal of pleturesgwme Japan.

Here 1in Ninooks the mogt excitling event, I guess, has been the
new waterworks. After long negotlations e water line from a new gupply
up in the hilld has been lald, and yesterday the water began to come
through to the vicinity of our house. The old supnly was knocksd out
by the big earthquake, and for two seasons there hag been prebty much
of a water famine here. The new regsrvolr 1lg 7 feelt clear in each
dimenslon and Tills in about three houss, l.e. about ten gallong nerp
minute, which 1g enough for a communlty seweral times the slze of the
one here. The gwlmnlng pool wag emptled Friday nlght, and certainly
needed 1lt, as waeg evident when the folks got in with brooms and soap
to clean 1t. We expect to gwim in 1t azain tomorrow afternoon, in
beautiful elean water.

A letter from Bishop Blrney has persuaded me to return to Chiuna
ab onee, to go witn him back to Kiuklang and pogslbly wanchang.on a trip
to dilscuss matiters connected with the opening of the Academy, »iiheipal
among whlch 1s the questlon whether the Academy will open at all or not.
I plan to reach Shanghal a week from tomorrow.. Of course 1t may be Llm-
posglble for us to gbart, bub there is no need of lazy days for me in
Shanghal. ‘

We hed a letter saying that we may have an apartment in the Shanghal
Anerican School. They apparently still want me to teach gclence, but
thig whole matter is between Blghop Birney and the »rincipal, vr, Ander-
Son, I'ney nave algo asked (Clells to teach thelr Kindergarten, and ag
Hegter and Charleg are both to be gtudents, the Brown faunilly will be
falrly implicated in that Ilnsthtution.

My letter last week was malled from Navking (no, Wahu),
and I reached Kiuklang om Monday. While there I stayed with Brother
Tgal, the District Superintendent, and tried to learn as much as I
could about what has haovpened since March, and also about the
present state of affalvs in Kiangsi, At flprst I thought to come to
Nanchang right away, but that seemed not the wisest course, sov on
Tueaday I atarted for Kullng, reachlgg there about four o'clock in
the afteroom. ;

I found Kuling qulet and peaceful, with very few
forelgners. I stayed with Mrs. Walley, who I knew had heen there
right along. On Wednesday I went on an inspectlon trip wlith Mr,
Beker, an old friend, and an Awmerlican, to see our Methodist property.
This was practically as usual., Our own stuff was apparently Just as
we had left it. ' In the afternoon I wenb agaim to Mr, Baker s and we

drew up a tentative arrangement for a betler oversight of our property

than we mow have., Thursday morning I left Kuling at a quarter before
five, walked down the mountain to Shaho and camg on to Nanchang, I
brought with me Bobs Wu, the som of Mrs. Walley s cook. This boy

is a graduate of Nanking Unlvevrsity thls year, and is & flne boy.
expect great things of him ian e future.

Here at Nanchang I found everythlng quiet, and our old
acquaintance, the hear that walks llke a man, very much ln disfavor.
My first business was the mathter of the Academy, and I found thet
not at all an lmpossible job. The follks here seem determlmed on the
very polntes we desire to insist upon, and drawlong up the agreement
was largely a matter of wording. We signed 1t yesterday, and so far
as I can learn everysne 1s very happy about it.

' While I have been in meetings, and also when I could
help, Bobs has been at the house cleanlng up. Things were badly
scattered ln indeseribable confusion, bub when they were sorted outb
In such crude fashlon as I cam an 1t now, there seemed to be nob
so much gone by far as I had fearsd. My books and files I am taking
to Shanghal practically ianbtaet. ‘

The Academy opens on Wednesday the l4th. As no
missionaries are sle to retum yeb they are onltbting the two higher
Middle School classes., I have been petitioned to rebturn and would
very much kike to 4o so, butb the Bilshop will have to say the final
word. At the present moment conditlons seem very favorable. One
mabBer which pleases me is that they have lnvited Bobs to stay as a
teacher and he has accepted. His English is exceptionmally good, and
I pelieve he will glve them excellent service. ' ,

This noon I am lunching with Mr. 0'Neil the Commissio-
ner. He follewed Mr. Arlington, the Amerlcan who was here after the
Gwynnes left. This aftemoon I shall go to vislt Dr. Kahn and stay
to tea. The autumn has set in here, The days are warm, but the
north wind has begun to blow and I have to use:a blanket at night.

