My only contact with the summer session is by way of a course
theoretically described as the history of education. What its ectual
description should be een only be known when the last bell has struck
on Lugustu 15th, for we think of history in three tcenses, cnd we think
of ncthod cs controlled chiefly by the questions of students and by
thoir own responscse We try to give them whet they seem to need most,

i fow troits in the summer pzople stund out in this procedure,
There 1s very little merking of time among them. They want to make
their days count, But since most of them are working teachers in the
statc of New York, they arc likely to estimatc valucs aftcr high school
or lowcr grade focshione They 1like their assignments in definitc, smull
doscse Thoy arce rather morc ceoger for facts then for principles, for
Gevices then for methods, for credits than for personcl growth., It is
no doubt to be expcctcd in the systen under which tlhey work thet rc-
spcet for cuthority, or at loast its docilc acceptonce, should be
preity decply ingroined. No metter how logical or important a new bit
of induction mi¢y bc, thoir instent rccction springs to the syllcbus
¢nd rogents oxeminotions, In gencral, eany method demending extre tinc
in tocching is voted impractical, cny conclusions contravening cpproved
texXts cnd standerd authorities cre off the line of merch in o busy
worlde Over and ovaer on¢ hecrs them saying that they know how their
brcod is huttercd., So winile thoy abe tolerant of new idcas, and cven
crger coont them persenally, onc is foirly certain thet the main
quustion in thoir minds is not how will this metter cffcct the minds
of my punils, but how vwill it nffect ths rctonticn or my jobe Any dis-
taste for this condition is morce than offset by the ncccsnity for
coraing © living under the systen,
