Dear Mr, von Kleist:

Let me thamk you once more for fhe opportunity you gave me to participate

in the Vehrkunde Conferemce in Munich and for the mamy courtesies you ex-
tended to me. I thought this year's meeting was 2 particularly great success,
even more so than last year's. As I mentioned to you, this was perhaps the
tresult of three factors -- the =bsence of didactically inclined Americans,

the somewhat greater semse of sclidarity asmong the NATO allies in consequence

of the invasion of Czechoslovakia, and the brillisnt performance of Dennis
Healy.

Yhen I stopped over in Bonn, 1 read and heard szbout the minor storm that broke
over Mssrs. Schnippenkoetter's and Grewe's remarks. I thought their remarks
had been much to the point, had displayed no disloyalty toward Mr. Brandt,

snd 1 am sure they helped some prominent American participants at the meeting
to understand the Germsn position better. 3ince I always considered such im-

proved understanding one of the most important purposes of your conference, I
would have regreéted it very much if the two gentlemen had remained silent.
8y now, the storm must have died down. In the last analysis, it was 2 minor,
but characteristic side-effect of the past U. §. policy on the NPT, which, as
you may recall, I took issue with in my Wehrkunde paper in 1966.

I regret very much that I had to ask you to reimburse my travel expenses from
Los Angeles to Munich and return, but since this year I had no time to combine
the trip with tramsacting Rand business in Washington, I had no choice. I took
the liberty of faintly suggesting to Dr. Wagner that the Forschungsinstitut
might consider assuming part of the burden, but could do no more. In any event,
I did not request an honorarium, and can only hope that next year, should you

ask me again, I will be in the East, so that the trip to Munich will be shorter
and less expensive.

Will you let me know some time at your convenience whether you intend to pub=-
lish my paper in ‘ehrkunde?

Un my return through New York I was delayed four days by a snow storm, which
I mention by way of apologizing for my delay in sending this note to you.

Usgood, of course, is well known to you from previcus conferences.,
fle 1s very knowledgeable, judicious and perhaps a little officious.
Sonnenfeld, also on Henry Kissinger's staff, was formerly with the
otate Department as the leading Sovietologist. He is very good, knows
a lot and thinks he knows all. I am sure, he wouldbbe very good, if
you can get him to come. (He is also excellent in debates.)

My "Namensvetter" is Ronald Spier. I met him a couple of times.
He is especially well informed on arms controll issues, including NPT,
1 believe., I would probably prefer Sonnenfeld, however,

I have just returned from a conference of the Columbia Institute
of War and Peace Otudies, which was attended by about 25 leading
scholars and officials (including Alasteir Buchan from London, Hedley
Bull from Australia, John Holmes from Canada, Robert Gerald Livingston
from our Embassy in Bonn, etc.). I was again most impressed by Marshall
Shulman, Director, Russian Institute, Columbia University. He had come
from the Pugwash Conference and from another U.S.=Soviet meeting in
Moscow., I would recommend him to you most highly. Although primarily
a Soviet expert, he is probably better than anyone else previously
referred to in our correspondence - for your purposes. Phil Mosely was
also at the conference. If he were available, you would get a very
excellent man as well (though less effective as a speaker - and less
adventurous as an observer - than Brzezinski.)

Shulman has a good piece in the last issue of Europa Archiv on the
European Security Conference,