It 18 certainly o great temptation to me to stay right on here, bubt I
eanno t do se. Previous agreements have to be kept.

I have decided to stop work at the house tomorrow
night and leave here Tuesday. I am sure I camol finlah in this time,
but I have overstayed as it is, and I suppose 80% of the work 1s
finishable by then. Next Sunday I hope to wrlte from Shanghal.

We have ~
come from Kiuklang to Shanghal in less than 48 hours, which 1s fast
running time, and there has been mo disturbance whatever on the way
down. At Nanking and Chinkiang the boats still anchor instead of
tying up as formerly, but I feel sure this will not continue after those
places become quiet again. I have heard rather bitter Chinese protests
ahout the British inglstence on runming boats on the Yangtze, and :

Our foreign residences in Kiunkleng are still not
livaple, end I stayed with our Superintendent, Brother Tsal in his
foreign-style home., During the eveming I gathered that the work in
Kiukian% is preparing to carry on this fall, the Chinese brethren
end sisters being then busily engaged in thelir plans.

The
chinese brethren had written and telegraphed volumninously to Bishop
Birney asking his consent to their carrying on the school, but core
tain matters brought in by the Communigst element conﬂecteg with the
Kationalist movement Bishop pirney rightly felt needed clear statew
ment snd agreement before he could ssnetion Christisn money going in-
to the institution. Before I left shanghal the Bishop gave me in dew
tall his views on these matters, and I had been in Nencheng less than
an hour before we met in committee to discuss the whole gituatione

T found thet the group appointed to represent the school, three
teachers, and two students, was more eager then I, if that were poS-
gible, to inslst on the very points the Bishop ralised, mainly three:
1, the faculty and not the students are to run the school; 2, there
is to he free opportunit% for every student to engage in religious
worship of a distinctly nrigtien character, and to stu§y~yeligious
snd Bible courses; and I, the quastion ¢f finances, We held three
sessions altogether, the firet spent in cenvassing -the ground of the
agPeemént, the second in revising the first draft of the agreement,
end the third, very short, in g igning the agreement .

Anmerican may perhaps be demonstrated hy some of the names omn my book.

However, & rather sudden change of 1ldeas has appeared to
start me again on the move. [t geems to have been my fate for ten
years at least to be denled the privilege of a settled piece of work. I
think I can tiruly state that im the past ten years, no two years have
geen me at the same plece of work, This time Bishop Birney wants me to
prepare at once to return to Nanchang. In the eircumstances my Judge-
ment agrees with his, and possibly ran before his. Independently of
that the Chinese brethren have sent Alm strong representations to the
Bishop asking my return lmmediately and manifesting such a spirit al-
together that affirmative answer seems the omly possible outcome, It
1g qulte out of the questlion for me to go within these few days. The
two Bishops (Birey and Grose) go wp river this week, Grose to Weat
China, if he can get there, and Birney to wislt the Yangtze stations,
particularly Kiukiang, and return thence to Shanghal. |

I brought out ten big hoxes filled with books and the bricabrac
from ny toowextensive files., This stuff I shall have to sort over care
fully, as it represents only a part, though I think the major part, 80%
at least, of the contents of our attic. Then I have to turn over my
gchool work here, and fortunately Miss Seeck of BRaldwin, far better
prepared for the work than I is here and glad to take it over. I spoke
to Dr, Anderson about her and he is satlisfied with the arrangement as a
temporary matter. I have yet to approach himion it a a permanent thing,
but he has no choice but accept, according to Bishop Birney's stipulatdon |
made long ago that if the way opens for me to return I am to he released
by the S.A.8. This matter, then, seems easy to arrange.

, In my own mind I have set a month from today as the time to
atart. It 1es altogether possible that the political and military situe
ation may change so that by that time I can not go. Only the daye as 4
they pass wlll reveal that. I will say nmow that such an outcome seems ko
ne quite unlikely. Allen of the YMCA, and pasaibl{ Craighlill plan to
go to Nanchang within a couple of weeks, Allen to live and Cralghill to
¥islt. If conditlons remaln approximately as they were two weeks ago
a couple of men can live in Nanchang without the slightest apprehemsiom,
whereas it 1is pogsible that a large group might stir up trouble by the
aggravation of its numbers alone.

Clella seems very happy in her work with the first grade, and
Charles, who did not want school last year, secems eager now to go. Hes-

Yen Hsl-san
the independemt and hitherto neutral governor of ghangl, which hag been
known as the model province, has Joined with t he Nanking bramch of the
Nationalists. He is against Chang Tseelin. Back of him ls Feng Yueslang
(7) and back of Peng is Moscow (2%) I have written what many are saying
and the 7% indicate that I want more light in order to judge for myself.
The communigtic braves who ransacked things at Nanchang are partly abt
Swatow = the more irrespomsible of them,-~ and partly at ganton baking
over the city with the avowed intentiam of restoring the communist reign
there. This is what the paper says. These pecople are loyal to the Hem-
kow group and against Nanking. Tle whole setup 1s as perplexing and
complicated as it well cam be. A little while ago Peng Yueslong seemed
to be the deciding factor. Now it may be Yen and the troops at Canton.
Well, anyway, interest has moved to north and south and for the time
being Kiangsl seems to he qulet.

Work at the school is going well. It is & very pleasant plaece to
work and the students are very respomsive and apparently sppreciative,
Clells seeme very happy with her flock. Hester8s attitude seems different
from what itjwas last year and she 1s going at her arithmetic with appm-
rently & determination te conquer it.

My spare tipe for several weeks will be spent in
regorting and reclaselfylng - had heen sorted and classified months
ago. My boolks were almost all catalegued before I left in March, so
with them the primecipal work is mechanical arrangement according to the
information already written in the books.

. Folks; I am writing today on some letter paper I looted from my own
housefin Nanchang. I may have lost my Graflex Camers and a few other
trifles, but my letter paper was almost all still there, though scattewed
almogt beyond bellef. ,

My letter of last Sunday had an account of the 'Wuhu ineldent', but
during the week it turned out that mothing of the kind happened. The
gbory started probably by confusion with an ineident which took place in
Bwatow. The reason I gave credence to the Wuhu story was that it came
through miselonaries I knew had been long resident im Wuhu. Im thie
ease lack of confirmation dbringe declded rellef to our feellngs.

Letters came from you this past week, Northville of Sept 12 arrived
on Oct., 12; Sept. 18 on Oct. 15; Latham of Aug 27 and 22 on Oct. 13; of
Sept. 10 and 11 on Oct. 12, these two via Gotembs; and of Sept. 17 and
18 on Cet. 15. I am sorry for your difficulty in regard to the letter
containing the Nimooka booklet. I inquired as I malled it and was told
it was not overwelight, but I guese there 1s something Orlental at work
there. Mamy unexplainable things happen in the Far East, REdgar's lether
of Sept 18th is the third one from him thls year for which I have had to
make a epecial trip to the Post Office and pay 12 cents to get it. Hef
put om only 2 ecents postage. The day of 2 cent postage to Shanghal wag
over gseveral years ago.

I have now stopped my teaching at the Amerlcan School. Mr, Farrier
a misgionary from Chinkiang is taking the General Seclence and adminlstra-

Kiukiang om his way out, eaying in effect 'they (the offiecials) have
advised me to leave Nanchang at once as they are expecting Keavy fighting

‘within a very few daye all along the line. Troop traine are running day
- and nlght loaded with soldlers.' My return was based originally on the
- expregsed wish and adviece of the Chinese, which is now withdrewn for the

tiime beings No onme im Shanghal seems to advige my golng, and the Consul
is strenuously againet it, therefore I am walting for further instructions
from Bishop Blrney. Yesterday I met Blshop Grose’s boat ag he returned
from Wuhu, and he sgaid Bishop Blrney ie expecting that I will wait here
for hls rdturn to Shanghal, probably Wednesday the 2d4. Meanwhile he is
asking Kiangsl Conference for a threeeweeks postponement. My opinion is
that Conference is already automatically postponed by conditloms. :

-+ The Perkinses arrived yesterday from Japan. We tried to get them
here to stay with us, but the matter slipped gomeway, and Ulella is: golng
to ask them again at Ohureh time this morning. He said last night over
the telephome that;he wante to go up river with me and we two Iiverin his
house at Kiuklang,imeking oceaslonal trips to Nanchang. This may be the
best thing to do, but I now'expeet to gtay here at least a week more, and
eertainly to awalt Blshop Birney's arrival. ' E o

The general situation is spill far from clear to us, While the papers
feature Fengtlien battles in Honen, Harl Hoose whites that in Peking thpy
can hegr the big guns and there seems to be a real threat to the Capltal.
Obgcure rumore of & new big coalition in the southwest (Szechuan, Yunnan,
Kweichow, Kwangel and Human) with a poseibility of Tang Sengwchih joining
may explain and call for a tremendous military aetivity in the reglon of
Hankow, in which cage I shall sit here at Shanghai for a lomg time. Other
slgnificant reports indicate an early collapse of Tang Seng-chih. Who
knows what to believe? ' IR ,

Well ~ in the meantime I have my new teeth, mo trouble at all except
getting used to the extra hunk of rubber in the way of my tongue.: I feel
stlll that I canmot talk quite plainly, but Clella thinke now that I am
real handgome once more (aint that mice?) ;

Bishop
Birney returned from Wuhu, reaching sShanghal Thursday, and by that time
I had received a cheering telegran from Nanchang urglng me to'come asg
gsoon as pessible, Nanchang peaceful at pregent, I have gtlll to
straighten out the real meaning of the former té&legram telling me to
remain in Shanghal for the present. ‘

and NMrs., Perking and Miss Ploeg sgecurdd comsular permlsgion earllier in
the week on the gcore of their being in medlecal work, Bishop Birney
worked at the question of the others, and finally at three o'clock he
secured permlggion for our ether women to go to Nanchang for Conference,
provided they leave right afterward to return to Shanghal, §o we have
in our party Bishop Grose and hls secretary, the Misses Woodruff (NMabel,
Pittman, Thompson, Seeck, Meeker and Raab, Mr., Johannaber, the Perkins
party, as aforegald, and little me. The women had to seurry some to

get tickets, vigas, and pack thelr baggage, bubt here they are. Bishop
Birney is staying with Mre. Birney in Shanghal, as she ls not recoverimg
as quickly as she might. Hieg pregence geems to cheer her a great deal
and he is staying on the doctors' advice., It is fortunate Blshop Grose
1g able to help out.

Clella came with me to the boat Friday night. We expected to sall
at 6,30 yesterday, but were delayed so that (lella came om bhoard again
for a halfehour bhefore we salled. I wag certainly glad to see her.

Jugt before she came Chas.J. gave me a couple of letters from you,
Northville and Latham of Oct. 10 » not such bad time.

to write me important details from them, The only mall I seem to be
gettlng direet from fmerica is perlodicale; Christlen Advocate, Solene
t1fic American, ete.

Gonference is over, and it closed well, A number of pergonal
questions invelving some of our strongest Chlnege leaders threatened to
digrupt matters along toward the end, bub finally all were smoothed
out and the menm all took thelr appointments. Bishop Birney had the
Superintendents read the appolntments, each man for his own district.

A 1ittle place, Siaochihkow, right scross the river from Klukiang was
onittied by oversight, and the lay delegate, an old countryman and one
of the oldest members we have in the Oonference, jumped out of his seat
and started to the front exclaiming “"Aren't we golng to have a pastor
for Slaochlhkow?" Of course the oversight was corrected at omce and
the old man went back feeling happiler. ‘

Bighop Birney took some important ballots on the closing evening.
One eoncerned important questions of policy, and we foreigners were
told to remove ourselves from within the bar of the Conference, The
second was a list of twelve names of General Beoard missionaries on whilch
the pastors were asked to vote regarding the matter of our returning teo
the work, The veote was tio he individual on each name., One of our oldest
and most Brusted pastors arose and said ‘Bishop Blrney, we are about o
partake of the Communiom. I am not willing to do this thing at this
tiime.' Bishep Birney of eourse sald that & serious vote 1llke that
taken with real heartwgearching was not incompatible with the Conmunl om
and might Be indeed dacramental in its nature if rlghtly dome. These
ballots were gilven by the men directly to the Bishop, and he declared
that no ome but himself would evar kmow the resulte. Bishop Birney has
told us that his real reasom is to protect some of our stréngest men fwom
political annihilatiion on the part of men high in ecelesiastical pogltlon
in our Chureh, The issue ig the sharp line of difference of opinion
regarding missionaries and the events of thig year, and I think it is no
particular secret that the missionaries mogt coneerned are Dodd and Johhe
gon. It will out some day that the high offielial concerned is Diffendop
fer. A mgtter like this could hardly be explained in a semi-public
neeting like our Conference, and T sympathlize strongly with the objection
voleced. Not all of our missionaries were named on the printed sglips,
but T helped glve them out, and know that my name was on. (Thig is a
private letter to you., Whatever may be published will come from other
gources. I thinmk Blshop Birney will have some surprises when he
looks over the ballots, though I am sure Johngon will get the vote he
expects him to get.)

Three of our WFMS women are still here, Misses Seeck, Raab and
Meeker, and this morning they tried to deeide to atay past Thenksglving.
Bishop Birney asked the Consul to permit them to stay on and the answer
hag not come yet. If they stay we shall attemnpt %o have a Thanksgiving
dimner at least, and probably a service. I am now living in house #8
(the 'Blydenburgh' house) on our compound, but taklng my meals with the
ladiesm, though I can set up a table very soon when they leave. On
Friday I plan to start for Kuling for the weekend.

Nanchang ie very quiet and peaceful now, and I have noticed no antie
forelgnism. We trust this condiftlon will contiinue,

Word has now come to me from both Hankow and Shanghal by indlrect
routeg that while the official attitude our Consuls must take at thig time
lg that of refusing permlssion to any American to remaln in the interimr,
a8 long as matters are quiet they will not impose objections to my staylr
here, and wnefflclally they seem to think that we ought to ghay un.tne,jg%.
Thlg.word ls satisfactory to me, as I want to avoid the appearence of
running counter to the authoritles of my own country. We desire to work

. The present period of qulet may be only a lull in Kiangsi affairse, so
I am making hay while the -sun shines., I have sbarted ny classes and am
asguning that I shall be able to carry them wntll the elose of the gehool
year in June. I am carrying 17 periods (of 45 minutes) per week, bub
the outside work I have to do makes this a heavy schedule. I am the omly
mlesglonary of our Churech now in Nanchang, except Miss Howe, who has. not
left the place at all. CJonsequently I seem to be the regiduary legatee
for all misslon matters great and small. ‘ : ;

Lagt week wasg pretty busy with starting clagses la earnest and in
other migcellaneous occupatlions of sundry varletles, hut I am trying hard
to find time now to get at my other appointment, in conmeection with the
Bunday Schoels and Religlous Education work for the Nanchang District, I
Tall to gee the use of putting in a whole year of postegraduate work at
Boston and then letting it all drop, so when the appointment was offered
to me I Jumped at the chance, and yesterday I had a talk with the Pistrict
Buperintendent, trﬁing,to learn hls ldeas (which are largely unformed)

@87 as an ald in laying out the work for the year. To ny mind it has
een most lnvigorating to see the way im which the people here have tried
to malntain Christlanlity, They contiributed over $2000 Mex for the instii-
tutiong ag a financial expﬁeaqion of goodwill. Mr. Wang told me yestewday
that one men saild to him "Are you folks teaching the Bible in the school
here?" Wang sald % Why do you ask that?" The man sald "The Bible ig most
fundamental . People camot be upright or virtuous without ite teaching.
If you are not going to teaeh the Blble, 'you ecaanot have my contribution,"
When sueh an attitiude is possible amid anti-foreign and anbi-Christian
agltation, there geems to be a real demand for Christianity which ought
to be encouraged and nurtured. 8pilritually speaking, when people ask

for bread they desperve something better than gtones. S

It was & happy perty of missioneries that left Shenghal a month
a%o with Bishop Grose, and it was a happler party which reached Name
chang on November 9th, and steyed here until the close of the Confer-
ences Bishop Birney arrived on the 11th snd Bishop Grose leff on the
18th, but the rest stayed through.

we had & wonderful Conference this year. The extrems radieallsm
of last year was very considerably modified and this was sccompanied
by a strong end persistent spiritual note which we felt from first to
last. AS the preachers gave their reports the extent of thelr sufferw
ing became clear, They had been mimunderstood, had been called "fore
elgn slaves! and 'ruuning dogs of the impariaiists’ amd their goods
had been teken. Thelr chumches had been used for profame: purposses,
gome had suffered beating as well as reviling., Church members had been
captured and held for ransom, and in one place atb laagt, the whole
property of the Church was ordered evacuated by the Communists, and
only & most timely arrival of help saved the issye, With all this a
new mesning came to these folks: "Out of their distress they called

"l

upon Jehovah, Jehoveh enswered them and set them in a large place,"
g0 that the Sundey morning service was a relating by these same folks
of new discoveries of God,

Not only in the Conference was s new spirit apparent., In the
Academy the spirit is as different from this spring as day is from
night, The&ﬂys are tired of meetings and processions eand agitation.
They are not a bit less patriotic, so far as I can see, but they are
now determined to use the precious years of youth in preparing for
citizenshlp, The students are less in number, &s we have only about
100 this term, but these are the cresm of the former student hody,
and they are here for serious business this time, One of the ringe
leaders of the spring applied for readmission to the school, but was
refused by the faculby in spite of his professions of change of heart,

Those of us who are here 'opn the Jjob¥ find it very diffleult to
understand all thet is happening even in this province, and 1t must
be appallingly diffiocult to you vho are 10,000 miles away, There is
not the slightest doubd that Chims hes been shaken to the very foune
dation during these hectic months. Never will the old conditions ree
turn, nor does anyone desire them, so far as I can find. AY present
the 0ld order is upset, discredited and pretty well demolished, and
the new order has not srrived, Outside of large centers confusion
and chaos are pretty well upiversal., Even in Nencheng which has been
very peaceful almost all the time, some of our missionary regidences
are sorry sights, All this has been reported in the press so often
that I think it must be thoroighly understood. It remains to say that
not all China is to be cheracterized this way, What I have written
sbove of the Conference and the Academy is typical, so far as I can
find, of our Christisn communities everywhere at this time, I havs
been called names and scowled at end hooted at by those who do not
understend what we are trying to do, but it seems to me thet in our




oy

own circles I have never known such attempts to manifest & spirit of
welcome and deep appreciation as right now in these upset days. Friend~
ships seem to mean more and to run deeper, if pogsible, than formerly,
This attitude makes the other occasional unfriendly attitude seem ale
moat insignificant.

Ri%ht after conference I started teaching in the Academy and with
g ¢light interruption have been able to continue, and trust that I can
gontinue until the close of the year in June., It has been necessary
for me to straighten out my status heve, as our government Aoes notb
‘feel able to glve official sanction for Americsnsg to live inm the inter
dore I have assurences, however, from both Shanghei snd Hankow, where
‘we have Comsuls, that as long as the present gquiet continues no objegw
tion will be raised to my remeining at my own risk, This is all that
can be asked for now from our authorities, and under these conditions

T anm staying one :

In the Academy we have discontinued the prgetice of requlring ate
tendence on worship services. On Tuesdays and Thursdeys, when & worship
gervice is conducted for those who desire to attend, provision is made
for & discussion group which I have been agked to lead, The flrgt meet
ing was on Thursdsy, vwhen 30 boys, about 1/3 of the school met. We
talked over the best method of conducting our discussions, and finally
T agked for indicatiouns of the topics they most desired to discuss.
gince they had voted to leave the selection of topies to the speaker I
felt that thelr indicatioms would be very valuable, Of the replies
waich have come in almost all agk for some phase of religion ag the
topia. "Religion and superstition™, "Religion and Science" are the most
common. One boys is much worried over Prayer. He says he is & baptized
chureh ‘member but he has noticed that most people who profess to pray
do 1ot met as they pray, He wante to know if prayer cammot be done away
with in this ‘enlightened age. Surely this boy will have the earnest
prayers of meny of you, since he is coming close to the real essence of
the problem.

~ In my class in Religlous Riucation we ssem %0 have finished the
avallable text-books provided for by the school and the boys discussed
an outline of the course, This group comprises the oldest beys in the
sehool esnd is praetically all Christian end very active., They &sked me
to prepare a sepries of talks on Comparative Religion, as they feel they
wigh to extend thelr knowledge of religion.

The surprising thing to me is this demonatration which I meet cone
stently. In the face of bitter enti~Christian agitation, and when all
religion is being brought under the ban snd outlawed (if 8 certain
group cen have its way) the demend for valigion in ouy school is very
strong and persistent. go far as others are goncerned, the demand was
ghown in a finsncial way when the school and hospital each spliclted
and received $1000 in local subsoriptions to carry on when the Miseion
was out of funfs., Brother Weng, the Distriet Superintendent, told me
yegterday that one men, on being golicited sald %o him "Are you folks
tesching the Bible in your school3™ Mr. Weng seld "What makes you ak
that question?® The man replied, "The Bible is Indispensable in the
building of rekl charaeter, If you do not beach the Bible you cannot
have my subscription," Mr, Weng secured the money% '

My femily 1s still in Shenghsei where I hope to rejoin them about
Wew Year and remain for three weeks vacation of meetings and conf gL
ences. I 6o not plan to bring them here before next fall,
vours in Chrisit's Service.

. Thls week has been famoug im my history for nothing in particular.

' Classes have gone om and the boys are dlgging in well, Outglde matters are

- quleting very conslderably, and thie during the past two weeks. Let us
hope 1t contimuse. This is true locally. In Bhanghal and in the north
the fracas seems ag merry a whirl as ever, the same old sorry mess. )
- Once im & whlle I get something from America. Most of our periodlcals
are gtlll being stopped, I suppose in Shanghei and (lslle gets them. The
Methodist Review for Nov-Dec came last night, and I hope to get time to
read 1t some day. I note that there is a very strong trend away fromgsme
attltudes of recent years. For instance, take the matter of miracle. It
wag assumed not g0 long ago that we had come fairly eloge to the limit of
knowledge. WNankind getis that particular bug every once iln & while. XNow
I read that horizons are gtill being widened, mot by mibbles but very
appreciably. The dlgcovery in Astronomy of s theory which accounts with
gome satlegfaction for the hehavier of certaln stars called cepheids ledds
to the startlihg dedaction that the light from the great nebula in Andro-
meda has heen on the way for 900,000 years. Silmce light travels 186,000
wiles each geconds, T Judge that the Andromeda nebuls 1s rather a far
Journey from us here dn the earth. It takes some mentsl concentration to
grasp such & distance, and I might ag well comfess that T have not yet done
80 adequately. Take agaln another little matter, I quote from Eddinghon
of Cambridge, a real astronomer, too, none of your amaleurs. "We learm
about the stakb by recelving and luterpreting bthe messages which thelr
light brings to ug. The message of the Companlon of Siriue when it wag
decoded reans 'I am composed of material 3,000 timesg denser than anything
you have ever come acrogg; a ton of my material would be a little nugget
you could put in a matchbox', What reply cam one make to such a message?
The reply which most of us made lm 1914 wag == 'gShub up. Dom't talk :
nonsense, ' Nowadays thls reply seems not to be made. The nessage ieg
aacepted ag sober fact. Our horlizons are widening still.

I trust I have been growing with my reading and meditatiom. In Blble
study, partiecularly om thls very subjeet of miracle, I wonder if any
gerious-minded scholar pays mueh attentlomn nowadeys to the ildea that Jesus
gtood in fromt of a cave from which someone passed him bresd and filsh uuntil
5000 were fed? Not to be so ungpeakably erude as that, I have noted with
mach interest attempts of dlfferent kinde to expihdin away miracle, and I
am beginning to wonder what kind of a sclentific result one could obtain
by starting with the hypothesis that all miracles happened actually asg
recorded im the Bible. Suppose there really were demons that really
poggessed people, actual physical pogsession, what exegebical results
could one obtalm? What splritual values could one congerve? Buppose we
started out homestly to retaim all possible of the Bible, to give the Blble
the beneflt of every doubt, and to rejlect only what cannot conslgtently be
retalned, how much would he gained in material of real worth morally and
spiritually? T am mot go sure that this procegs could not he defended
sclentlfically as a correct treatmemt of historieal material.

Another matter which strikes im om my econselousness ig the attenmpt,
gomewhat pitiful to be sure, to rewrite many of our martisl hymng  from a
paclflet atandpoint. The latest effort of this kind T have gseen ls "The
Bon of God goes forth to Peace.," It is somewhab displeasing tio me to

Just thaet« I have been now for more than a year In a very upset

‘part of the world and have seen enough of thisg militarism business to

make me completiely fet up with the whole propogitlon. War has no

atitractions for me. Ome canmot forget, though, that the Bible writers
gtruek a fundamental truth, We fight mot with prinecipalitles and -
. powers, to be gure, bub yet I mugt filght if I would welgn. There is

For the pregent then, it was her ldea that we ghould be ecautlous, and
wait to see what would happen at Nankimg. There is no local cause here
for apprehension, as the c¢lty seems to have been more gqulet by far
the past week or two then it was before that. : ‘ .
Gonsequently I am going a step at a time. Thls trlp Lo sShanghal
may prove to he a long wislt, though I do not really apprehend go. I
shall seek all the informatiom I can get before attemptlng to return.
If China goes back to Communistlic control, particularly 1f 1t seems to
be more than a mere passing spasm, I sghall be tempted to return to
America until 1t blows over. Time only can solve thig question, and
perhaps even time holds no answer. This noon I invited in to lunch
with me Mr, O'Neill, the Commigsioner of Posts here, & man perhaps 55,
an Irishnan horn and brought up in Augtralia, more pitiful in hisg
bachelorhood thari I im that he never married. He hasg the notlon to urge
me strongly to go into business, or transfer to Shanghal, anything to
get out of the interlor, but I do not see 1t that way yet. If I can
stag at Nanchang , and certainly 1f thig threat of unrest turns oub
to be 1llfounded, there ls & mew future opening in mlgsglonary work
here, and I want .to be in on the ground floor..

Mr, Ku (7,2.K00) of the YMCA has been here the past few days
holding a retreat (Blshop Binrye thinks these meetings ought to be
called advances), and I think the gpirlt in general has been excellent,
though I have been unable to attend more than one meeting, besldes this
morning's sermon, , . : .

“.I have glanced tihrough the lettersuthat accumulated while I wag
gone and Find them all very interesting. Now that I am here and there ls
no more feayr of censorship, as there was at Nanchang I"am free to write
more fully of the gituation. The last couple of weeks has seen hhe cone-
sunnation, so it seemg now, of a profound change, It looks.as though
¢hina has deserted the Soviet crowd and le turning to England for help
and advice: This was confirmed to-me on the way down river by a Germam
from the Hankow German Consulate, and I gather that a man in his positlion
has no particular tendenecy to gpeak complimentarlily of Englend. - The
international situation seems to be easing greatly. Internally much
depends on the outcome of the 4th plenary eenference to eonvene in about
a week at Nenking, Will they declde to unite and push the warfare in
the morth? Will they try to make peace with the morth and draw & boundary
line which will give each side a little breathing spasce? W1ll they break
apart from futual jeslowsles and send mid«China back to chaos? We are
watehing with very tremendous lnterest. Meantime Brd, Rape,  Just down
from Chungking tells of a footbdll -game there between the hoys of our
school and the British sailors. After the game the hoys wanted a pletmre
taken, so they lined wp formally, British on ome side, Chinese on the
other. The Chinese sald '"This won't do, we must mix In together,' so
they mized in together. Xven then they were not satlsfled, and finally
the picture was takem with the two teame all with arms around each other,
Gan you beat 1t? ALl thig looks bad for the Hoviet bunch. I wonder 1f
Japan is trying to fix up.an arrangement with Russla? My guess ie theb
China and Britainm (and Ameries?) have come to a (esecret?) amreement of
matual aid and that Japam ig .frozem oul, but was cute enough to bring the
Morgam loam to the Mahehurian rallway Just about to coumpletion before the
gltuatlon changed. IR - R : B
